M inistry to
Unwed Mothers

The Ministry to Unwed Mothers (MUM) is a club designed to 
work with teenage pregnant girls. There are two different serv­
ices we provide. The first organization we are involved in is 
Booth Memorial Home in Boise, Idaho. Booth is a home in Boise 
where pregnant girls under the age of 18 live and go to school. 
Each Monday night we traveled to Boise to provide some ac­
tivities for these girls to participate in. Some of the activities 
included games, scavenger hunts, parties, or sometimes just 
sitting and talking to the girls.

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P  rovidence
Providence is another new club initiated this year. This club 
was started by James Thompson, Todd Frye, Brad Renschler, 
Kim Caiman, Suzanne Clark, and Vicki Thompson. Last year 
these six spent quite a bit of time at the Hope House working 
with kids who are emotionally, physically, and sexually abused. 
It was through this experience that the they came up with the 
idea to start a club.

During Christmas, James, Todd, Brad, Suzanne and Vicki pe­
titioned A.S.N.N.C. for money to provide the children at the 
Hope House with some Christmas gifts. They received the mon­
ey and bought gifts for the children. At this point these six 
people decided to try to get a large group of other people 
involved.

Every week a group of about 30 people went out to the Hope 
House, located just east of Nampa. Their mission is to bring 
the love of Christ in to the childrens lives who have been hurt 
by their parents. Two-thirds of the children there have been 
emotionally, physically, and sexually abused by their parents, 
many of which are Christians. This club felt it was important 
to try to show a positive outlook on Christ because many of 
them do not have positive images.

The 
club renovated a house of the schools with the assistance of 
many local businesses in town. On April 10, 1991, a family 
arrived in Boise after 26 hours of travel from Bucharest, Ro­
mania. It was a family of four seeking political asylum; Dumitru, 
Elena, Carmen and Roxana Mateescu.

Sandi Hicks the president of Guardian House said, "It has been 
worth all the work to finally see them and know that we provided 
hope for new dreams and a new future.” It took ten years for 
the Meteescu's to make it to the United States. The day Dumitru 
applied to come to the United States both Dumitru and Elena 
lost their jobs. From then on it was a struggle to make ends 
meet. For the next eight years they were fortunate to have a 
few odd jobs to earn money. However the next two years, they 
were not able to find any jobs.

In the West 
There's no doubt about it. NNC is one of the best 
Regional Liberal Arts Colleges in the West. At least, 
that's how the October 15th issue of the U.S. News 
and World Report put it. More accurately, NNC ranks 
as the sixth in this category. And on the national 
level, NNC ranks 32nd of the 385 schools included 
within the study's category for small liberal arts 
colleges . 

The 1,374 four-year schools included in the study 
were ranked according to academic reputation and 
statistics, which combined served to measure the 
selectivity of the student body; the degree to which 
the school supports a high-quality, full-time faculty; 
overall financial resources; and the level of student 
satisfaction as measured by the school's ability to 
graduate the students it admits as freshmen. 

NNC's academic reputation was ranked 12th in the 
regional study by 2,483 college presidents, deans, 
and admissions directors who completed the survey 
questionnaire. NNC was also ranked second in stu­
dent selectivity and sixth in faculty resources. 

The ranking is "incredibly significant," said Dr. Rich 
Hagood, Vice-President for Institutional Advance­
ment. "It means we no longer need to be quiet about 
the quality education we offer at NNC. When some­
one else says you're among the· best, it has a ring 
of authenticity and is not just insured hype." 

"It is really a morale-builder for the faculty and staff 
to see that what they've been doing, sometimes 
without much publicity, has been recognized on a 
national basis," remarked Hagood. 

NNC was the only Nazarene college listed on the 
study's top forty list.

The launch was can­
celed on April 23, 1991, 
when the news arrived 
that there had been a 
failure of a pressure 
sensor on the main en-

gine. The problem was then corrected and the launch 
rescheduled for 7:01 a.m. EDT on Sunday. 

The launch not only marked the first unclassified shuttle 
mission for the Department of Defense, but also marked 
the first space fli,ght of NNC alumnus Rick Hieb, graduate 
of the NNC class of 1977. 

The shuttle carried with it a 160 million dollar set of 
instruments to b,a used to observe the atmosphere, au­
rora, and stars. Many of the experiments scheduled to 
take place will be to the advance of the Strategic De­
fense Initiative, better known as "Star Wars. " 

The space shuttl,a landed safely at the Edwards Air Force 
Base in California on Monday, May 6. After the follow­
up sessions are completed, Rick Hieb plans to attend 
and speak at NNC's commencement ceremony on June 
9.
