With the theme 
“Shout to the 
Lord,” 
Trevecca’s Life 
FM (WNAZ 
89.5) held their 
annual 
shareathon from 
October 22 
through the 24th. 

Since Life FM is 
housed on the 
non-commercial 
portion of the FM 
dial, the station 
must rely on 
individual 
donations and 
grants to operate. 
The university 
does support the 
radio station a 
great deal, 
however this 
does not cover all 
of the very costly 
operating 
expenses. In fact, 
a majority of the 
budget comes 
from listener 
support. 

Shareathon is a 
fund-raising 
scheme that is 
used by many 
non-profit 
Christian radio 
stations. Life FM 
does not only use 
their shareathon 
to encourage 
listeners to 
donate, but also 

dedicates the first 
day to prayer and 
praise. This 
gives the listeners 
a chance to call- 
in and share what 
the Lord has done 
in their lives 
through Life FM. 

“Shareathon is a 
good opportunity 
for us to hear 
from the 
listeners,” says 
David Deese, 
General 
Manager. “We 
can hear why 
they listen, which 
helps us as a 
station.” 

With the goal of 
raising $160,000, 
donors had the 
options of giving 
a one-time pledge 
or a monthly 
pledge. All 
donations 
included a 
subscription to 
the station 
newsletter, and 
any pledge over 
$60.00 received a 
free CD with an 
assortment of 
Christian music. 

By the end of the 
three days, the 
station was able 
to raise a modest 
$73,000. 

While nearly half 
of the goal was 
met, the amount 
raised was double 
the $35,000 
raised in 2000. 
Over the past two 
years, the 
financial 
shortcomings 
have caused 
budget and job 
cuts. 

“The shareathon 
was very 
encouraging,” 
says Jennifer 
Houchin, 
Assistant 
Operations 
Manager. “The 
last couple years 
have been down, 
we needed the 
push that it gave 
us.” 

The station will 
be holding future 
“mini- 
shareathons” to 
offset funds not 
raised during the 
event. If you

Guys & Dolls: Bringing NY to 
T revecca

When “Guys and 
Dolls” premiered 
in 1950, 
audiences were 
drawn to the way 
they could see 
themselves in the 
play’s characters. 
Based on Damon 
Runyon’s short 
story “The Idyll 
of Sarah Brown,” 
“Guys and Dolls” 
finally became 
the fifth longest 
running 
Broadway 
musical of the 
fifties after a 
time of 
uncertainty 
about whether the 
play would ever 
make it to the 
stage at all. 

Now, although 
Benson 
Auditorium is 
hardly a 
Broadway 
theater, “Guys 
and Dolls” has 

, come to 
Trevecca. Jeffrey 
Frame has 
managed to turn 
thirty-five drama- 
inclined students 
into a convincing 
cast of gamblers, 
“hot box dolls,” 
and mission 
workers. I have 

to say that I have 
never seen so 
many pinstripes 
in one place. I 
was also pretty 
impressed with 
the accents, not 
to mention the 
dancing... oops, 
or should I say 
choreographed 
stage movement? 

The orchestra, 
directed by Dr. 
Timothy Cierpke, 
set the tone with 
the overture 
before the first 
scene, which 
featured the cast 
in Runyonland, 
also known as 
New York City 
through the eyes 
of Damon 

Runyon. This is 
a place where 
couples can take 
peaceful strolls at 
4 AM and where 
secret craps 
games can be 
played in sewers 
under the streets 
of thevcity. The 
audience learned 
that near the 
newsstand on 
Broadway was 
the place to

they portrayed a 
cynical mob of 
card-playing, 
fedora-wearing, 
money-grubbing 
gangsters. Well, 
at least as cynical 
as gangsters who 
occasionally 
break into song 
can be. Dan 
Diehl’s 
performance as 
Nicely-Nicely 
Johnson was the 
highlight of the 
show, at least for 
this reporter. The 
“Sit Down, 
You’re Rockin’ 
the Boat” scene 
was particularly 
enjoyable as 
Nicely and the 
rest of the Mugs 
did their best to 
render credible 
testimonials. 
Although, I have 
to wonder if Dan 
is even bothering 
to eat in the caf 
during the play’s 
run, since he 
seems like he is 

getting more than 
his fair share of 
food during each 
night’s 
performance. 

Melissa Fox gave 
the audience a 
persuasive 

rendition of 
Sarah Brown and 
Cyndi Headrick 
pulls off the 
melodramatic 
Adelaide quite 
nicely.
