Northwest Nazarene College began in 1913
with the organization of an elementary school
devoted to Christian training for the children
of the local Church of the Nazarene. Within
two years the school had added both high
school and college work to its curriculum.
The first degrees were conferred upon a class
of four graduates by President H. Orton Wiley
it L2

The college has shown steady growth and
development down through the years. In 1928
the first class was graduated from the state
accredited Normal department. In 1931 the
College of Liberal Arts was accredited as a
junior college and as such was accepted as a
member of the Northwest Association of Sec-
ondary and Higher Schools. In the spring of
1937 the college received accreditation as a
four-year college by the Northwest Association.
In 1938 the college was elected to membership
in the Association of American Colleges. In
1950 N.N.C. became a member of the National
Commission on Accrediting.

At present Dr. John Riley is a member of
the higher commission of the Northwest As-
sociation of Secondary and Higher Schools.
Dean Thelma B. Culver is state chairman of
the Teacher Education and Professional Stand-
ards Committee for Idaho.

While receiving signal recognition in scho-
lastic circles, the college has maintained a
wholesome Christian environment.  Spiritual
values have been given first place and the
spiritual tide has kept pace with the growth
of the institution.
