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Sixty-five Thousand Girls Disappeared in the United |

X E give entire credence to the accuracy of the
above statement because we find it in the one
secular paper in the United States which will

tell the truth about social, civic and moral conditions.
What a chamber of horrors the disappearance of this army
of girls in one year opens before our minds! Think of these
thousands of desolated homes, broken mothers’ hearts,
grief-stricken fathers, brothers and sisters, in-addition to the
lives of hopeless shame and black despair and final death
and hell, of this sad army of sixty-five thousand lost gisls.

Instantly the mind turns to the causes, of which there
are four in number. These four are: the modern moving
wictures, the dance craze, the semi-nude female dressing and
the reading of profane and lewd literature, as found in so
many of the current-magazines and novels of the day. To
the last mentioned of these four, we wish to give some at-
tention in this article.

We know of no more prolific cause of immorality and
wrecked character in young life than reading’ this vicious,
demoralizing character of literature referred to above. The
pity of it is that such filthy books and magazines are found
in almost all homes. There are two reasons for this. First,
because of the superabundance of nasty literature, there be-
ing far more of the filthy class than there is of the pure.
Secondly, parents are inexcusably careless on this point, re-
fusing or failing to excrcise rigid, conscientious censorship
over the literature that enters their homes.

These books and periadicals literally reek with the gross-
est profanity and the Jowest grade of sexual immoralities,
‘They revel in portraitures of divorce scandals, of bestial sex
criminal flirtations between married people, resuiting in
destroyed family relationships, wrecked homes and the
lowest depths of nameless carnality and beastly depravity.
These ghastly crimes and atrocities are all gilded on the
printed page in alluring colors intended to win attention and
attract readers, hiding the immoral deformities, while in-
sensibly drawing the thought and passion of the reader
closer and closer toward the exhilarating vice so artfully
drawn by the authors.

The influence of sich vile literature is imvariably ond
inevitably deadening and damning to the innocence an
moral purity of boys and girls who read the stuff. The
reading of only a few such publications is needed to break
down the moral restraints which years of carefu! home

training have built around the character of the children,
These safeguards and defenscs so carefully and prayerfully
erected for the protection of young life in Christian homes
are quickly extinguished and nothina is left but smoke and
ashes from the fatal torch of this vile literature which is sct
on fire of hell and burns with the fury and fatality of hell
itself.

It is astounding to find such filth in the homes of good
church people. We have'seen in the home of a prominent
officer in a great city church who was a husband and father,
magazines and books with vile salarious articles, dripping
with low profanity and sexual filth, ¢nough te damn the
young people of a whole state, Remon.trances with such
blind parents often bring the depraved deiense “Well, chil-
dren have to meet these things anyway.” * Who said so?
This defense comes alone from hell. It is saianic in tone,
in significance and in results. Children don’t fiaze to mect
these things except by the guilty, craven ignoratice, cow-
ardice and criminality of parents who fail to protect the
children from such infamies as beastly Lust and Profanity as
associates,

God made fathers and mothers for the express purpose of
defending childhood from such debasing, demoralizing as-
sociation, that they might be reared in ways of purity and
cleanness. \What right have parents to abdicate this divinely
appointed and heaven-high prerogative and leave the teaining
of their children to the monsters Lust and Profanity?

Have we got to drag a pure girl through an empty tar
barrel to teach her that tar will seil? Must we let our chil-
dren burn their hands te a crisp and be maimed for life in
order that they may know that firc will burn? Must we
feed three or four grains of arsenic to our children that they
may know the deadly effects of poison? Have they got to
meet these things anyway? Will any sane father or mother
stand by the bier of a pure girl they have allowed to be
poisoned with arsenic and by the other children maimed for
life from awful burnings occasioned by their neglect™ and
offer the defense that they had to meet these things any-
way? What court outside of hell would acquit them of the
greatest crimes under such conditions? No more can the
parents of the sixty-five thousand recruits for the red-light
district defend themselves from guilt by the plea that they
had to meet such things as vile literature, the dance, the
movies and nude dressing anyway.
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No, no, parénts, a thousand times no. Be
not decéived by such villainous pleas. Such
plegy can not be dignified even as bad philos-
aphy. It is wretched, diabolical sophistry.
Recognize the holy, heaven-high responsibility
which God has put upog you. Exult in such

responsibility as a lofty opportunity and enter
the work of child-training in your home as the
bighest and holiest office that a mortal or im-
mortal creature could possibly occupy. See
that the home is fult of Bible-and religion and
clean, pure literature and banish the unclean
as you would vipers from your portals. Pray
for, and with your children. Get and keep
God in the home as an abiding guest. He alone
is your best help and will give you success if
you will obey Him.

