T WAS Lincoln who said : ~Our government 1=t~ i publie

opinien.  Wheever can change public opinicn ean change

the government. practically just so mueh.™

Public opinien is practically all-powerful in human atfairs
It is this which accomplishes the enactment of laws. and this
wenres the enforcement of laws, It is the power of publi-
~entiment which effectuates reforms,  These reforms are but
the vesult of the great demand made by this wonderful foree,
W agree with the argument that it i= not government that
aceomplishes great politieal improvements.  Not legislatures
or legistators are to be credited with such veforms, but a
Lealthy public sentiment to which legislatcr~ feel bound to
respond. either willingly or unwillingly.  The repeal of the
Corn Laws of England is an illustration of thix fact.  Not
the wisdom of Parlinment. or the Anti-Corn Law League, or

the Government, was deserving of the credit of this famous

act of repeal. Tt was an aroused public opinion which demand-
ed the repeal in thunder tones. which rendered the repeal
vertain and inevitable as the revolution of the earth. These
ather agencies helped toward the consummation, but wers ne
ANy sense calses. ‘

The destruction of the Lousiana Lottery was the re-nht
of an aroused, indignant publie sentiment.  Not the Methodi-t
Chureh. or any ene individnal or class of protestants against
the shameless iniquity. did the work. but the great power of un
aroused sentiment of an ontraged public. which demanded al
accomplished the destruetion of this infamoens Octopus. The
<tme may Tie said of the abolition of slavery. The -ame vy
he =aid of any great reform which ha< been acceemplished in
American or any other history.

Thus far we can agree with the usual doctrine of writers
on this subject. We distinet]ly dissent. however, from the view
that public apinion is but another name for public knowledge,
ar for the general diffusion of knowledge. Tt i~ something
widely different from this. Mere knowledge conld never ae-
complish these results. powerful as may be the aid rendered
them by this influence, We choose rather to <ax that pnblie
wpinion i~ the dominant opinicn ¢r knowledge plis conscience,
\nd conscience is Cied o actien in humanity s heart. The di--
~emiation of intelligence abont the enormities of the Touisiana
Lottery would have heen powerless to throtile it without an
aroused conseience o1 moral sense back of this intelligence. and
there could have been no conscience back of it but for God back
of or in that censcience, uttering His decrees of indignation
mul appesition. Publie sentiment in these great reforms fo
Inman betterment i~ but the voice of God deciceing His pro-
tests and His doom of evils against human liberty. or hunen
weal, ar human pregress. In this cense it is true that = as
popli. ror Dei”—the veiee of the people is the voice of God.

It is utter folly for a cold-blooded. athetstical phitlesophy
to elaim for mere knowledge intrinsie and inherent power of
moral aee nmphs]nnent Intellect has no such prerogative or
power. It is icy-cold and hopelessly barren. spiritually. in the
regions of mere thought, however elevated in a literary way.
The Chinese are a highly cultured people. but they are not a
highly religious and spiritual and moral people. in their native
state. Knowledge is power, we grant, but it is either bad or
good power. It needs and must have a superior controlling
power. and be directed into channels of benevolence. It is not

of itself essentially benevolent, or humane. ¢ uplifting along
spiritual lines. Steam i= power. but put at it= highest gange in
the boiler of o mighty "Mogul engine. and with a long teain
of filled passenger coaches attached. and with the throttle
pulled out. with no engineer aboard. what would be the result
Destruction of human life. and harvewing suffering., indeserib.
able. would be the outeome.  Such i~ a most fitting illustration
of the result of mere knowledge trusted o for momal advanee
of mankind. without the aid and divecticn and controlling
power of an overruling Fngincer to dires this mighiy ageney
in lwnign channels for huoman betterment and aplifi.

