Christmas

NOTHER Christmas Day has come. It is entitled
Alo be called a glorious day for many reasons. It is a

day of Promise—one of the oldest promises on rec-
ord. This was a promise of the coming of the world's Re-
deemer. Weary centuries had waited for its fulfiliment.
Meanwhile the worldrhad grown more desperately ir need of
the coming of that promised One of whom the prophets had
sung, the tried and tempted had hoped, Finally He came.
The glad announcement to the shepherds on Judea’s hills was
2 thrill of joy, to expectant hearts scattered here and there
under the Roman yoke.

It meant joy to supplant the gloom of despair. It meant
deliverance to succeed the galling yoke of despotism. Not
deliverance from the Roman yoke, a mistake so soon and so
acnerally made. It meant a larger and broader deliverance
from a worse than a Roman yoke, even the despotism of sin
and Satan which had so long ruled humanity unbroken. It
meant also a day of hope, every star had gone out from the
world’s horizon, darkness was cverywhere. Hopeless gloom
and utter despair was humanity’s cup, but lo, one star ap-
peared and shed its radiance over a despairing world. Hope
came to human hearts, despair vanished, victory was offered
to a defeated warld, peace and goodwill were now proffered as
the world’s possession instead of conflict and bitterness. Sure-

It should be observed with gladness and with the deepest
gratitude, None of these e¢lements which properly enter into
its right observance wauld prohibit the largest enjoyment of
the day. The day can be desecrated by dissipation or by irrev-
erence and extreme frivolity.

We make an earnest plea against such desecration and insist
simply upon a seemly and reverent celebration instead.

Why Not Revive It?

in their annual celebration of Christmas which has too

largely gone into disuse. Churches made the habit of
gathering on Christmas Day in their church edifice and enjoy-
ing a service appropriate to the occasion, We think this a
very fine custom indeed and one that should never have gone
into disuse. It would be a great 1hing to revive it. This
would be a distinctively religious way to observe it, which is
a much needed protest against the growing spirit of frivolity
which characterizes the celebration of the day. This habit
would also tend to protect our Chris.ian people, especially the
young people, from the danger threatening them from the
growing habit of irreverence referred to above. We call espe-
cial attention of our pastors and church boards to this matter
and hope they will consider it maturely and iake such action
as may seem wise and best in the premises. There ought to

of feeling the loss, decline, and regrets which often come to
even good people when the day is past. Let us recognize a
responsibility in this blessed day and seek to improve it by a
wise and religious observance, that it may make us richer ancl
decper in character, and better prepared for conflicts and
duties in the coming year,

What an occasion would such public church services on
this day be for heart-searching discourses by the pastor on
self-examination. How he could stir his people through a
process of taking stock of their spiritual business preparatory
to broader and better things for the new year. God would
bless such services and all the people, young and old, would be
made ricker and stronger by them. Are we not ready for a
reform in this respect? Is there not need for it? Shall we
have it? Let our pastors answer, and may God Dbless every
one of them.

The Potency of True Reverence

There is a mighty power in reverence. It is one of the great-
est things in our religion. Reverence for God, for His Holy
Word, and for all His institutions, should always characterize
the true children of God.

Some Tommies hailed him as he wenl by with a guestion Lhat ap-
peared mare irreverent than it really was. “Hello, Sammy! How’s
Jesus this morming?"

The little felow pulled up short and looked at (hem with his bright,
dark, picrcing cyes. Then, holding up the Bible, he aid slowly, “Do
you sahibs mean lo say that you who sent us this holy Book talk of the
Lord Jesus like that? Do the people of your great country send the
gospel 1o us poor heathen and yet insult Lthe Savior?"

The men locked a bit uncasy at his words, but he wentl on. “T will,
however, answer your quecstion, and answer it from the Great Book.
You say, ‘How is Jesus this morning?’ I reply from Hebrews 13:8,
Jesus Christ, is the same yesterday, today, and forever'.”  And making
the mcn a polite little bow, the Hindu pursued his way with dignity.

Thal cvening Sammy's wile was starlled to sce coming up the litle
garden path of theit home, which was near the camp, two British soldizrs,
Her heart nearly stopped with fear, for she swas sure Fer hushand had
scmchow offended the greal British Raj. The men inquired for her hus-
band, and he came to the door, They at once seized him by Lhe hand and
very carnestly they thanked him for his plucky speech of the morning.
“After you had gmone,” they said, “some of us fell ashamed and we had a
talk about it, and my matc and I went off inlo th2 woods, and—well—
there we gave our hearls logether to Lhe Lard Juesus Christ. We've come
to tet] you so, feeling that it is all through what you said.”

