But when we sit by the
bedside of another who has been no less faithful to
God and see his seamed and drawn face and hear him
tell of the sorrows and disappointments and afflictions
which have befallen him; how his fortune never came,
or coming vanished away, how his health failed and
how he has been neglected by even those from whom
he had reason to expect sympathy and succor, we are
at a loss for an explanation.

When in the very depths of temporal and mental
plight, the patriarch Job argued tbat affliction is arbi-
trary and in no sense connected with righteousness or
wickedness. His three friends argued that affliction is
the penalty for wickedness and that the sufferer is in
every case a sinner. Elihu, the young bystander, pro-

posed that affliction has a disciplinary value and that

in addition to being a punishment for sin, it is des-
tined to be a cure for sin. But at last God came and
quickly showed them all that there are mysteries in
nature which are just as mexphcable as those in the
moral world, and that there is no reason why we
should not trust God’s wisdom and love just as we do
- His power.
him, but He did fill him so full of the sense of the di-

vine presence and glory that Job was not only content,

but was filled with unspeakable delight.

On the basis of cold philosophy there are a thou-
sand inexplicable things in the lives of God’s faithful
saints, but in the fulness of His indwelling presence
we cease to ask why, and are content to know that He
knows and cares and that He will never leave us or
forsake us.

for the course of many years? I don’t know, I know
only that He makes their bed in sickness and that He
does not forsake them in their seventh trouble.

Why does God permit the grim and terrible
monster death to prevail over those who have washed
their robes and made them white in the-blood of the
Lamb? I don't know, I know only that when it be.
comes necessary for the saint’s tent to be dissolved
that God has the permanent building ready for occu-
pancy. Why does God suffer the bodies of His chil-
dren to decay in the grave? I don't know, I know
only that one day He will gather up the dust and
ashes of His holy and true and from these bring forth
a glorious body which will be free from pain and hun-
ger and death forever.more. And to every suggestion
of skeptics and infidels, I shall reply in the words of
Job, “Though He slay me, yet will I trust Him.” For
although I cannot fully understand, I believe in the
wisdom and love of God as fully as I believe in His
power. And I ask only that He shall keep my soul
flooded with the light and peace and righteousness
and joy of «His own presence—that is explanation
enough for me.

Rosa, Calif., has announced that he is an infidel. But
any enemy of Christianity who might have been dis-
posed to rejoice over the bare announcement must
certainly be chagrined at the puerility which this
noted man manifested when he attempted to explain
his philosophy of life, and when he attempted to cor-
rect the theologians and preachers. Aside from his
name, which confessedly is a source of power, Chris-
tianity has nothing to fear from Luther Burbank o
from anyone else who knows so little about his subject
as this man evidently does.

Mr. Burbank has looked ati the earth so much that
he has finally got his eyes and his soul full of it, so
that he sees it now even when he looks toward heaven.
Even a casual reader must be aware that Mr. Burbank
has spent more time with plants and flowers than he
has with the stars, the Bible, Christians and good
books. In fact, if a man's farming is to be judged by
his preaching, as they say a man’s preaching is judged
by his farming, then these stories about Burbank's
farming are a hoax; because his preaching is like the
murmurings of an ignorant old man who has taken up
his subject so late’in life that his emasculated mind is
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incapable of logic and descends to only the lower
forms of emotion.

There is much justice in the saying (hat preachers
ouzht to be slow to pose as knowing much about sci-
ence when they have done only a small amount of cas-
val reading on its findings; and also it is true that a
man who has worked a'l his life with material things
and thought only of clods and vegetable forms is a
poor guide in matters pertaining-to the soul and to the
future.

A HAPPY RELIGION

y HAT everybody thinks about religion is

§x '/ not half as important as what one humble

_ saint knows about it: And the specula-
(lons of the “wise and prudent” cannot stand before
the clear testimony of a babe in Christ. If Edison
and Henry Ford and Firestone and Luther Burbank
should all get together and spend a week discoursing
to the people upon their notions of metaphysical sub-
iects it would not be worth one one-hundredth as
much to the moral well being of the world and the

eternal salvation of the souls of men as the happy face
of one dying Christian.

