The Church of the Nazarene has been working in South Africa since 1919. A rich and diverse 
part of Africa, South Africa is often thought of in connection with “Apartheid”—a system or 
policy of segregation or discrimination on the grounds of race. With that, the name Nelson 
Mandela comes to mind, with his famous quote early in office as South Africa’s first Black 
President: “Each of us is as intimately attached to the soil of this beautiful country as are 
the famous jacaranda trees of Pretoria and the mimosa trees of the bushveld—a rainbow 
nation at peace with itself and the world.” Today, due to increased tribalism and political, 
social, and economic inequities, the “Rainbow Nation” is in danger of fragmentation. The 
Church of the Nazarene seeks to maintain a unified diversity—the work of grace in any 
context—across the Africa South Field, which includes the nations of South Africa, Eswatini, 
Lesotho, Botswana, Namibia, and Madagascar.
