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While we do not have fixed times when churches receive Alabaster offerings, many 
Nazarene churches across the globe will be receiving an Alabaster offering during the 
month of September. There will be coins, notes, electronic giving, and QR codes—all 
pointing to one purpose: laying foundations where people worship, heal, and learn. 

On Saturday, June 29th, 2024, many Nazarenes joined in celebrating the 101st 
Anniversary of the IBN-Instituto Biblico Nazarneno (Nazarene Biblical Institute) in 
Coban, Guatemala, and its new status as a Nazarene historic site. The occasion also 
marked the 75th Anniversary of the completion of the building using Alabaster funds. 
This was the denomination's first Alabaster project.
