Typically, in the Western Church 
tradition, Advent is celebrated during the four Sundays leading up to Christmas Eve and 
Christmas Day, and speaks words of hope, love, joy, and peace. In the Eastern Church 
tradition, the month of December is a preparation for the celebration of Christmas that 
occurs after the New Year, on the 6th of January, known as Epiphany. During each of 
the next five weeks, NMI Central will also include a Kids Kaleidoscope focused on the 
words that mark each week.