SGME REASONS

Why is it that there is a hundred times as
much vicious literature published and for sale
as there is of the pure kind, and why is it that
the vile can be bought for a half or a third of
what the good literature costs? I will give a
Bible answer: “The children of this world are
wiser in their generation than the children of
light.” That is to say, the worldly and wicked
are more liberal in the use of money to ac-
complish bad ends than Christians are to ac-
complish good ends. The Devil and his crowd
will invest money more freely to damn people
than the church is willing to invest to save
people.

Tt is shocking to place responsibility at this
point but the lozic of facts drives it here. The
church can raise multiplied millions to pay
high salaries to big preachrrs in big city pas-
torates; they can raise more millions to build
colleges and universitirs and pay high sal-
aries to their professnrs to teach doubts and
denials about the aconement and the inspira-
tion of the Bible-—the same kind of inlidelity
tauzht in the big city pulpits referred to, but
they raise no millions to endow Christian pub-
lishing houses and church papers in order that
strictly religious books and periodicals may
be furnished as cheaply as Satan’s defiling lit-
erature which now sells at from ohe-half to
one-third the price of the pure.

Every struggling religious paper and pub-
lishiz.z house now laboring to furnish pure,
saving literalure, but compelled to charge such
prices as will make the literature self-sustain-
ing, is a blistering rebuke and fatal indictment
of the maneved men in the church who have
the means by which these institutions could
be put in a position to compete in prices with
the Devil's literature which is damning our
children and wrecking our homes by the mil-
lion.

It was quickly
over. The official count was less than 15,000
all told, and eight out of every ten of these
were {oreign born. The New York World,
the champion liquor organ of tthe nation, ad-
mitted the dismal failure and said that, “New
Yorkers lost their liquor without any partic-
ularly determined fight, and they have not
shown many signs of fighting to get it back.”
And yet, this same New Vork World keeps
up its fight to get liquor back for the de-
bauchery of the nation.

Instead of the parade affording the nation
a proof of a change in public sentiment um-
favorable to prohibition, the farcical failure
afforded conclusive proof that the sentiment
for enforcement is stronger than at any time
since the amendment was passed. Therefore
we tender our congratulations to America’s
homes, mothers and young people over the
glorious failure of the widely heralded Wet
Parade in the nation's metropolis.

Last night (he
chimes rang out over the city and brought
to me the old songs that mother used to sing
to me, and that we used to hear in the Sunday
school and the Epworth League. God sent
the message to my heart, I fell on my knees
before Him, even in this den, and asked Him
ta save me, and He forgave me and saved me.
Toemorrow T am going back home to mother
and try to take up my life as best I may.
I just wanted you to know what the chimes
have done.”

The pastor tock the note to his friend and
said to him, “Here’s your pay for your
chimes.” “Oh,” he said, alter reading it, “I
would not take anything for that. I am going
to put it in my vault at the bank with my
business papers,”

If a man can do as much as that and
achieve a result that brightens his life and
happifies his heart for all the balance of his
life, think of the joy and rewatd of disburden-
ing a Publishing House of its embarrassments
by a denation of a hundred thousand doflars,
It staggers the mind to try to comprehend
the glorious reward awaiting such a giver, in*
unnumbered souls saved from sin and dcath,
in the spreading of holiness over thesc and
other lands, in the distribution of countless
millions of pages of holy literature that glisten
and zleam aund vjbrate with saving and sanei-
fying truth and power. Think of one human
being whom God has honored with means
sufficient to spare a hundred thousand dollars
to do such a deed that would bring such in-
describable results of blessing and glory and
honor and triumphant satisfaction to ont
human heart! We can hardly sec how one
human heart could stand such a Niagara of
hlessing.
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Never before were there such archeological
discoveries being made. They cover the whole
field of Bible history. Professor Sayce, pos:
sibly the highest authority in archeology, sys
that not a single onc of these discoverie< dis-
credits a solitary statement of the Bible.
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There are many things useful amdl con-
venient to us and to many indispensable but
which are become masters of us and are
hurtful to us in our spiritual lives, There is
the automobile, How useful it is to maay,
yea even ingdispensable.  Yet how many peo-
ple go joy-riding day and night, and niake it
an instrument for dissipation. When the auto
leaves its owner with no relish for conversatiob
or the pleasures of the sacred precincts of the
home and with as little relish for the house of
God, it has lost its right to a.place in our
civilization and it is time to turn back to the
horse and buggy and e slower-moving things
of other days.




PREPARATION FOR GOD’S WORK

F course the prime qualification for
O the work of God is a good religious

experience. A worker is likely to do
the same type of work that has been done in
him. A preacher with a shallow religious ex
perience is quite likely to do colorless Chris-
tian service; if he has been soundly converted
he will insist that it is the duty and privilege
of others to experience the new birth. The
baptism with the Holy Ghost is the New Tes-
tament requirement for preparation to do ef-
{cctive service in winning souls. “Ye shall re-
ceive power, the Holy Ghost having come
upon you.”