It is just here that we luvve aur chief contention with so muely
of the boasted education and educationa] advantages of this
age.  Iven chureh control boot= nothing. unless that chireh
control be distinetively Cheistian in it character. 7F must
have God ip 7t. We insist. and vield no compromise on the
contenticne that Godless edueatio n s mere a curse than a bless-
ing. We simply edueate and train more accomplished world-
lings and ~conndrels and ertminals by <uch culture. We only
inerease their power for evill by eultnving sinners< with an edu-
cation Godless in it~ character. and in the personnel of its
teachers. Tt is high treason to the yaoth of a chareh for the
church to own and operate. or to endorse and foster, institu-
tions of learning distinetively Gaodless in character. and es-
pecially when they carry their Godlessniess to the point of dis-
crediting God's Revelation of His will 1o mmn—-the 1oly Bible.
It is against sueh a suicidal and pagan trend in modern chureh
life that there has grown up sueh o healthy protest, which is
expressing itself among other ways in a growing line of in-
~titutions of learning ealled holiness colleges and niversities,
Let sueh institutions be fostered amd patronized and endowed
properiv. that they may do the great work which awaits them.
No greater opportunity for the philinthrapy of Gads people
offers itself today.

What hely and
blessed] assoeiates for the young are here
found—~Giod and Christ and the Tloly
Sabbath. the Word of God. goad books.
the best and the saintliest of all the ages—
these form the worthy associates our chil-
dren will find at church. An exchange
savs of attendance npon the services of
the sanctuary:

(‘onstant attendance upon the services of
the sanctuary binds hearts of men to the best
things as with chains of geold. We do not want
fetters to bind us to evil things.

How To Have & Revivaln

Revivals con be ad, bt thore s price
we must pay. The trouble i~ too many
want revivals withaot paying God's priee
for them.  They do not come as the re-
<ult of human ~<chemes or organization
or planning. They can net e worked np.
They must come in God's wav. and this
is by the route of prayver and persistent
faith,  We must pray. and get the people
to praving and trosting, befere we can
hope for a genuine revival of power which
will hring people nnder conviction and to
repentanee and salvation.  The old time
revivals which stirred multitndes, and
swept them into the kingdom. were
praved down. and Gaod eame in power,
There most be the leng waiting in the
upper room, and the intense praving he
fore the power comes. Rev. Andrew Gil-
lies. in Michignn ¢ heistian Advocate 1ells
interestinely of cne such revival:

Some time ago | sat and talked with a dis-
triet superintendent in the west. He was de-

ploring the inertia of the church today. and
trying to find the cause. At last he said:

“I wish I had the same faith and fearless
persistence that my preacher father had. He
feared neither man nor devil, official board nor
mob. On one of his charges the work lan-
guished, and the church was spiritually dead.
So he called his official board together, and
said, ‘WVhat shall we do?

“*Oh,’ they said, ‘there is nothlng to do.
Things are as they are.'

# ‘I want a series of meetings,’ he said.

“They said, ‘We are behind in the finances
this year., We can’t afford what they would
cost.’ -

*“*All right,’ he said. ‘If I can't have a se-
ries of services with you, then I'll have a se-
ries of services without you.’

“And he did. On Sunday morning he an-
nounced from the pulpit, ‘Special services will
be held in this church every evening this week
except Saturday.’

“Monday evening he and the janitor were the
only ones present. When he asked the janitor
to lead in prayer the man fled, and he was left
alone. And alone he met every night that
week. He built the fire and lighted the lights.
Then he read the Scriptures, sang a hymn,
prayed, and went home.

“The next Sunday morning he announced
from the pulpit, ‘Special services will be con-
tinued in this church five evenings this week.’
And they were. On Monday evening a group
of young men heard him holding forth,

“'Come on,’ said one, ‘let’'s go in. There's
an old fool in here who is holding meetings
with himself. I.et’s go in and see how he does
it.” They went in. He preached the gospel
One of these young wmen arose and came to
God. The next night there were twenty there,
including some of the official board. The next
night the church was filled. and for six con-
secutive weeks that old man preached Christ,
and a hundred and fifty came to God.”

We do not realize the marvel
of His goodness because wr can not be sur-
prised that He should do anything great in our
behalf. When we are ready to take lowly
views of ourselves, we ghall be able to take
greater views of God's goodness. [t seemed to
David a great thing that God should claim
him and his house to rule over Israel. That
was because he realized his own unworthiness
and set in sharp contrast with it the favor of
God. Years ago we usred to read more fre-
quently than now the story of “The Shepherd
of Salisbury Plain.” Older readers will re-
member that in it the little daughter asked her
father to let her say grace because she was 80