The dark eyes twinkled with joy, and between the white men and
their brown brother there man thal current of sympathy which moves
tco deep for racial hindrances and grapples souls tdgether in elernal
friendship.

Commercializing Grief

The modern revival of spiritualism affords the ghastly
spectacle of the exploits of conscienceless tricksters and traders
in human woe. They are only commercializing human grief.
The havoc of the great war afforded them this new oppor-
tunity. The war left thousands of grief-stricken mothers who
lost husbands and sons in the great war. In the agony of
their sorrow these ghoulish monsters approach them with their
high but false claims of putting them in touch with the spirits
of their loved onmes. The sad-hearted, bereaved ones fall an
easy prey to these scoundrels, The London Darly Mail says:

“London is medium-mad.”

“Never has occultism had so many fervent disciples. Fashionable me-
diums are having the times of their lives. Their ‘consulting rooms’ ate
thranged with an eager crowd of inquirers, and they ¢an afford to pick
and choose their ‘clients.

“Most of them specialize. One is an adept at the direct voice. An-
other concentrales on clairvoyance or clairaudiente. A Lhird is a pro-
fessor af psychometry. Others make a’ specialty of direct writing on
paper or on sealed slates.

“Only a chosen few hold out inducements of being able Lo produce
materializations of the spivit form. Ver- few go in for every class of
phenotmena. The consequence is that tie zamest sceker of truth is
passed on from one medium te another according to requirements,

“Mediums have theit own methods of sccuring information. Most of
them have their touts and spics, who busy themselves not only by talk-
ing about the mediums and bringing in business, but also by finding out
private facts in the lives of the possible clients,

“When a complete stranger comes to & medium the result is usuaily

a number of commonplaces. The medium feels about to get a cluc.
‘Come back again next week and I shall be able ta tell you more. The
<ondilions are not quile favorable,’ he says.

“The client leaves the-house and is followed by the mudivm’s spy.
Next time, if it is worth while, ‘the conditions' are more favoruble and
the sitting much more satisfactory. The spy has been busy.

“Some mediums are blackmailers. They use the knawledge they gain
from and about their clients to exlort money frem them. Others are
professional conjurers, mot of the first rank, who find mediumship a
more profilable business than legerdemain.”

A Sound Utterance

The dance craze has again submerged the country and
threatens the corruption of society to its verv center. The
dangers are such as to appeal to every patriat and of course
ta every preacher and every Christian in the republic, There
should be a mighty reform movement, organized and pushed
against this infamy.

1 am opposed to the dance because my church,
whose ordinances and institutions I Jove and revere, has spoken in no
uncertatn tone upon this subject.

There will be no develapment af faith through
a well-instructed mind, or of weorks through a well-trained life, Our
congregations will be neither taught nor led, because teaching and lead-
ership are impossible when the voice in the pulpit moves week by week
from ona.sugsested topic ta another and the preacher is transformed
inle an agent far an organizalion or movemend that may be worthy in
its cnds and of advocacy at praper places and under right conditions.
And all this that T have adverted to is far removed in dignity and, in-
deed, usclulness, from what has been indulged in by pulpit charlatans,
who have cxploited all sorts of homiictical degencracy, about ‘love,
courtship, and marviage,” ‘the value of football,’ ‘the automobile as a
social and religious force in the community,’ ‘thought power—its control
and culture,’ ‘break the news to molher,’ ‘the extraordinary power of
veneer in modemn society'—all subjects recently . announced in city
papers and heralded as being full of resistless attractions”

measure for the degrees some think
exist in Christian experience.

The sublime “Magnificat™ was
taken from the thanksgiving song
of Mary, the mother of Jesus, as is
recorded in Luke 1:46-35: and
the “Benedictus” of Zacharias, re-
corded in the same chapter, has
been sung around the world. The
“Nunc dimittis” of Simeon is taken
from the words, “Lord, now lettest
thy servant depart in peace, ac-
cording to thy word, for mine cyes
have scen thy salvation (Luke
2:29, 30). At the institution of
the Lord’s Supper Christ and His
followers sang a hymn. Christians
through the apostolic age sang
hymns as a means of edification.
(Eph. 5: 19 and Col. 3: 11.) His-
tory records this fact: Early in the
second century Pliny informed
Trajan that the Christians were in
the habit of meeting before daylight
and singing songs to Christ as God.
While Chrysostom was bishop of
Constantinople the Trinitarians
were accustomed to meet in the
squares and_them march in proces-
sion, at midnight, through the cities
singing sacred songs as a means of
combating the Arians.