Paul, the Pharisee, seems never to have recovered
from the convincing shock which he suffered when he
looked into the face of Stephen, the first Martyr, as he
shouted joyfully, “I see heaven open and Jesus stand-
ing on the right hand of God.” There are reasons to
believe that Timothy was in that little circle which
stood about the mangled body of the preacher at Lys-
lra until the moment when that persecuted one re-
turned from his reveries in the third heaven
and went casually on with his task of preach-
ing salvation to men; and that that sight of Christian
triumph decided Timothy for the missionary life and
hastened his preparation for joining the Pauline party.

Some men can be happy under good circumstances,
but the sight of one who is happy when circumstances
are all against him is proof of the sustaining and com-
forting power of *the indwelling Christ.

“Charles Finney and Judge Andrews once went to
se¢ an old Christian lady. The Judge was then a
stranger to religion. This woman; who was no half-
hearted, but a full-souled disciple, and whose religion
made her happy, began to tell what Christ had done
for her with so much cheerfulness, that she riveted
the attention of Judge Andrews. It was not long be-
fore a tear moistened his eye. She continued her per-
ceptibly. happy and joyful story in God, and he lis-
tened for forty-five minutes, and became deeply im-
pressed. When he -and Mr. Finney left, he said to
him, ‘If this is the religion of Jesus Christ, I am de-
termined that I will not rest till I possess it, and know
what it is.’
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SIN IS THE ABOMINABLE THING WHICH GOD.
HATES
/ HERE is perhaps no single error into which
I the men of our generation have fallen which is
more terrible in its consequences than that of
under estimating the heinousness of sin. This funda-
mental error is the cause of all the “milk and cider”
remedies which are proposed by popular religious
leaders. For when one decides that there is not much
the matter with man, he is ready to believe that he
can be a Christian without being born again, and that
he can go to heaven without holiness. A mere surface
scratch may be cured by the use of soothing salves,
but a disease which is both organic and chronic re-
quires a more heroic treatment. :
In his book, “The Divine Program,” Rev. G. W.
Griffith gives a quotation from J. Gregory Mantle
which ought to be literally committed to memory by
everyone of us. Dr. Mantle says:
“Man calls sin an accident, God calls it an abom-

ination. Man calls it a blunder, God calls it blind-
ness. Man calls it a chance, God calls it a choice.

Man calls it a defect, God calls it a disease. Man
calls it an error, God calls it an enormity. Man calls
it a fascination, God calls it a fatality. Man calls it
heredity, God calls it a habit. Man calls it an inci-
dent, God calls it an inclination. Man calls it an in-
firmity, God calls it an iniquity. Man calls it a lux-
ury, God calls it a leprosy. Man calls it a liberty,
God calls it lawlessness. Man calls it a mistake, God
calls it madness. Man calls it a peccadillo, God calls
it a poison. Man calls it a relapse, God calls it a re-
bellion. Man calls it a slip, God calls it a suicide.
Man calls it a trifle, God calls it a tragedy. Man
calls it a thoughtlessness, God calls it a thraldom.

EN long for leisure, and yet there is

But when the worst was past, and
the excuse for sin was smallest, he fell a victim to
adultery and murder. During the “heroic period”
when martyrdom became the privilege of many fol-
lowers of Christ, it was observed that the longer the
period of toleration between persecutions the more
the number of recanters when the succeeding wave of
saint murder came on. But those Christians who
came in in the face of death and endured when every
day their lives were in jeopardy remained true under
the most excruc:atmg torture.