But it is alse true that there are few who
make a permanent success in the ministry or
in other branches of active Christian service
who have not laid 2 good cducational foun-
dation and who do not always remain students.
A man may preach acceptably for a few years
and then discover that his work has outgrown
him, The demands of his station in the min-
istey will become such that he can no longer
make good. Without attempling to say any-
thing spectacular, I will just observe that we
all like an educated preacher and that we feel
safer under his leadership. Education is like-
ly to give a man a more balanced intellect and
a saner judgment; if it does not do this it
is likely to reveal his bias and make his idio-
syncrasics more apparent, and in this case
vou know what to expect. In educating the
preacher we usually either “Make a spoon or
spoil a (green} horn.” Education does not
make fools out of men; it just brings to the
surface that which was in them all the time.

There are fewer things that are more cruel
than the practice of pushing young people on
into the ministry and into missionary work
without giving them opportunity to prepate.
Suppose we should go out and exhort ail the
school girls of fiftecen to immediately contract
matrimony and all the boys of the same age
to enter the marts of business, what would be
the result? Find your answer in the more
serious realm of broken and discouraged
preachers who did not lay a good foundation
and keep up their studies. Young peoples do
not let any man deceive you into the terrible
follv of neglecting your cducation. Go to
school, mo to college, take special training,
and enter your life’s work equipped for long
and exacting service. Do not expect much
sympathy and don’t solicit any man’s pity.
Get ready, be @ manly man, learn to do your
work with the minimum of [riction and weuri-
ness; be cheerful, be resourcelul, be success-
ful, and men will naturally turn to you for
advice and your field of uscfulness will be
both wide and long.

We will have to get a bulldog
grip on the throne, become mightily interested
oursclves; pray it, talk it, preach about it un-
ti) our people get to the place where they come
to the conclusion that it mus¢ come. Some of
vs will have 1o be up at nights; some of us
will have to do without our dinner; our hearts
will have to break; we will have to wet our
people down with our tears; but it can be had.
Glory to God! The man that is not willing to
pay the price for a revival does not want one
and he will nat have one.

Tt is not my purpose to tell so much how we
may have a “World-\Wide Revival,” as to
mention some of the things we will have to
surmount. I do not believe it is as casy these
days as it was twenty years ago; those who do
have not stopped to think. Let us look at some
of these things which hinder us.

1. Rejected light. We have always taught
that if light is not accepted, it will become
darkness. Hundreds of pecple in this country
have had the light,-but refused to accept it
and walk therein, Not only is light rejected,
but light may be neglected. One may he lost
by neglecting to walk in the light. Naturally,
this whole affair is a hardening process. Either
one means to be lost.

2. Prejudice. We should not underestimate
this. Sc many of the people professing the
blessing have made such miserable failures at
it. If not failures in reality, they have failed
to measure up to the standard set by the other
fellow. Many have made mistakes, but they
were not looked upon as mistakes, Many
have gone after strange fire, and this has
built a barrier, Much of this may be false
prejudice, but it exists just the same.

3. Money. I only wish I could tell you
the difference in these days aud the days of

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twenly yecars ago, Being president of the Dis-
trict Board of Home Missions of the Western
Oklahoma District, I think I am in a position
lo know some things. Oh, for the old-time
self denial we once had! Too many of our
evangelists are two and thrce hundred
doliar fellows. We do not say they are not
worth it, but it seems they should be willing
to share a littie. At any rate, we are going
to say that we do not find the old-time self
denial we once had. 1 am, of course, speaking
generally.

4, Lack of unity, In many piaces there are
two or three factions, and all claiming the
blessing of holiness, when Jesus said it made
us onc.  Political wire-pulling in the matter
of selecling pastors, etc. It seems to me about
time we were tuking another hitch on the
seventeenth chapter of Saint John.

5. Leadership. In some places we find hu-
man leadership ignored. The pastor, whe is
God's leader of the flock, is ignored, talked
about, discredited, and shop set up independ-
ently of him. He may come in if he likes,
but he must understand that “we are running”
this thing, and not he, These will have to be
remedied as sure as there is a God in heaven.

6. Prayer. Not much real passion ncw. It
may be the times in which we are living, but
it is so nevertheless. Nothing doing unless we
zan get through the coldness, indifference, in-
activity, and get the fire to burning again on
the soul. Prayer must be the regular practice
of the people called the Church of the
Nazarene, or we will never have the revival we
are looking for. Oh, for prayer, importunate
prayer! Prayer that will move the great heart
of God, Prayer so deeply rooted in the eart,
that God can rot turn it down. Prayer until the
knees become calloused, eyes fountains of
tears, hearts breaking in agony, a heart bent
on getting through to God.