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thankful. *“Some people,” she said, “have only
potatoes for their dinner, with no salt, but see,
our salt dish is quite full.™ 1t takes a large
amount of grace to be thankful for a small
meal of potatoes and sait. Some of us find
it difficult to be thankful for far more sumpty-
ous meals. Is that not because we are so self-
assured, so self-important, that we feel finer
things to be only natural? Someone suggests
that the necessity for better provision to stir
our gratitude is because we realize more fully
the greatness of our God. We fear it is not
so. It is our own greatness that grows upon
us. God does not go beyond our faith because
our faith is rather in ourselves than in Him.
A godly man who had passed through reverses
came to his pastor with his face aglow, to de-
clare that he would never doubt God again;
he had received such marvelous manifestation
of the Fafher’'s goodness in that he had secured
a position and would now be able to care for
his family. The position was such a humble
one that many would not have accepted it, and
the pastor’s heart fairly ached at the fine-
fibered old man taking it. His own thought of
himself was, however, so humble that he could
rejoice in it as an evidence of God's great love
and kindliness, God had gone beyond his
faith, and had done for him beyond what he
asked or thought.

THE CHRISTIAN'S HERITAGE

The richest heritage is that of the
Christian, in this life, even. Too many
defer the Christian’s recompense alto-
gether to the coming life for realization.
forgetful that in this life he has, of all
men. the richest heritage and the most
solid comfort, and the most unfailing sup-
port and protection. Men talk of insur-
ance against this and that. This is all
right. It is well to feel insured against
many things of an earthly kind. but there
are many things against which life insur-
ance or fire.gr accident insurance com-
panies can not protect you. There is
nothing that can come to you. however.
into which God can not come and bring
out of it in some way a blessing to you.
The Christian religion is the best insur-
ance.  Spurgeon  strikingly states this
areat truth in the following sentence:

Thou hast not gone this way before. But
there is love about thee still. Go where thou
mayest, there is the air, go where thou mayest.
there is thy Father's love. Thou art going
home, perhaps, to bed, not to rise from it for
some months, Thou hast no apprehension just
now of what lles before thee. It is as we!l
thou shalt not know. Trouble not thyself about
the morrow. If thow art to be sick, if thou art
to dle, thy Father's love will be still with ther.
Therefore go on; fear not; He can not, will not
turn away from thee. An omnipresent God
means omnipresent love, and omnipotence will
go with omnipresence.

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HOLINESS AND SECTARIANISM

A good brether in wriling to us en-
closed an editorial from the hiistian
Witness with the above eaption. e won-
dered if it were an attack on the Pente-
costal Chureh of the Nazarvene. I ~o it
is surely aimed poorly. for it sheots in
another direction.

There are several statements in il
which are interesting as coming from a
Methaodist. Tt starts thus: ~One of the
worst things whiech can happen to the
holiness canse is when it becomnes sectari-
an.” If that is true. then we believe the
holiness cause has passed its worst stage
and is getting better. IFor many vears the
majority of the holiness people were sec-
tarian in so much that they could harvdly
believe anything to be worthy of notice
which did not originate in the Methodist
Church.  While the holiness Associations
of that time were styled “interdenomina-
tiema L™ they were controlled by the Meth-
odist members and it was generally sup-
posed that it was useless to look for any
holiness work anywhere else. They were
generally interdenominational among the
Methadists.

[f a Presbyterinn or a Baptist testified
to the experience it wa~ thought <ome-
thing wonderful.

We may have--heen deceived. but we
thought a better day was dawning. when
the holiness work was ~preading into vari-
ous denominations. and since the Chicago
Convention. with its plans for a greater
convention in 1914, we have heen looking
for a real holiness movement that would
embrace many denominations and soet-
eties.

Perhaps we are mistaken, for if this
brother did not see some strong evidences
of the old-time sectarianism in the holi-
ness movement. then why this sad wail?
He scems to have actunlly made the dis-
covery that “no one chureh or sect has
any monopoly of it.” This begins to look
as though there really ix hope and that a
holiness association can be interdenomina-
tional. If the Methodist Church has no
manopoly an holiness then jt must be ad-
mitted that there ix a chance for the Bap-
tist=. Presbhyterians. Congregationalists,
and possibly for even the Pentecostal Naz-
Take courage, brethren, a better
day is surely dawning and after all we
may look for some holiness work outside
of « ne chureh.

Another paragraph in this eidtorinl
which is to us amazing. reads as follows:
“This miserable business of laving hold
of and stretching ount after the holiness
people and endeavoring to tag them with
some particular church label is small and
dishonorable.”