An eminent writer gives the
Protestant conception of music as
follows: “Only to the exteat that
it serves to attune the proclaiming
of the gospel to its utmast impres-
siveness, and to harmonize the con-
gregalion’s prayers by melodiously
defining and rythmically modulat-
ing the same in accord with the
fundamental principle—that it is
only a MEANS, and not for its
own sake—has music its rightful
place in divine service. It is the
“‘tongue” of art only when it utters
‘words casy lo be undersiood’
(1 Cor. 14 : 9) and is made imme-
diately intelligible by virtue of the
divine word which it aids to expouad
or unto which it contributes a freely
uplifting power. For in divine
service the question is not one of
artistic edification; that is, of that
intellectual  stimulation of life
which contact with the beautiful
evokes, but of edification in the re-
ligious sense, or the strengthening
ephancement of the life of faith, as
this is vouchsafed by the living
realization of the divine means of
salvation in the gospel and imme-
diate contact with the same in
prayer. Accordingly the common-
place and frivolous are excluded
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Perhaps the greatest hymn writer of the Reformation period
was Martin Luther who was doubtless stimulated in this art
by the hymns of the Bohemian martyr, John Huss, which were
sent to him by the Bohemian brethren.

Some of the most soul-
inspiring songs of this period were written by martyrs just
before their execution. A department of hymnady was here
started that has been continued down through the centuries
by a chain of eminent writers.

- Nicolai, Helmbold, and Heermann; also Johanna Rist and Paul

Gerhardt., These were inspired by severe suffering and a pro-

HE birth of Christ was singularly a missionary Advent,
He came “to seek and to save that which was lost.”

The houses are built of white limestone,
cut out of the surrounding cliffs. Vincs
clamber up the low walls of the dwell-
ings; and doves preen themselves in the
sun upon the [lat roofs, Pomegranate
aud orange trees bloom brightly in the
wardens; and olive and fig trees cast a
prateful shade. This was the home of
Jesus, where He spent all but three or
four years of His life epon carth,

It was a c¢alm and quict spot which
Gad chose for the rearing and training
ol the child Jesus, a place where He was
under the influence of the clean, simple
home life of (he village people, and
learned the value of Lhat content which
comes from plain living and - honest in-
dustry.

Southward ran
anather main bighway, the route of travel
and commerce to Egypt; and there was
also the direct, much used thoroughlare
whick led to the Holy Cily.

kings of Isracl and Judah, the Persians
and Maccdontans, the hosts of Seanach-
erib, and the legions of Rome had swayed
and fought across that Tovely tract. The
fate of men and nations had been sel-
tled upon it. " Great pencrals and kings
had dicd vpon ils soil; and it was per-
haps stained with the blood of men of
more different nationalities than any spot
of ground on carth: nor was m history
cnded.

"In the years to come there would be
heard again the clash of spear, and lance
and broadsword, and even the roaring of
artillery. For its green sward was to be
tora again and again by the feet of men
and horses in thoze fierce batlles of the
Crusaders and the Saracens; the Egyp-
lians and the Turks and Ards; the Eng-
lish, and even the French, under the great
leader, Napolcon Bonapatle.

TIE DAILY LIFE OF JESUS

But what was the manner of the or-
dinary, daity lifc of Jesus during those
years in Nazareth? Much like that of
the other children about Him.

There was the peaccful, happy time
when He lay upon His mother’s heart,
just as alt other babies have done; while
she looked down wpan Him with mother
love in her eyes.

And there was the day when He look
His first uncertain steps alonc, haiting, as
children have done through all ages be-
tween parents, who smiic and hold out
encouraging hands.

At the age of five, like other Jewish
Lioys, He began to have regular lessons at
home. These lessons would be taken
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the bands of merchants, or the Jewish pilgrims who journcyed from all
the countries of the world that they might keep some sacred feast in
Jerusalem,

And somelimes they jooked with curiosity upon the chariot of some
courtier, with its handsome horses which disappeared down the road in
a cloud of dust; or hastened Lo catch 2 glimpse of a cavalcade of Caesar's
horsemen in glittering helmets and coals of mail; or a company of
Roman soldiers under marching orders to some fortress or citadel,

Then, there was the hill upon whose slopts Nazarcth was built, rising
some five bundred feet above the little town. The view from Lhe sum-
mit is not very lovely, and widespread, but it brought Jesus somewhat in
touch with the outside world. For He mus many times, have [ollowed
the path which led upward to this spot, and there, half reclining in the
grass, while soft breezes cooled His cheeks, locked with thoughtful de-
light at the panorama which stretched out before Him.