Truly there is no discharge in this war, and God’s
people are safest when they are right up in the front
rank. Goliath of Gath, the type of the enemy of
God’s people always, had in addition to the usual
armor, ‘‘gleaves of brass between his shoulders,” for
he made provisions to run, But in the Christian’s
panoply (Eph. 6:14-17) there are a girdle for the
loins, a breast plate for the heart, shoes for the feet,
a shield for the left arm, a helmet for the forehead and
a sword for the right hand. But no provision is made
for the Christian soldier to turn his back. He is ex-
pected to face the enemy and drive ahead. _

“Woe unto them who are at ease in Zion.” For
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when the stress and strain and conflict and labor are
passed, the danger is greatest. And upon the graye
stone of many who bore the burden and heat of the
day it will have to be written, “Defeated after the
battle was over.”

James declares that there is such a quality of
rehglon There is no intimation that~it.is “exclusive”

r “special,” hence we must conclude that it is for all
persons who desire it.

Evidently, “pure rehglon" does not admxt of any
impurity, and as all sin carries with it more or less of
moral contamination, “pure religion” must be a reli-
gion free from all sin.

Therefore, the first principle of manhood is
righteousness. This is an impossibility withou* Chris-
tianity. The Bible says: “Seek ye first the kingdom
of God.” Solomon says: “The fear of the Lord is the
beginning of wisdom.” Conversion from sin is the
«first step toward the making of a man. However. this
does not complete the work of manhood. Character
must be buil:. Horace Greeley, while dying. ex-
claimed: “Fame is a vapor, popularity an accident,
riches take wings and fly away,’and those who.cheer
today will curse tomorrow; only one thing endures—

‘CHARACTER.”. A thing so important as this cannot be

made in a day. Lowell says: “The kind of world
one carries about in one’s self is the important thing.
Everything else takes i!s grace, color and value from
that.”™

The task of one’s life is the building of manhood.
A writer has said: “This world is our college, disap-
pointments and difficulties are our teachers, happiness
is our graduating point, character is our diploma.”
He who has character cannot be weak in life, nor early
forzotten in death. As an architect is greater than the
building he rears, so 2 man is greater than the work
he is in. A man is greater than anything he can do or
say. God has given every man the raw material with

which to labor. Manhood is the statue carved out of
the raw material. Manhood is built from within. Mil-
ton says: “There is nothing that makes men great,
rich and strong, but that which they carry inside of
them.” Wealth does not consist in the abundance of
the.things a man possesseth. But it does consist in
the heart a man has within him. Manhood is the ripe
fruit earth gives back to the Creator.

Temptation is a great factor in the making of a
man. The hermit ends his career with innocence. But
a man fighting temptation and overcoming it ends his
career with character. Man settles his*owh destiny.
By his love for truth he builds his own fortress. An
old writer says: “To him that lives well, every form
of life is good.” ‘To him who chooses the best life,
habits will come to him as to make life pleasant. God
gives to the young man a body, mind and soul. He
educa‘es the young man by giving him complete
charge over himself. He leaves the young man (0
master his three-fold nature, or to be mastered. God
does not intend for you to be a hothouse plant. For
centuries Spain’s laws compelled each Spaniard to ask
his church what to think or believe. This_method
robbed Spain of her manhood. Instead, of having
strong men she had a race of weaklings. - Strength
comes by wrestling, knowledge by observation, wis
dom by thinking, character is built by enduring and
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overcoming. Temptation seeks man’s destruction, but
it also gives him power and covers his life with glory.
Ruskin says, “Great e¢pochs of war and upheaval have
always been epochs of victory for hum‘anity." We ad-
mire a child in its innocence. But it is only a handful
of germs. Our hearts leap within us when a hero
stands forth in the form of a Paul, Washington, or
Lincoln. Each one passed through fire, blood and
thunder of life’s battles, sweetening and enlarging un-
il he stands at the end of his career—a man.