7. The temptation to do as other “big
evangelists” do. When we get to doing the
thing like the other fellow, we have no
further reason to exist. It is not popularity we
want. We have no objection to the right use
of any means that may be employed to reach
the masses, but if you will notice all those
who have tried it this way, have quit preach-
ing the old rugged cross of Calvary., They
may make cards, and gambling, and some
other things “rugged,” but when it comes to
presenting the gospel of holiness it is done
with such “niceties” that people get it and
not know it. We have been told this is pos-
sible. Why not come square out, and tell the
people about it in no uncertain sound? What
are you afraid of? In fact, no one can get
the blessing and .nei know it. That is pre-
posterous! Oh, that the old-time gospel of
holiness may be presented in such a way that
when people get the blessing they know some-
thing has happened to them!

In going in for a World-Wide Revival,
these are some of the things, to my mind, we

have to consider. We can put it over? I am
sure we can, if we will pay the price, the fy))
price. There is a price to e paid, Will we
pay it? For one, I say YES! Let’s all join
the “World-Wide Prayer League,” and put the
thing over. Not for our glory, but for the
glory of God. How happy we will be when
in glory we meet, and there find souls reached
in this way that would not have been reached
had we not donc so. Let's quit singing, “1\j)]
there be any stars in my crown?” unless we ire
willing and do put our very best into it. The
time is conting when we will not he judzed
by what we say, but by what we do.

The Federated Churches of America spent
more than twenty-three million dollars for
Home Missions in America last year, How-
ever, they made a foot-note that they were
weakest in GOSPEL EVANGELISM. They
practically did nothing but social welfars
work and called it home missionary work.
The Church of the Nazarene has the true
vision and if we fail it will be the crime of
the ages. We must by the grace of God blast
a way through for the people or they will
justly condemn us on the day of judgment.

“Ideal Pastor,” by.a Layman
By Mgzs. Berrica S>irr Fox

The personal appearance of the pastor is often the
first thing lo impress his audience.  His clothes shauld
be plain, neat, and clean.  He should carcfully aveid
the gaudy and conspicuous, on the one hand, and
the carcless and untidy on the other. The pastor
who hopes to make a favorable impression must keep
his hair timmed and combed, face shaved, tecth
clean. linen immaculate, clothes well brushed and
pressed and bis shoes polished.

‘The vocabulary, of an ideal pastor, contains no
vulgar phrases, by words, or slang expressions, Let
him avoid vain and foolish babblings.

lis home life <hould be above reproach, and such *

as will demand the highest respect of his family,
neizhbors and fricnds, Hc should be kind and cour-
terus lo all who chance to come to his home. Let
lin be “One that roieth well his own house, having
his children in subjection with alt gravity. For il
a man know not how to rule his own house how shall
he take care of the church of God.”

The writer remembers of once seeing a pastor’s
and 3 layman’s sons enter the church together. The
former bolted through Lhe door and forgot to stop
whistling or to remove his hat unti! he was half way
down the aisle, while the layman's son came in quictly
and removed his ¢ap at the deor. We do not con-
tend that it is right to cxpect more of a preacher's
child than of a layman’s, but we do expect as much.

The pastor should devote at least cight hours 2
day lo his pastoral dutics even if it is wash day
at home, or time Lo tend the gardon or to overhaul
his machine,

He should not be limid er seli-conscious, neither
thould he be phariszical or egotistical. He must be
free from the disposition to be bessy, domincering,
fault finding and from thinking, “I know it all and
you can't tell me anything.” But rather be modest,
fiem and pious. He should not get the idea that
he is the most self-sacrificing persan in the world,
but should cheerfully sacrifice with his people.

A poed pastor has ability as 2 manager, both
cameslic and concerning the expenditures of the
¢hurch.  He should be cconomical, but not too con-
senvative to invest money which will bring returns
te the church. Somc churches aimost have to employ
a church carpenter to remodel the building, enlarge
and alter the roslrum, rcarrange the pews and cven
make a variety ol pulpit stands to suit the whims
of the different pastors.

There are some pastors who seem to think the
founders of the church made a very serious mistake
when they made the church beard a factor in church
government. The manual does not specifically state
just what action the pastor may or may not take
without the advice of the board. Yet it seems to
the Jayman that the board should be consuited about
any matter for which i is financially or in any other
way responsible. We insist that the pastor closely
adhere to Lhe manual, page 4 paragraph 12 regarding
the regular monthly board mecting. Please may we
quote from an article published in the Hrsarp or
Houivess written by C. E. Corncll?  “We have
discovered that some of our pastors are not disposed
to have a capable church board and others are not
di¢posed to give the board much consideration. The
Pstor should live very close to his board. Al im-
portant matters relative to the church should come
before them. For a pastor to take the bit in his
own teeth and seck to run things, is a very dangerous
Pastoral pursuit.”