What can the brother mean?  Tle plain-
Iy saxs that it is dizhenorable to endeavor
to tag haliness people with some partic-
ular church label. There can be no mis-
taking the figure he uses. Tf a holiness
person is tagged “Methodist.” we all know
that he Ielongs to the Methodist Chureh,
and if ~“Presbyvterian.” he belongs to that
chureh. and so on throngh the whole list,
But this man says it is dishonorable to
thus tag him. Tf it is dishonorable to put
the label on him. then it surely must be
dishonorable for him to belong to tie
crowd that awns the label. In plain Eng-
Tlish. it is dishonorable to try to get holi-
aness people into any particular ciwareh,
That is the strongest plea for simon-pure
come-ont-ism we have ever read.

There seem to be a great many holiness
people who live up to that doctrine in
practice. but they have nt the courage to
actually teach or profess it "1ke this broth-
er. To all intents and purposes they be-
long to no particular church, at least thex
are rarely ever found in the sume chureh
two Sundays in suecession. They go about
to this place and that enjeving a kind of a
avpsy life rveligiously. They take no re-
sponsibidity for the work and ministry of
any  particular  church.  they simply
“tramp.”  Oh. if yvon corner them., they
will admit that they have their names on
~otne church book, but as far as keeping
their vows to attend its services and sup-
port its institutions. not so. Don’t yon
understand ! thev are holiness follks. and
hence are relieved of the inconvenience of
keeping their vows and of the burden-
some work of maintaining regular church
services? No. they are not come-outers
in name, but merely such in fact. Much
might he written on this phase of the sub.
ject. but we must notice another point in
the editorial.

It is possible that the writer meant to
say something other than what he really
Ie may have meant to put the
emphasis on the word particular. Tt may
be all right to tag holiness people with -,
chureh label if it is not a particular
church. In that case the charge of being
dizhonorable  would not apply. for
onlv a few churches are at all par-
tirular these days. Particular means “n
single or separate one. distinet from oth-
ers.” The average run of churches nown-
days seem to take little note of what their
people believe or what their preachers
teach. They ean believe or teach most any-
thing except holiness and be real good
folks. But my! these particular ones
that demand an experience of salvation
for their members, and insist on every
member believing in and seeking the ex-
perience of entire sanctification! Some
of them will actually refuse to license or
ordain a preacher unless he professes to
have the experience and promises to
preach the doctrine of entire sanectificn-

tion. Such a church really is particular.
Can they be the people of whom it is said
that it is dishonorable for them to put
their label on holiness folks?

We will close with this one observation,
It would seem to us.to be an honorable
thing to put a label on a man that would
exactly correspond with the nature of the
mitn. To us the dishonorable thing wonld
be to insist an the man wearing a label
that misrepresents his real self. For in-
stance if the label should read: ~World-
liness.” “Denying the divinity of Christ.”

his individual life and stands up for God.
Tie lives for God just the same when in
the presence of sinful men as in his secret
chamber. Daniel prayed with his window
open toward Jerusalem just the same
when he knew he would be given to the
Lions “as he did aforetime.”

5. He is a man of prayer. a student of
the Word. a lover of souls. Great ban-
quets, popular assemblies. up-to-date
books and often great human movements
of attempted philanthrvopy or reform do
not gppeal to him. but he is aways to be
depended upon to help in any deeply
spiritual undertaking where prayer is
paramount. God’s Word is honored and
~ouls are being saved.

Jesns spent whole nights inepraver. he
defeated Satan by quoting the Bible and
linved souls encugh to die for them.

6. He is a man of infinite patience. Ie
auoves slowly, waits to know “the mind
of the Spirit” before he acts. does not ask
why or what will be the results, but obeys
God and leaves the rest with Tlim,

7. He is a man of tender heart toward
all that ave suffering and in need.  1le is
forgiving, merciful. and compassicnate
toward those who are unfortunate, weak.

hand. he ean harden his heart. set his
face, stiffen his backbone. clineh his fist,
and unmercifully fight sin. condemn the
iy pocrite, and call down God’s wrath up-
an the rebellious.