Those scenes were rich in historical interest, and memories of great
cvents jo’ the lives of His people.

from Lhe OId Testament. Copies of the Scripture were indeed rare; but
some portions were found in many devout hemes, even among people
who were not weaithy. And one may be reasonably sure that Joseph
and Mary themselves taught the child Jesus to read from the simpler
parts of the Sacred Writings,

At seven, Jesus would go to the viilage school, which was attached
to the synagogue; and liere again the instruction was taken from the
Scripture.

Therc were colleges in some of the larger cities, where languagcs and
higher branches were taught. Paul was 2 student in such a college at -«
Jerusalem. But Jesus never became a college student. And yet, when
He cntered upon His public life, He was so well equipped for the work
before Him 1bat He was never put to shame by His oppenents, no matter
how Jearned they might have been.

He evidently knew how to write, His knowledge of the Scriptures was
remarkable, even ip those days ol Bible study; and all through His
ministry and in His cacounters with His cnemies, He was able to quate

Qur third convention was held in the First Church
at Chicage, November 23d 1o 28th.

The incarnation of the eclernal Word oc-
curred when He who was with Ged and was
God was made flesh, while the incarnation of
the written Ward occurs when one is born
again by the Word of God.
| Concerning the incarnation of the cternal
Word, John 1:14 gives us a very complete
statement. One has said of this verse, “If we
measure it by words it is very chor(, bul if we
measure it by the natere of s ¢onfent it is
very long® 1L appears in these few words
Lhe aged apostle sums up the inzarnation of
the eternal Word as il was beheld and under-
stood by those who followed Him in the days
of His flesh. The first ¢lause of this verse,
“And the Word was made flesh,” presents Lo
us in the simplest of lanpuage one af the
greatesl mysterics of the Cheistian faith. But
without inquiring into this mystery we ob-
serve that the plain meaning of these words
is that Lhe incarnation was 2 reality. That
our Lord Jesus really took upon Himeelf the
nature and likeness of man, in all things
extept sin.  Like onrselves He was born of
woman, though horn in a miraculous man-
rer; kike oursclves he grew and developed in
wisdom and stature, passing from infancy to
boyhood, and from boyhood to man's estate;
like ourselves he hongered, ate, thirsted,
drank, was wearied, slept, suffered pain, re-
joiced, and was moved to compassion. Hav-
ing become flesh He read the Scriptures,
prayed, was templed, in youth was subje:t
to His parents, in manhood was subject to
human government, and at all times submit-
ted His human will ta the will of God the
Falher. While this union in the man Christ
Jesus ol the Word and Lhe flesh was azcom-
plished by a veiling, and an emptying out
of His clernal prerogatives and glory, it in no
wise wrought any change in the eternal
Word. Rather He transformed the polen-
tialities or possibilities of the flesh into glo-
rious actualitics. The flesh thus became the
means of revealing God.

The incarnation was not an anpearance of
only a shorL time, a ghost or phantom, but
one of many years—"And dwelt among us.”
For thirty-lhree ycars He.abode with and en-
tered into all the familiar relationships of
men.  His hfe was lived surrounded by the
throng and multitude. Weary and desitous

the muiltitude that sought Him out and gath.
cred about Him. His life was lived in Lhe
preence of others; He tabernacled ameng
men, The concluding part of the verse reads,

truth.””  His humiliation could not hide His
glory. Furthcrmore, Lhis plory was such as

We have no ong verse which deseribes the
parallel incarnation that we have indicated, |
the incarnation of Lhe written Word, but the
(ruth is presented again and again in the
Word of God. The written Word beiomes
incarnate when one is “bora again by the
word of God” t Peter 1:23. It is theneeforth
{e such a one not only the inspired \Wowrl or |
Bitle but a part of their very bLeing. It i3 |
put in their minds, bidden in their memorizs
and inscribed on their hearts.  Into cvery
aclivity af life it ealers with us, but by none
of these experiences is it changed. It takes
the hunger and the desires of the flesh and
transforms them into glorious realities. So
active docs it become that it makes us nothing
less than epistls of Christ, written by Lhe
Spirit of God known and read of all men.
Thus in us the written Word becomes flesh and
through us makes known its zlorious troths,
its wondrous beauties, ils incorruptible nature,
amd ils (mansforming power. Apain, like as
the cternal Weord when made flesh  dwelt
AmMong men, so the written Word when made
flesh dwells among men. Talmage once
said that a Bible under your arm with a
leather binding is good, but the Bible in-
scribed on your heart, bound with the flesh
of your hman nature, was infinilely better.
i we will fill our minds and hearts with it,
order our lives and conversations by it, we
will ever be a blessing and help te those we
dwell with. The cifects of the written Word
made flesh are very similar 1o those of Lhe
clermal Word made flesh. The glory can not
be concealed.  Posseesing the graces of the
divine nature and bearing the fruit of the !
Spirit we will reveal that we, too, arc the sons
ard daughlers of the Father.