Responsibility is another great factor in the mak-
ing of a man. God educates a young man by casting
him upon his own resources. To be skilled in any-
thing one must come up through opposing currents.
Responsibility drives man to toil, and work is essential
to any man in the building of manhood. Vork is not
a curse, but a blessing. Without responsibility a
voung man’s best gifts are never brought out. Hun-
ger and pain drove Lee to the invention of his loom.
The most piteous tragedy of English literature is that
of Coleridge. Some of the other poets called him an
“Archangel, slightly damaged.” It is said that pen-
sions Lo some men have injured their genius. It was
thus with Coleridge. He received a home without the
necessity of toil. It is said that ease and lack of re-
sponsibility helped to wreck him. ’

It was said of a great young man that he needed
only poverty to make him a great painter. . There is
no virtue in poverty, but sometimes poverty is a hless-
ing in disguise. The extremes of life help to shape
character. We pass from heat to cold, from summer
to winter. Moses, yesterday a deserted slave-child,
tdlay adopted by a king’s daughter; Joseph, yester-
day in prison, today at the head of a nation. God
sends the contrasts of life to develop character. And
He also sends prosperity to lift character to i's highest
level. A writer said: ‘““Humanity is never so lovely
15 when arrayed in scarlet; moderation, never so im-
pressive as when it is set in abundance; simplicity,
never so beautiful as when it dwells among magnifi-
cence, Purity is still divine when its unsoiled robes
are worn in the king’s palace. Gentleness seems very
great when it exists in the powerful.. Greatness must
come through godliness. Genius and gifts aid to
place character at its best.- Character is like a struc-
ture. nothing tests it like weight. By man’s inner in-
spiration he lives and builds. Here his ideal is born.
His ideal imitates, realizes, and guides him through
life. Tt is said that education unpacks the tools that
God has given a man, but never are the tools out of
the box until his ideal is received. \When men lay
aside their heroic ideals and bury their visions the
lustre of life departs and its beauty perishes. The
vision brings invention, discovery, aspiration, and all
that is needed to bring man up to his best hours and
most exalted moods. p .

Imagination is another great factor in the making
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of a man. A writer has sad: “It is God in the soul.”
It lifts man to his possible achievements. Imagination
shows man what he may become, and thus makes man
ashamed of what he is today. Earth knows no trag-
edy like the death of the soul’s imagination. Imagina-
tion takes drudgery out of work. “Cherish a high
ideal as a traveler cherisheth the north star.” “A ves-
sel may lose its sails, but if it only keeps its compass
and course, the harbor can be reached.” \When a he-
roic purpose of lif: fades away all life’s glory departs.
Be at war with the lower life, conquer it, subdue it.
The secret. of man’s success is the secret of his inner
vision. If anger comes, mirth goes. If sin is in the
life, Christ leaves. If greed is on the throne, gener-
osity is expeled. If vulgarity comes, the inner vision
leaves. Your imaginations determine the trend of the
future life. The soul of man is from God, therefore
man should aspire to be as his Creator.

The ideal that God had in creating man should be
man’s ideal. Shakespeare said: “Our life is short,
but to span that span of vast eternity is ideal work.”

‘When Napoleon advanced his army under the pyra-

mids, he said, “Soldiers, forty centuries look down
upon you.” Today, in a sense far more solemn and
effective, may it be said from the army of young men
coming forth in the making of manhood, all men look
down upon you. Fight for truth and right. Quit
yourselves like men. The best of company i$ yours.
Abel died for this_truth, and his blood yet speaks..
Enoch pursued this great truth of righteousness into
the golden city. Joseph filled the storehouses of Egypt
and wisely wielded the scepter of the Pharaohs, to
maintain manhood. Moses renounced the honor and
forsook the treasures of Egvpt, and endured as seeing
Him who is invisible. David sang the triumph to cel-
ebrate the cause of righteousness. For the truth
Isaiah’s lips were touched with coals of fire. For the
truth that makes manhood, John the Baptist heralded
his messages in the face of opposition. For the sake
of mankind, Jesus Christ died and rose again, and
went into the heavens and now directs the providences
which aid and inspire you, bend all your energies to
the making of a man.