The pastor should be very sure of the mind of the
Lord before he Jeaves his own pulpit to Gll that of
a{mlhtr, Every pastor shauld (with the consent of
bis board), take a ten day’s vacation some time dur-
R the year, BAfake it 3 real time of rest, when the
xrfinri as well as the body is free from the care of
bis pastorate.

He should avail himself of every opportunily to
allend instilutes, conventions and such meetings,
®herc he can learn to be yore efiicient in his Jabors
for (he Laord.

We may safely say that the most essenlial qualifi-
@lion of a good pastor is a definite Christian ex-
Perience. He must be soundly converted, clearly
sanctified and definitely called of God to preach the
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gospel.  He should be’a man of some education and
ahbifity.

A definite Christian experience produces positive
preaching. Too much time can not be given in
prayer and study of the Bible in preparation for
the sermon. It is said that Mr. Wesley didl not
require his preachers 1o have a college cducation
bul he did require them to spend at least five houss
aday in prayer.  To (reat this preparation’
carclessly or indifferently is c¢riminal.  The pas-
lor should get his subject from the Lord, then
pray and study along that line until his message
burns in his very soul. It is permissible for the
pastor 1o take a brici outline of his sermon into the
puipit. But he thould not take a whele manuseript
and depend upon it.

His introductory remarks should be as brief as:
possible.  The paslor’s delivery should not be too
formal, on the onc hand, or 100 exciling or hilatious
on the other. Some preachers waste cnough encrgy in
a fifteen minute’s sermon to bave lasled for a week's
preaching. He should not stutter and spit or strain
his voice untit his face becomes ved and his veins
swollen.  We do not mean ihat he should not put
emphasis upon certain points by mecans of gestures,
but his gestures, tones and inflections should be
natural. He should keep his cyes upon his audience,
not upon the celling or the floor. It is said {hat
John Wesley had some one in bis audience make a
memorandum of all his prammatical blurders and
general imperfections, and hand them o him for his
consideration, humiliation and correction at the close
of his scrmon. A preacher who does not welcome
a just criticism is like a sick man who does not desire
a physician. His sermon should be appropriate for
the occasion. Dr. Bresce has said Lhat a seemon
should nol be more than thirty-five mioutes long
as that is all the average mind can retain. The ideal
pastor docs not hold his Sunday morning scrvices
later than twelve o'clock.

A good pastor is cvangelistic, and the Sunday
evening services must be conducted 2long this line.
He is anxious to have three or four good red-hot
revivals during the year,

The ideal pastor does not conduct all the prayer-
meetings himeell. I it is by exercise that we grow
and develop, he should be fair to his laymen. Give
them something to do and recogmize their ability.
The prayermecting should be a midweek coaling sta-
tion and the pastor should urge ils importance upon
all his members,

Every pastor should learn well the lesson—pay
attention to lhe aped and to children. Jesus did.
Aim to win the childeen for Christ and to retain
them in the church. Tf half the effort that is made to
regain, were made to keep them, they would never
go astray. Bishop Quayle has said: “Youth for
Geod is the world’s safely. To start with God and
to slay with God, what z shelter {rom temptation,
what a safe conduct on the Jong grim way of life”
He should urge the confidence of the young people,
{nstruct them and help them to get rooted and estab-
lished. Every effort should be made te get them
uniled and organized inlo a Young Pcople's Socicly
where they will have a greater opportunity for de-
velopment.

The work of a pastor is twofold, partly in the
pulpit and parily out of the pulpit. The twe ocught
to be inseparable. What the providence of Ged and
good common sense has joined together et no man
put asunder. Take the AposUe Paul for example,
he dclares he not only taught publicly but from
“houise to house.” And we have na record where
Jesus hitmself preached many long sermons but we
do have many narratives of His personal visit, con-
versation and labors of love with the afflicted and
sinful. A good pastor visits his members often, has
a word of prayer with them and gives them enrcour-
agement. Time should not be spent in frivolous con-
versation or gossip, but tallz about religious experi-
ences and personal relation with God. Net with the
air of a schoolmaster examining a pupil but with
the spirit of the meek and lowly Nazarene. He
should mever betray any confidence placed in him
or show any partiality between the rich and the poor.
But always be on the alert to lend a helping hand
1o the poor and needy. One has said, "A home-
visiting hot-hearted preacher with the real spirit of
Jesus secking to walk even as He walked will not
have to bemoan empty pews.”