Elijah prayved and wept over the death
of the widow's son at one time. but soon
after was seen slayving the prophets of
Baal without mercy. The same Jesus whao
wept at the grave of Lazarus drove the
money chafigers out of the temple with a
whip of small cords and called the Phar-
isees a generation of vipers.

A writer in the Scientific American de-
scribes the Babylonian excavations, which
German archeologists are conducting, Of all
the interesting discoveries that have been
made, Nebuchadnezzar's palace may be con-
sidered the most important.

Little except the foundations of the palac:
remain, and they are of square burned
bricks, each of which bears on its lower
face the name and titie of the great king
The several hundred chambere of the “al-
ace are small; some of them are¢ scarcely
larger than a modern bed. One chamber,
much larger than the rest. had ut one side
a low platform of bricks. That is supposed
to have been the throne-room. upon the
platform the throne of the king probably
stood.

There was a sacred street In Babylon that
led from the palace to the temple. Along
it the images of the gods were carried In
procession in time of festival. The palace
gateway that led to the street, known as
the Ishtar gate, is most imposing, and gives
the spectator a good idea of how Babylon
must have looked in its glory. Whatever its
original height may have been, it stil]l stands
forty feet above the street.

Its six square towers of burned bricks
measure twelve feet each way, and on all
their sides., one above another, there are
beautiful bas-relief of bulls, lions, dragons,
and animals of fantastic shapes. The relicfs
are of brick, glazed blue and yecllow and
white, and the coloring is as fresh as it
ever was. BEach brick of the reliefl was
glazed separately, and so naccurately that
when it was placed in the wall it formed
part of the perfect picture.

Within the city of Assur were discoveread
the earliest Assyrian palaces and temples,
the home of the mayor, an intricate system
of water-works and drainage, a business
street lined with shops and paved with
blocks of marble, the thickly crowded resi-
dential section of the poorer people, the
great vaulted tombs of the nobles, with
massive doors of stone, which still swing
on their stone pivots, innumerable weapons,
and ornaments of gold and stone.

Tie Cinvren a1 Sannis

Some very interesting discoveries have
been made by the archeological expeditions
in Sardis, Asla Minor, that P’rofessor How-
ird Butler, of the depariment of archeology
at Princeton University directs. One of the
most surprising discoveries was made dur-
ing 1the excavation of the east end of the
temple of Artemis, when a small and ver)
early Christian church was unearthed. It
sesmes to have been built when part of the
temple was already buried.

The little structure, which is entircly of
brick. is well preserved; it has lost little
except its roof. The half dome of its apse
is Intact, and protects the primitive altar.
The pavement is of marble, and in good
order. The altar consists of a crudely cut
block of sandstone set upon a short section
of a column. The church was probably built
some time in the reign of (Constantine 11
or Theodosius [, for bronze coins that bore
the heads and dates of these rulers were
found on the church floor.

In a splendid sarcophagus of marble, I’ro-
fessor Butler's party found the remains of a
Lydian bride. She had been buried in a
gorgeous bridal gown. It was only for a
brief moment, however, that the perishable
relic of past splendor remained visible;
then it crumbled into dust.

Numerous heavy ornaments of gold lay in
the bottom of the casket, The skull and
some of the vertebrae were suftficiently pre-
served to permit of their being lifted for a
moment from their last repose. The phy-
siclan who accompanied the expedition
qulckly examined them. and saw that he
held in his hand the head of &« woman not
over seventeen years of age.

Her beautiful rings, with gems exquis-
itely carved, lay in the casket where her
hand had rested, and a beautiful hand-mir-
ror of bronze, cncircled with jewels, had
been placed beslde her.—Selected.

China. About 1: 30 this morning some of
the missionaries went around to the
state rooms of our party and sang softly
several hymns; the one we heard dis-
tinctly was, “The tolle of the road will
seem nothing when we get to the end of
the way.” It never seemed more sweet
than at the midnight hour, and the senti-
ment never carricd more meaning and
comfort.

The officers of our vessel received or-
ders from the company in Yokahama to
proceed slowly on account of heavy wea-
ther. We were to have entered the port
at two a. m., whereas we are not expected
to arrive before tem a. m.,, and land at
twelve noon. About eight p. m. the wind
has almost ceased and the sea is nearly
calm, and all on board are glad. The
latest official information is that we have
passed the storm belt and expect to reach
Yokahama about seven a. m. tomorrow.