THE LINOTYPE

HE pages of this paper are put into type by

a linatype machine, which is really far more

marvelous than (he pyramids of Egypt, or
any of the other wonders ol the world.

It is a machine which is opgrated by a keyboard,
like a typewriter, and with almost human intelligence
places in a line the matrices from which the type is
to be cast, spaces them properly 5o as te fill cut the
line to the right lenpth, casts the type in a solid tine
or slug, znd then puts cach matrix back where it
came from ready to be sct up in another line.

The fact that the machine makes solid lines of
type gave it its name, “linotype.” Another form of
machine, called thc monotype, casts the separate
types and then assembles them into lines.  This kind
of machine works more slowly than the linotype.
and ¢o it is not oflen used for the rapid work of
newspapers, but is used for book-makinz. On the
other hand, the linotype slugs are handled far more
casily than lincs of separate types. The great ad.
vanlages of bath machines are that constantly {resh
faces of type arc furnished, clear-cut and beautiful,
and that the work can be done so much mere rapidiy
than composing by hand. [

A machire for selling up ordinary foundry type
was patented in Engiand in 1822 by Dr, Willlam
Church. The Family Herald was set up on such a
machine in, 1842, and the London Times adopled a
typesetting machine in 1869,

In 1860 Fell in the United Slates patented a device
which perforated a strip of paper in different ways
for each letter. This strip was thea fed into a type-
casting machine which also arranged the letters in
liner  This was the beszinning of the Lanston rreono.
Lype maching.

The linotype was devcloped and made practicl
by Qitmar Mergenthaler, of Daltimore. The solid
bar of type, however, was invented by T. W. Smith,
of the Caslon Type Foundry; and the wedze-space
which, when driven up between the matrices that are
to jorm the words, scparates them the proper distancs
was invented by Jacob W. Schuckers, of Washington,

Very briefly, this is the wav the linolype works
As the operalor presses Lhe letters on the keyboard.
the birass mulrices which are in i mucazine above are
released.  On the side of cach matrix the Jetter it &3
to make is cut in intaglio. The matrices {all dewn
to the left in proper order, and as & word is formed
the operator presses a special key, whercopon a
\ycdgc-shupnd spacer falls down alongside the mat-

rices.

When enough matrices and seacers for a line bave
accumulated, the operator pulls a lever which sets
inle motion a3 series of cams, which in turn starl a
scrics of arms, wheels, and shaifts, which do the ful-
lowing amazing things:

First, the line of matrices and spacers is earsivi
further to the left, and 2 bar comes up from below
strking the spacers (which project below the mal-
rices), and driving up those wedge-shaped strips Gl
they 1ill out the line compactly.

ben the line thus {ormed is pressed against a sl
in a steel plaie, cach letter of a matrix being dirccthy
opposite the slit. At just that instant a plunger de-
scends in a pol of malten 1ype melal which 35 on
the other side af the sieel plate. and a quantity of
liquid metal is squirted through the slit upon the
matrices, making 2 cast of cach letter. This is the
line-¢'-type. It is passed along to the right, the roush
bils of melal being shaved from base and side by <ta-
tionary knives as it passes, and is ejected upon a lon:
tray in view of the operator.

In the meantime—all this {5 autematic -a leax
arm cames down, receives the brass matricez. which
are slid vpon il and lilts them-up to the top of the
machine, thus leaviog 1he spacers behind. Thest
spacers aie drawn back into their own magazinc
from which they came, ready to be used again. .

The long arm carries the matrices opposile a hori-
zonlal steel bar which is ecut in a very intrieate
fashien, the culs being different at each space cors
responding to the width of a matric, An endless
screw carzies the matrices alorg to the left (as one
faces the machine from behind), and as each matrix
is brought to the part of the graoved bar, where (he
grapves correspond to the notches jn the matrx, it
drops into the channel fram which it started.

All of thesc opcratians—the setting up of the line
of matrices and sparers, the casting of the type, and
the distributing of the matrices—are going on at ance.

Alter the type slugs have been used to print {ront
they arc remelted and the entire process is repeated.