Riblical salvation gives deliverance from the fear
of hell and an assurance of heaven, because it disqual-
ifies its possessor for the former place, and gives him a
fitness and an affinity for the latter, by giving dim a
present and perfect deliverance from sin, and restor-
ing the soul to i's original purity and primitive health.
It is the impartation of divine life; the recovery-of the
divine nature; the renewal of the soul after the image
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world.” The Bible is not only literature but is throb-

bing divine thought of the living God.

1. The Bible is the most common word to designate
the sacred writings of Christianity. The English
word is equivalent to the Greek BIBLIA (dimin-
ished from Biblios). This was the term for the
inner bark of the papyrus plant which grew in
Eavpt, and was used to make the ancient books.
Hence books were called Biblos and finally the
term was applied to the sacred books we call the
Bible. The terms occur in the Greek Testament
in Matt. 1:1; Luke 4:17; also in Dan. 9:2 (Sep-
tuagint) in 1 Macc. 12:9 the Bible is called “the
holy books.” St. Jerome in the fourth century
designated it by “The Divine Library,” Biblio-
theca Divina. By the 13th century it had as-
sumed the present form in the Western Church.
Its first occurrence in Enghsh is in Pears Plow-
man and Chaucer.

2. The scripture is the term usually employed by
Jesus and the apostles. This is from a Latin or-
igin and means, “‘that which is written.” This oc-
curs many times in various forms, ’

3. The Word of God is probably the most appro-

~ priate term. This occurs frequently in the Bible.

4. The Old and the New Testaments is a term which

God uses for the relation existing between Him-

self and His people. It means a covenant. by

the end of the sccond century the Old Covenant
and the New Covenant were used for the Jewish
and Christian Scriptures. Origen so designates it.

The termroccurs in 1 Cor. 11:25; 2 Cor. 3:6, 14.

The Oracles of Gud is a term Paul uses (See Rom.

3:2).

6. The Jews called the Scriptures the Law, the Proph-
ets, and the Writings.

Q-—In the face of Ps. 20:5, which says, “The Lord fulfil all
by petitions,” and John 15:7, “Ask what -yc will and it shall

done unto you,” how do you account for the many praycrs
ofierced for healing and for personal salvation that seem not to

answered? Is the only reason for prayers not being an-
‘Wl‘d a guilty failure on our part to cxercise faith?
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A—The twenticth Psalm is a “dialogue Psalm.” It was
penned on the occasion of David’s going to war, and when he

“came to the tabermacle to offer sacrifice. The first three verses

were spoken by the people in prayer for David after he had
offered the sacrifice. The fourth verse was spoken by the high
priest, the fifth was spoken by David and his attendants, and
the last clause of the fifth by the high priest. The sixth was
by the high priest after the sacrifice was consumed, the Sev-
enth and eighth by David and his men, and the ninth by all
the congregation. Read it in this way and you will sce that
the passage to which you refer is still just a prayer. You have
mutilated the passage from\ John; read it all and you will sce
that the promise has some very exacting conditions. There is
no doubt but that much more is possiblc to faith than any of
us are realizing, and yct in candor we must say that God has
not abdicated in favor of any mortal and that He docs not
propose to do so, and there is no prayer which is more reli-
gious than the one which contains the sentence, “Thy will be
done.” And therc is no better atlitude for the saint of God
than the attitude of commitment of every thing to God.

Q—Do you khow of any scriptures which assute us of a
final great revival before the coming of Christ?

A—No, and yct there are some analogics which scem to
support this hope, cspecially the preaching of John the Baptist
just before Christ appeared the first time.