The idcal pastor makes all wha came to his church
fee] welcome., This chamcicrislic may be natural or
acquired, nevertheless, it is an important attribute
to a successful pastor. The following paragraph is
wrilten ol Dr, Bresce:

“During the many years that he was able to devote
himsclf to the pastorale of the First Church, he made
it a practice to come to the church a Attle after

.9 o'clock every Sunday morning, take his post at the

ironl door, and shake hands with cvery man, woman,
ang <hild who enitered the building. He would wel-
come the folks so heartily and show so keen an
inlercst in their welfare that his very greeting was
,a benediction. He shook hands wilh from sco to
1,000 people cvery Sunday morning and although
this invelved a caonsiderable expenditure of energy
on his part, he was able immediately afterward to
go to the platform and bepin the morning service,
This practice was one of the things that so greatly
cndeared him te his people.”

Of course cvery goad pastar tithes but where he
should place his tithe muy be a subject for no little
discussion.  We, as Jaymen, believe he should place
iL into the Lreasury of his church, not to be uced
upon his own salary, but for light, heat, janilor fees
and the many other incidentals of the church. Our
pastor is to-be an example Lo us. He can not expect
his laynien to de something which he himsell docs not
do.

Now in tonclusion let us say the ideal pastor
should have characterislics Liecoming a messenger of
the Most High, should have ability as a manager,
should possess a definite Christian experience, chould
preach (he old rugged (ruth. He should be cvan-
pelistic, should win the young people, should spend
much lime visiling homes, welcome prople to his
church and give inlo his jocal treasury,

we are offering the fallowing explanation, in order to
inform all our people who are interested.

Hundreds of students have come to Pasadena Uni-
versity from all over the country because has
been possible for them to secure ezyploymcnl in t_hc
city and carn cnough to pay then expenses while
in school. Last year we rccistered 600 studenls, :m_d
out of that number more than 200 had to work theic
way, cither wholly or in part. This year our cor-
rospondence indicates @ Jarge increase over last_ year,
and this involves a great problem and responsibility
to take care of the workiny students, We &re anxious
to serve all of our people as far as possitle, and 1o
provide employment for all who will need to work
their way. and we helicve we can do this very
satisfactorily if we have the co-operation oi the
parents and fricnds of the students.

First, permit us to say, that we find that a num-
ber of people, who are well able to give their children
an education and to pay their expenses, are sending
their boys and girls 10 aut schools with the request
and expectation that they wora their way through,
This is laying an unnecessary burden vpon 1}5c student
as weil as upon the school, who must. find them
cmployment.  Not only so, but it often Aeprives
the poor student who is compelled to work bis
way, of the position and work he nceds and must
have, if he s o get through, May we not urge
our peaple and our friends to pay the way- of their
boys and girls when they are able to do <0, and when
a young man or lady feels the call of God to some
form of Christian wark, and gives evidence of such
a call, that our churches, *Sunday sc.hc.;ols, Yaung
Pcople’s Societics and Missionary Socictics take the
matter up and find some way to help such a student
by paying for (he tuition and books, ard possibly
somelhing un their other cxpenses. Some of our
churches are Caing it and it is real missionary work.

A year age we Mad more work than we could pas-
sibly find students 3o supply, both for boys and gn_ls,
but conditions have tiisnged and work is not quite
so plentiful, and with an increase in enrollment we
want to be able to meet every need, We have no {ear
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but that we can furnish plenly of work for the
malure responsible young ladies who are able to cook
a good plain mea) and who undersland housekeeping
and are able and willing to work. The demand for
our young ladies is very greal, and we fecl sure that
we can [ind positions for all who meet the above
requirernents.  The people wsually pay a girl from
$I0 to $30 per month and her boacd and room for
helping mornings and cvenings and Saturdays while
going to Yhool,

In arder to meet the demand for work, we have
organized an employment bureau with a busiress
manager in charge, who will make it his busioess ta
secure positions for the students and save them from
running arcund hunting for work. Students who are
obliped Lo work most of their way through schoal
will be laxed (wenty-five cents each weck for the
services of this bureau. All working sinduents are’
cxpecied te regisler their names with the manager in
charge and keep Lheir ducs paid up al the end of
cach week. With the assistance of this burcau the
management believes that we will be able to supply
the needed work for all the boys and giris who have
1o work their way. All studeats should come pre-
pared to pay for their books and the fiest cemester
Luition in advance,

working apparatus of the Sabbath schoel,

presupposes a detailed knowledge of the de-
partmental equipment used in the various groups of
the Sunday school unit, Although the rcader does
not profess professienal knowledge of this subject,
vt -in anlicipation of its consideration he has en-
deavored to become acquainted with it suffidently
(o warrant an intclligent consideration of the same.