Q—An cvangelist declares positively that any holy man
can have a revival for ten miles around any where, any time,
“this side of hcll;” lcaving the infcrence that one who docs
not have such a revival is not holy. Is that a statement of
truth? -

A—Why make the cirde so small? Why not make it a
hundred or a thousand miles? Or why make it so large?
Why not say a mile, or a city block? The fact is it is a su-
perlative statement intended to set forth the possibilities of
one who is right with God and who bLulicves in God, and it is
not to be taken literally in every sense. Paul was glad to get
out of some places with his life. He did not have a revival or
establish a church in Athens and in some other places where
he went. And yet he did do wonderful work and accomplish
remarkable results under some of the most unlikely circum-
stances. There are two classes of writers in the country: onc
the “magazine” writer who purposcly overstates the case with
the thought and impression that exaggerations will serve to
“wake up” the readers and that after discounting the state-
ments the usual proportion there will still be enough left to do
good to the cne reading and believing what is said. The other
class is composed of “religious editors” (note the quotation
marks), who are conservative in what they say and who speak
with the intention of being safe rather than sorry. And there
are corresponding classes of precachers. So it is a good thing
for a readcr or listcner to “"know his man” and interpret his
words accordingly.

Q—How can one maintain soul rest.between the prophecics
which declarc that in the last days “pcnlous times shall come,”
and those promises which mecan that it is possible to have re-
vivals?

A—1 think one will be helped by accepting the fact that
God's plan and promise has to do with the evangelization,
rather than with tho entire conversion of the world during this
dispensation. But if it is even to be evangelized, there must
be revivals, So on the minimum interpretation for our age
we must expect revivals.

Q—Can thc unbelief and worldliness of a major portion of
any church effectually checkmate the faith of the faithful ones?

A—VYes, and cspecially if the.faithful get their cyes on the
others.

.Q—Is the method employed by some evangelists of “whip-
pmg" the few faithful ones when the revival docs not come a
wise thing to do?

A—No, and (as S. D. Gordon would say “softly”) if 1
were a pastor I would not allow them to do it. At least 1
would not have them to_come back and do it a second time.

ton was a profane, irrsligious, and pleasure-loving man. He -

was a great card player, distiller of whiskcy and champion
curser. \Washington never prayed and consistently avoided
participation in communion. Once he danced for three hours
with the wifc of his principal general” He declared that
school books should stop teaching that George Washington was
a “spotless saint.” *

Helen Kcller, the famous deaf and blind woman, called
upon President Coolidee recently. She wanted the President
to help her raisc $2,000,000 to endow a foundation for the
blind. She “read” thc President's lips with her finger tips.
She said to the President: “Silence is golden, speech is silver,
and your words in bchalf of the blind are bright jewels in my
dark casket.”

There are now over 6,500,000 hunters in the United States,
and the number is incrcasing rapidly cach year. Within a few
years there will be no game to kill.  Seventy-five persons were
shot and killed and over 200 scriously injured the past season.
The number accidentally peppered with shot is beyond con-
jecture.

Sunday School  Lesson
! For AMarch 7th
By M. EMuy ErLryson

LessoN Subject: Jesus Washes His
Disciples’ Fect. .
Lesson Text: John 13:1-1S.

Goroex Text: The Son of man came
not to be ministered unto, but to
minister, and to” give his life a ran-
som for many (Matt. 20:28).

HE incident of this lesson occurs

at the close of the Master’s public

ministry.  All through His minis-
try He had emphasized humility in serv-
icc, but His followers were so slow (o
comprchend His thoughts and actions
and in this as in othcr matters they scem
not to catch the motive of His act or the
Jesson He desired to teach them.

We recall how that two of His disci-
ples had permitted themselves to  be
drawn into a plan whereby they would
have been the recipients of His favor and
secure places which they fondly dreamed
would give them prestige above the oth-
crs. Little did they think that such po-
sition carricd grave and scrious responsi-
bility with it beside the prestige which
they so desired.  Place, position was what
they wanted, but how uncqual they were
to fill large places as long as they were
imbucd with such desirec. Nq man is ca-
pable of ruling who has not learned how
to submit to authornity. And these must
ba taught both by precept and examplc®
that the role of the lowly servant is the
part the follower of Jesus must play if
he would know true greatness.