Fhic subject, when applied lo the work of tie-

Chutch of the Nazarene, must be approached and
considered in a different manner from what it was
being presented for consideration before representa-
tives of institations which sanctioned madern warldly
practices; for such equipment as the moving piclure,
the billiard parlor, the dance flaor, the gymmnasium
ant the festive hall, have no place In our plans, and
priy God these may never even be given the con.
sideration of sanction, ict alone adoption., The time
is here when through a multiplicity ol organizations
aprl 2ffiliations, we have hccome involved with other
denominations  in conventions and  conclaves,
when we should come out “four square” in our op-
positior to the aforesaid cquipment and forever let
the world know that we declare unreserved and bitler
hostilily Lo these works of the Devil. So we will
endravor to treal Lhis subject with just one cnd in
view, 10 refer to the needs of the Sunday school
cquipment for the Church of the Nazarene.

The [irst equipment of Lhe Sabbath schoo! which
is distinctly lacking in the Church of the Nazaren:
is the nursery. The size and working ¢fiiciency
ai this group depends of course upon the size and
facilities of the church building. The writer became
a rezular attendant at a Methadist Sabbath <chool
when he was a vear and (en months old. and at-
tributes his interest in Sunday school affairs to his
cardy start. The nursery should have cquipment
which would interest children of from one to three
years of_age. Picture books, toys and sand pile
for the elder, canvas swings and bassinets for the
babies, ele. This makes possible the forming, en-
larzing and cstablishing of enc of the most important
chaszes in the Sabbath school, ¢. g., the Mothers'
Clazs, IL will be a crime il lhe Nazarene Sunday
school does not caler to this roval motherhoad,
Every pastor and Sunday schonl  superintendent
should sce o it tbat there is a Mother's class in his
Sunday schoo! and that there is a place for these
moihers to leave their children so they can have
at least one hour of rest and spiritual refreshing.

The age above this, embracing the group krown
s betinners, suggests a department where Uie equip-
ment is not so difficult 10 obtain, At this age, {ror:

And in his day of specialization and in-
tensive training, we as a church must nat be behind
or lax in adopting legitimate mcthods and in using
and training efficient teachers.

Equipment which is preatly needed, is that fur-
nished to the dass Hy ormmization.  When once
the class leaves the primary department for e
main school and begins Lo associale with the juniors,
intermediates and geniors it is lime for oreanization
Of coursc nothing eclaborate but just sufficient
machinery to give the boys and pitls a job. Inaclivity
leaves the impression on (he mind of the Loy or pirl
that they ate useless. Tt Is Letter to make them feek
by come inconscquentinl position, that they are in-
dizpensable.  Especially Is the equipment of organ.
ization necessary for the young people’s classes,

We might say prior to conclusion that the cquip-
whent of fiteratuze can all teadily be obtained it our
own Pubtishing House and T hope na Sabbath zchool
iz muilty of using other than our own church leaflets
for peneral distribution.  Also the endeavor to in-
spire piving and attendance such as banners, tabula-
tions, rewards, ctc., which is 2 praclice in almost all
of our Sabbath schools, emphasizes desirable cquip-
ment,

Finally the most nceded cquipment in a"l of our
Sabbath schools, great or small, is that equipment
furnished by the Holy Ghost. We can not lay too
much stress on religious tesching which emphasizes
the saving power of Christ Jesus and the purging
power of the Holy Spirit. Why is it that a Jew 1 a
Jew in spite of all you can do? It is because he re-
coives 332 hours of religicus instruction per year.
Why is it we say once a Roman Cathelic always a
Roman Catholic? Because the Catholic boy or girl
receives 226 hours of religious teaching per year
Why is it Protestantism and our own church con-
fronts the problem of ¢ sacillaling youth? T i3
because he receives twenty-iour hause instruction per
year  We should be ashamed if we do not give ovr
children at least the cquipment of Nazarene instru
tion and above all cndeavor through the leadings of
Cod to give Lhem the equipment of grace. No teacher
should be allowed to teach in our Sabbath schools
without the cquipment of sanctification. Then the
eacher’s passion would tend to win the student, the
student would then get the stranger and ihe young

THE SUNDAY SCHOOL CLASS
By J. Wareex SLoTE
THE class in the Sunday school is Lhe unit on the
basis of which the schoal must operate to do
suceessful work, As the class builds, so builds
the =chool, and also as the class prospers, ¢ pros-
pors the school.