Jesus demonstrated in the lesson be-
forc us the kind of a spirit that should
pervade Christianity and this is the death
blow to that idea prevalent in and out of
the church that some are born to rule on
account of their supposed supcriority
while others are destined to be ruled
over. The Christian principle is that he
is greatest in rulership ‘who is greatest in
service. The spirit of pride and rivalry
and sclf-assertion has no quarter in the
heart that is controlled by the Spirit of
God. He who is our Master *‘made him-
<elf of no reputation and took upon him
the form of a scrvan\l."

O blessed name of Servant! Compre-
kending

Man's highest honor in his humblest
name,

For Thou, God’s Christ, that office rec-
‘ommending,

The .throne of mighty power didst truly
claim; .

He who would rise like Thee, like Thee
must owe

His glory only to his stooping low.

In the first and sccond verses of our
lesson we sce two ideas set forth which
arc in contrast to cach other. One of
these, supreme love, so constant, so un-
changing, loving on unto the cnd; and
the other, supreme treachery, implanted
in the heart of Judas by the Devil, There
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is something awful in this contrast. The
love that never gives up, uever lets loose!
What a comfort for hcarts that feel theie
nced of love! What a glorious balm for
bruiscd souls, that Jesus loves to the end!
There is One Heart that knows no var;-
ableness nor the shadow of tuming, there
is Onc Heart that is always the same yes
terday, today and forever.

But what about that night for Judas?
Dark above him and around him, the
hour of darkness had come, and for him
all the stars of grace divine had sct. He
went out, but he took the bag with him.
Avarice was his bane. He had gained his
world,—gold, gold, gold, but had lost his
soul. But Judas was not the last one
whose avarice has led to the dark and
barren ravines of hopeless remorse. A
min, c. g., is in a position of trust; inhis
integrity thousands place their conh-
dence; into his hands are placed the in-
terests of widows and orphans, and hon-
est ‘men place their hard-earmed little all,
into his schemes which are gigantic swin-
dles, and while he wears a pretense of
honesty and picty, he at last basely be-
trays them, and makes off with the bax.
Is not his a Judas-¢crime?

Judas must have given cvidence at
first of fne qualitics or he would not
have been chosen among Christ’s closest
fricnds and helpers. But greed seized bis
soul and he had so far yielded to Satan's
influence as to become a thief. The Dev-
il put treachery into the heart of Judas,
but Judas himself opened his hceart to
the tempter. It was treachery with the
basest of motives, but this dark back-
ground brings out the full beauty of
Christ’s loving act, that He the Son of
God, was willing to wash the fect of a
despicable traitor.

In this action of Jesus we arce taught a
lesson of ministering love. Christ said do
as I have done unto you standing in the
place of a minister among you. This act
of Jesus was an actual service which had
been omitted and Jesus in performing it
drew a spiritual lesson from it. But
times and customs have changed; what
in that land was cssential is not so now,
but the lesson of menistering love remains
for all men and for all times. The Chiris-
tian lifc is to be a life of scrvice in im-
itation of our Lord and Master.

None but Peter questioned or opposed
the performance of this service by Jesus.-
It appcarcd to him to be utterly incon-
sistent for the Master to take the plice
of a slave. Even though the others had
aliowed him to do this, he could not sub-,
mit to it. But Jesus meets his question-
ing with a tremendous statement.  You
do not know now, Peter, but you shail
know hercafter what I am deing. Rut
“if T wash thee not thou hast no part in
me.” This impulsive man had assumed
an attitude of opposition to Jesus and
unless he changed his position he could
have no part in the benefits of the atone-
ment which Jesus was soon to make.

This bit of cleansing which Christ was
doing, was but a symbol of the great
cleansing which He was about to offer (o
the world from Mt. Calvary. What Pe-
ter must do was to humbly accept what
Christ would do for him. So Churist's.
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acceptance of spiritual cleansing through
the blood of the eternal covenant,

“Wash me and mgke me all thine own,
IWash me and mine thou art,

Wash me, but not my fcet alone,

My head, my hands, my hcart.”