The question of enlarging the class has often been
discussed, and it is superfluous to say that each
class ought to cnlarge ils membership i the school
is to grow, but except in the primary and adult de-
partments, it must be remembered that no tcacher
can do his most efficient work with a class of more
than seven members. 1f a class grows and exceeds
that number, a new class ought o be [ormed with
a view to building another group of seven. Some
may question the wisdom of so apparently smalt
a class, but any experienced teacher will know that
Lo retain the attenlion of seven bLoys and girls con-
tinucusly and 1o teach each lesson as it should be
laught, so thal the pupils will remember #ts historical
setliog and somc spiritual {ruths, is a task Jarge
cnouph for any one person. If there is any question
as to the size of the ideal clags of young persons,
(ive, in the writer’s opinion, might be a better num-
Ler than seven. Of course the primary class, where
the work consists principally of exercises and story-
telling, is another proposition, as is the adull class,
with which we hepe (o deal separately.

Class organization is a splendid thing, for young
people like societies, 0 it iz 2 pood idea to organize
by having a elass president. a class seeretary and any
other officers that may be needed. It is aleo a
goot idva for the class. as o class, to visiL places
of interesl, bave social gatherings and function as
a unit in other irections aside from studying the
lesson on Sunday; and the wise teacher will pre-
vide for ard chaperon (he students in these matters.
These things nat anly retain the interest of the
pupils bul create 2 bond between them, stimulate
action to get new pupils and form (he basis of an
alttaction to new persohs Lo unite with the class,

Ta illusitale: A successiul teacher T Know fre-
quently bas a class night for his boys, sometimes at
liis own home, where games are ptayed and other
social pleasures are enjoywd; often in the summer
time the class goes cn a2 hike and sametlimes the
class is (aken (o visit a place oi interest which pro-
vides an cducational outinz. This cliss dues gond
work and the pupils are growing into manhood
under spiritual teacting and counsel, practically all
of them haviog been converled and united with
the churcl.

In class study the method of work must depend
ln some extent upon what style the leacher can
use cffectively, but as a rule, the best results can
be obtzined by haviny the pupils express themselve.
regacding the subject matter of the lesson,  Where
the fovndation can e Jaid by the teacher so that tae
pupils will comprehend and express themselves con-
cerning spiritual truth, it is always the more de-
sitable, for ong is always more apl (o relain what
is expressed than what is merely absorled.

How lorg 2 leacher should retain a cass depends
upon his or her ability to hold lic pupil's intcrest.
Some teachers can carry a class through four or
five years and cven lonzer; others are through in a
vear. It depenls upon the teacher ard perlizps
somewhat upon the ¢lass, but as with the preacher
and the church, so with the teacher and the class—
2 change is desivable and wise when the ability 1o
lead the group forwazd victoriously is no longer
present,

The graded leison syrtem is (or ali parposes por-
haps nearcst to the ideal system we have seen. In
this system Lhe pupils can be gracded, and the spir-
itual truths ¢an Le taught at a time when“the pupil
15 hest able to compreliend them. This enables the
teacher 1o teach systemslically, instead of promiscu-
ously, as musl nccessarily be the case with the uni-
form lisson system, and leaching systemmatically is
half the battle in guiding a Sunday school class of
growing lads or girls successiully—it makes the te-
lated subjects casy for the pupils to remember, and
gives the teacher the basis for a working program.

It is to be sincerely hoped that in the not far
distant future a pracded systemi of Sundav school les.
sons can be arranged by our church, which will un-
doubtedly benefit alt concerned. We sball in the

critical as we could possibly expect, In fact there have been
times when we have wondered what the outcome would be. But
through it all we realized that God, who has so clearly led us along
the way, was still on the throne and would not desert His little
ones even though they were face to face with difficulties that
would challenge the faith of the strongest,

The present year is probably a year that has not had its equal
in 2 Jong time. There have been conditions both in the political
and financial world that have seriously affected every one, and
especially the wape carner, There has probably not been a time
for years when it has required so much faith and confidence to
undertake new projects as the present year. When our board hekl
its annual meeting in February these matters were very carefully
and prayerfully considered, and finally the decision was reached
that we should not refrench, but with mighty faith we should at-
tempt new things in His name, Tt was therefore decided to send
out new missionaries and make possible the erection of some new
buildings and other improvements that were very much needed.

Seven months of the year have passed, and though we hesi-
tate to make any alarming statements, yet we have always worked
on the basis that we should et our people know the facts in the
case. We have learned from experience that our people and our
friends will not hesitate at any sacrifice that they may be called
upon to make if they know the cause is worthy and the appeal
urgent, and therefore we repeat again thal we do not hesitate to
say we are face to face with a critical situation, and it is a time
of all times when we must urge our people to really take time to
pray and get under this tremendous burden with us,

We now have over ONE HUNDRED missionaries in active
service. We have twenty-one who will sail within the next few
months, and we have other very urgent needs that must be sup-
plied. It required thousands of dollars to provide just a little re--
lief for the famine stricken people in China, then there were other
urgent calls from other fields which have, to some extent at least,
affected our General Fund. We have but five months left, and
