T here is a right sense in which there are no bargains in the area of things 
spiritual. Here, too, we get what we want when we are willing to pay the price, 
[esus himself asked, “W hat shall a man give in exchange for his soul?” This 
does not nullify the grace of God which is given bountifully and conditionally. 
T o  be sure Jesus insists that His yoke is easy and His burden light, but He 
prefaces this assurance by the demand that we take His yoke upon us ancl learn 
His lowly way. T he peace and rest that He offers are upon the rugged terms 
of separation and obedience. T he cross becomes the sign of His way of life.

Jesus never promised those early disciples leading places in His kingdom 
by reason of their priority in enlistment. He pointed out that they, too, must 
drink of the cup of sorrow and suffering if they would be true spiritual leaders. 
His own example here is unanswerable, for although He was the eternal God 
by His very nature, He did not cling to His prerogatives when He came to 
save us. He took upon himself our nature and was obedient unto death—even 
the death of the Cross. He never proposed control over others by external 
means, but by the power of His life and example. Usefulness in service became 
His standard, for He was the servant of all.

T he rewards He offered His followers were in this coin too. T he returns 
for leaving their regular vocations were that they should now catch men. 
Poverty and persecution were to be their portion, however, even as they had 
been His. But Jesus always gives the impression it is worth it in inner peace 
and radiant living. This was life with a margin far removed from the bickerings 
of legalism, for His was second-mile religion. T he change in man must begin 
within, but it touches all of life.

Thom as a Kernpis wrote years ago, “If you rightly bear your cross; it will 
bear you.” May our hearts sing today, “Gladly His cross I ’ll bear.”

“T he world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he 
that doeth the will of God abideth for ever” (I John 2:17) .

“B e  . . . L o w  . . . Q o f  (P iJm S 46:1 o)

The greatest word, the highest word, the holiest 
word in any language—God. We speak it rev­
erently, we pronounce it quietly, we write it 
thoughtfully. T he word represents a Person, not 
a something.

Our age can rightly be labeled, “Operation Con­
fusion.” I t is a prevalent disorder in full bloom. 
It leaps over social walls, national walls, and 
church walls. Is there no answer, no antidote? 
Yes, it is God! No follower of God need get the 
“jitters,” for God does not have them! “Never­
theless the foundation of God standeth sure” 
(II Tim othy 2:19).

“Be still.” D on’t make another specch nor write 
another booklet. T h a t’s not the answer, the an ti­
dote. No speaker or w riter is “coming” with that. 
He doesn’t need to. We have already found it.

Is it not reasonable to suppose that if the issues 
we raise are God-given issues we can expcct a 
God-given settlement of them?

Are you getting upset? “Be still, . . . know . . . 
God.” T he answer is found in H im  and not in 
man’s opinion about this one or that one. T he 
answer is not in joining something or signing 
something (I have joined and signed about every­
thing I ever expect to join and sig n ). T he answer 
is not in man. It is found in God.

I read a magazine emphasizing the second coming 
of Christ. Many of us read it. It is very good. 
It contains excellent subject matter, but it leaves 
me dangling “in the air.” After reading it I often 
ask, “Where do I go from here?” ’Tis then I 
thank God for the Church of the Nazarene, with 
her thousands of salty Christians, her holy doc­
trines, her general leadership, her polity. She has 
given us a vineyard with protecting walls and with 
winepress within. O ur feet are on the ground. We 
have a plan of procedure. We can win souls and 
build the Kingdom, even while we wait for His 
coming.

In whatever gathering I may find myself, whether 
local, district, or general, I discern the stately 
steppings of my lifelong Friend, my heavenly 
Melchisedec.

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"That Long Line of Peace "

Three thousand miles ruithout a fort—
What confidence does that i?7iport!
Upon the lakes that wash each shore 
There’s not a single ship of war!
And now, with amity’s increase,
A blessed century of peace!

These lines are part of the poem written by 
Amos R. Wells in 1913 when we were celebrating 
one hundred years of peace and good will between 
ourselves and our big sister nation to the north 
of us.

A poet has recently referred to our Canadian 
boundary line as this “long line of peace.”

This year when we celebrate our birthdays as 
peoples, the Canadians on July 1, their Dominion 
Day, and we on our July 4, we can both rejoice 
that forty-six more years of peace between us have 
passed.

Canada celebrates July 1 each year as her b irth ­
day because it was in July, 1867, that her ten 
provinces formed a Confederacy and united under 
the name of the Dominion of Canada. This name 
was inspired by the eighth verse of the 72ncl psalm.

T he combined population at that time wTas three 
million, but now it is over sixteen million.

T o  know each other better should be the aim 
of every American and of every Canadian, and 
so it is most appropriate that we should add a 
bit to our knowledge of Canada at our nearly 
joint national birthday time.

Her national emblem, the maple leaf, suggests 
immediately one physical fact about Canada. It 
is a land of trees, and especially of maple trees. 
This means that lum bering is one of her chief 
industries. H er trees are cut to make wood pulp, 
which is turned into paper. Today she produces 
one-third of the entire world’s newsprint, as well 
as great quantities of finer paper.

Canada’s natural resources fall into five major 
divisions: fisheries, mines, forests, water power, 
and farm lands.

Her waters have helped her greatly in developing 
all of her natural resources, for they have given 
her cheap electrical power. This is why she be­
came the world’s alum inum  center, and why many 
of our American-owned alum inum  enterprises were 
transferred to her borders. Fortunately her water 
power is most abundant in O ntario and Quebec, 
the two provinces where coal has not been pro­
duced in great quantity. H er northern and western 
provinces produce coal in  great abundance.

As to other mine products, Canada stands first 
in the world in output of both nickel and as­
bestos, second in cobalt, th ird  in gold and silver, 
fourth in lead and copper, and sixth in zinc.

T he value of her m anufactured products was 
two hundred and twenty m illion dollars in 1870, 
the year when her first national census was taken. 
This year they will pass the twenty billion dollar 
figure.

Surely we have here a record of phenomenal 
economic growth for such a short time.

Professor W. W. MacLaren, of W illiams Col­
lege, has given the following reasons for this 
amazing material growth: her vast natural re­
sources, the sturdy pioneer spirit of her people, 
the tremendous technological progress of recent 
years, and the protective policy practiced by both 
of her political parties.

It has been my great and good pleasure to know 
Canada and Canadians for a long time, and I 
have no hesitancy in saying that I think a wonder­
ful factor in her vast financial progress is the high 
moral qualities of this people to the north of us. 
They are, with very few exceptions, a God-fearing 
people, and prayer will be universal in this land 
of the maple leaf on another Dominion Day, that 
God will continue to guide and bless this new 
nation.

A marvelous respect for the laws of the land 
characterizes every part of Canada, and we may 
well pray as Americans on our national holiday 
that we return  as a people to a like respect for 
our own laws. Failure to respect them has been 
one of our growing national problems now for 
many years.

We should also pray that our friendly, happy 
relationships as peoples wrill continue on forever. 
O ur prayers for this will surely be answered if we 
continue to hold our common ideals.

These, as I understand them, are: first, our 
belief in the genuine liberty of the individual 
citizen; second, belief in law' as the basis of change 
in things political; third, devotion to the light of 
God’s W ord as the sure guide for the souls of all 
peoples.

I offer this as an international friendship song 
for Canada and our country:

Shoulder to shoulder, and side by side,
Two peoples striving so law abide,

A nd  the blessed Light  
That makes our might.
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Shoulder to shoulder, and side by side, 
Friendship binding us, tide to tide,

’Neath stars and sun,
Two lands like one.

Shoulder to shoulder, and side by side,
Our thousands bled and our thousands died

Over the sea 
For liberty.

Shoulder to shoulder, and side by side,

Our Neighbor 
Celebrates Too!

Freedom-loving nations celebrate a “day” that 
marks the attainm ent of their individual status 
as a free, sovereign people. T he United States 
currently celebrates July 4, “Independence Day,” 
while the French set aside July 14 as “Bastille 
Day.” O ur neighbor to the north of whom we are 
startlingly ignorant and whom we too often take 
for granted—Canada—also has its day of personal 
self-identity, namely, “Dominion Day.” Dominion 
Day is celebrated July 1 and, contrary to the his­
toric origins of other nations, its beginning is not 
marked with bloodshed or a struggle for freedom. 
Instead, underlying C anada’s birthday as a nation 
is the concept of religion.

Vital religion is the commitment of Canada. 
From the day in 1807, when Sir Lionel Tilley, a 
member of C anada’s commission to the British 
government, is reputed to have suggested the word 
"dominion” in place of “kingdom” to describe 
Canada under the Act of Confederation, this na­
tion has cast her lot with God. For Sir Lionel 
took his cue from Psalms 72:8, “He shall have 
dominion also from sea to sea, and from the 
river unto the ends of the earth .” Thus, Canada 
is a “com m itted” nation—committed to fulfill all 
the spiritual and moral demands God makes of 
a nation. Commitment is Canada’s legacy.

However, “Righteousness exalteth a nation: but 
sin is a reproach to any people” (Proverbs 14:34), 
says the writer of Proverbs. Thus, commitment is 
inevitably tied to character. No nation can endure 
that is not morally and spiritually strong, and to 
be strong morally and spiritually is to be possessed 
of true character. Heraclitus, the ancient Greek 
philosopher, said, “Character is destiny.” But the 
Word of God says, “ Keep thy heart with all dili­
gence; for out of it are the issues of life” (Proverbs

4:23), and adding definition to it, Christ declared, 
“Seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his right­
eousness; and all these things shall be added unto 
you” (Matthew 6:33). Hence, the future of Canada 
rests, not on the abundance of things material 
(and God has supplied these in great measure), 
nor on the power of military might, but on Chris­
tian character.

Historically, the molding of Christian character 
has been effected by a spiritually vigorous church. 
Jesus’ assertion that “man shall not live by bread 
alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of 
the mouth of God” (Matthew 4:4), does not 
minimize the importance of education and train­
ing, but it enlarges the relevance of the Church 
in everyday Canadian life, particularly among the 
Nazarenes of Canada. T he Church of the Naza- 
rene in Canada is dedicated to the task of in ­
vigorating the keen and alert minds of her people, 
leading them into the experiences of regeneration 
and entire sanctification, and to the fullest ex­
pression of the Christian life, that they may be 
both effective churchmen and exemplary Canadian 
citizens.

Such a people, strong in loyalty to Christ and 
nation, stand ready to uphold Canada’s holy com­
m itm ent with Christian character developed in 
and exercised through the Church of the Nazarene. 
Such is the pledge and prayer of those who in 
their national hymn sing:

Ruler Supreme, who hearest humble prayer, 
Hold our dominion in Thy loving care.
Help us to find, O God, in Thee,
A lasting, rich reward,
As waiting for the better day,
We ever stand on guard.
O Cajiada! Glorious and free! . . .
O Canada! We stand on guard for thee.

cated and learned than others by their continued 
interest and effort. However, no am ount of knowl­
edge or wisdom can suffice for happiness in eter­
nity without the one supreme knowledge—that of 
knowing the Lord Jesus Christ as Saviour and 
King of our lives. We are told in the wise words 
of Proverbs, “He that getteth wisdom loveth his 
own soul” (19:8).

Wisdom itself is the embodiment of God—for 
in God is all wisdom and in true wisdom we find 
God. Shall our knowledge vaunt itself against the 
God of heaven and the Creator of all things? “He 
is before all things, and by him all things consist” 
(Colossians 1:17).

We see in the Scriptures many passages illustrat­
ing the folly of man pitting his own thoughts and 
deeds against the omniscience of a holy God. Be­
fore you spend much time in thought you can 
think of many instances in the lives of the children 
of Israel when they turned to their own ways and 
sought not the wisdom and guidance of God. It 
brought defeat in battles, trials, pestilence, death, 
and judgm ent to their midst.

In the New Testament, Ananias and Sapphira 
balanced their own devices against God and 
deigned to lie to the Holy Spirit, which resulted 
in their death.

The rich young ru ler had much knowledge and 
kept the commandments from his youth up and yet 
one thing he lacked, and “he went away sorrow­
ful: for he had great possessions” (M atthew 19:20, 
22). Yes, he had riches of money and riches of 
knowledge and yet passed up  the wisdom of having 
Christ in his life.

T he dying words of the learned m an who wrote 
the Age of Reason, Tom  Paine, were, “I would 
give worlds, if I had them, if the Age of Reason 
had never been published. O Lord, help me! 
Christ, help me! It is hell to be left alone!” 

Voltaire, the French infidel, said, “It took twelve 
ignorant fishermen to establish Christianity; I will 
show the world how one Frenchman can destroy 
it.” T he irony of Voltaire’s futile efforts is that, 
twenty-five years after he died, his home was pur­
chased by the Geneva Bible Society and became a 
Bible storage building, while Voltaire’s printing 
press was used to prin t an entire edition of the 
Bible. T he dying words of Voltaire were, “I am 
abandoned by God and man! I shall go to hell!
O Christ! O Jesus Christ!”

Friend, yon have not knowledge, you have not 
wisdom, until you know Christ. “O the depth of 
the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of 
God! how unsearchable are his judgments, and his 
ways past finding out!” (Romans 11:33)

W hen Sir Michael Faraday, great Christian and 
scientist, was dying, he was questioned as to his 
speculations concerning the soul and death. “Spec­
ulations!” said the dying m an in astonishment. “I 
know nothing about speculations; I am resting on 
certainties. ‘I know whom I have believed, and 
am persuaded that he is able to keep that which I 
have committed unto him against that day’ ”

list, tells of being in a Sunday school where the 
attendance was 118, yet there were only 18 people 
in the m orning worship service. An exceptional 
instance, no doubt, yet we must remind our people 
that the Sunday school is not geared nor equipped 
to supply all of our spiritual needs.

Pastors everywhere are fighting the problem of 
dwindling Sunday evening attendance. Every re­
sponsible Christian worker is concerned—a n d 
rightly so. In  this connection a question or two 
arises. Is there any legitimate reason for a church 
with a membership of, say, 200 being represented 
by a corporal’s guard in the Sunday evening 
evangelistic service? Furthermore, where are the 
absentee members and what are they doing during 
the hour and a half while a great battle is being- 
fought against sin and the devil in the local church? 
We must take definite steps to arrest this serious 
trend toward nominal Christianity. Such a situ­
ation has proved to be the downfall of other, and 
larger, denominations and could very easily become 
ours.

There is also the problem of fewer of our people 
giving spontaneous testimony to the experience 
of full salvation. We have missed these expressions 
of faith during revival efforts, and have asked 
pastors from various areas of our church just what 
proportion of their enrollm ent they consider as 
having “the blessing.” A few suggested a per­
centage as high as 50 per cent; others confessed 
that the ratio would range from the halfway 
mark down to as low as (in one case) 5 per cent 
of the membership. Are we the holiness church 
we think we are? W hat ratio of sanctified mem­
bers must we m aintain to continue to rate our­
selves as a “Wesleyan” denomination? “No doctrine 
can remain alive in the intellect that does not 
renew itself in experience.”

W hat can we do about it? There is something, 
thank God. We can use our “one talent.” We can 
pray. T he late Dr. John R. M ott traced several 
religious awakenings to their source. He did so 
to ascertain, if possible, the type of preparation 
which could be credited most for the revival. In 
every instance, Dr. M ott avers, “It was prayer be­
yond the ordinary.”

“If my people, . . . shall . . . then will I,” saith 
the Lord (II Chronicles 7:14).
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That Sovereign Spirit of Man

There is a spirit in man: and the inspiration 
[inbreathing] of the Almighty giveth them under­
standing (Job 32:8).

It is comforting and reinforcing in these days of 
mechanized might to remember that God’s great 
emphasis is upon the spirit of mankind. He is 
greatly concerned with the reactions of this spirit 
of man to the great changes through which this 
earth and this age must pass.

Let us face this: God could change the course 
of events. He can lock or unlock the mighty 
mysteries of His creation which we study “scien­
tifically” much as ants, if endowed with the intelli­
gence, would study architecture by crawling over a 
building. But God cannot, consistent with His own 
nature and design, change the will of any hum an 
being.

If the record of God’s dealings with hum anity 
spells out any one thing to us it is this: notw ith­
standing His great love and deep concern for us, 
He will not coerce the hum an spirit. He will only 
environ it about with His mercies, provide for it a 
salvation, plead with it, and watch it with infinite 
love and patience as it makes its own all-significant 
choices.

This is why none can justly charge God with 
the evils that m ar our world. This is why Paradise 
lost is so fearful a thing—and why Paradise to be 
gained is so beckoningly beautiful. For Paradise 
need not be lost! We may, for the choosing, gain 
it with its unending, unfolding glories.

A dedicated scientist watches some supremely 
im portant experiment which he has set in motion. 
He wants the truth. He wants to know how his 
materials will react to stimuli or contacts given 
them. He is deeply concerned over the outcome, 
bu t he would not think of interfering with the 
process in order to obtain the results he desires. 
N or will God interfere with the sovereign spirit 
of man, although He is concerned to infinite 
heights and depths over the outcome of m an’s 
choices.

W illiam R andolph Hearst once spoke on prob­
lems of hum an behavior before a group of jurists 
in Chicago. He said, in effect, "H um an heredity 
may be likened to a tree, hum an life to a leaf on 
the tree, environment to a stream that flows be­
neath the tree. T he leaf grows on the tree, falls 
into the stream and is whisked away to a destina­
tion for which it is in no way responsible.” This
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theory would leave us w ithout personal account­
ability to God or man.

I thought of this theory one day as I stood on 
the deck porch of a m ountain cabin and watched 
the yellow leaves of a laurel tree caught in the 
updraft from a gorge below. They soared high 
above the treetops, seeming like some sort of living 
thing in a beautiful dance. But I noticed that 
they finally found their way to the opposite side 
of the gorge because the wind bore them  there. 
T hen, as I watched, a tiny yellow bird, looking 
for all the world like a bright yellow leaf, flew 
high above the w'illows and laurels. T hen  he 
turned his tiny breast directly opposite to the air 
current and flew against it to the place he wished 
to go.

And I said, “T he hum an spirit is not like a leaf. 
I t is like a bird. It  can choose the way it goes! For 
inside it is a spirit that can defy prevailing cur­
rents.”

“T here is a spirit in man: and the inspiration 
[inbreathing] of the Almighty . . W hat a glorious 
thing! W hat a terrific responsibility!

Someone must take the story: Schmelzenbach to 
Africa; Eltie Muse to India; Esther Carson W inans 
to the Aguarunas of Peru. These and others lie 
buried with “their people.” Many have spent their 
lives and a splendid, consecrated army is now en­
gaged in the fields of the world. “T he W ord was 
made flesh, and dwelt among us” (John 1:14a) is 
a present-day challenge for hum an representatives 
of Christ the Lord.

The missionary call is real and knowable. There 
is an inward persuasion that “God wants me to be 
a missionary.” From some years of experience in 
interviewing missionary candidates, I am persuad­
ed that the call comes early in life in almost every 
case. This means that we must pay attention to 
our children, with God’s assignments for them in 
mind.

The occasion for the call is often found in mis­
sionary services, reading missionary literature, feel­
ing the vitally inspired services of consecration in 
the local church, and childhood impressions of 
love and service to God and the world. T here are 
ethers, but these will suffice to show that youth 
are susceptible to the call if they are surrounded 
with vital challenges to make them aware of God’s 
assignments and life-giving demands. T he church 
must sow the seed in the home fields and cultivate 
it as it grows. T h e  church should never “call” the

child; but it certainly does have a Spirit-discerning 
sense of recognizing God’s will and gifts and graces 
with which the Holy Spirit endows His workers.

T h at means that the church must furnish the 
atmosphere of consecration and devotion through 
which the children come. It goes without proof 
that self-interest, indulgent pleasures, shifting of 
responsibility to others, fearfulness that one is 
going to end in poverty—all of these and others 
never bring a depth of devotion that makes for the 
laying of young life on the altar for service to the 
heathen across the sea, or saying to God, “Take me, 
Lord, and send me to those who have never heard.”

O ur late Dr. J. B. Chapman envisioned the time 
when we would or ought to have one thousand 
missionaries on the fields. We have come to the 
time of “Millions for Missions” in the church budg­
ets. Now we must have a “missionary alert” to 
pray and watch for workmen who will take the 
Word.

Let us begin to pray and plan a m ajor push. We 
must have, and produce, deep devotion and piety 
that will be contagious in the youth of today. It 
takes ten to fifteen years to develop a missionary 
after the call comes from God. So, w*e must alert 
them now that we may have the strong and success­
ful couples ready and waiting to go as laborers in 
the harvest fields of the earth!

Genuine Revival

I HAVE JU ST  BEEN M EDI­
TA TIN G  today on what it takes 
to see an old-fashioned revival.
God has visited our church once 
more with such an awakening. As
I study the factors which made 
for the success of this meeting, I 
am persuaded that they are these:

(1) A compassion on the part 
of the pastor to see an awakening 
in his church. As a consequence, 
every effort was put forth in the 
weeks immediately preceding the 
meeting to prepare the hearts of 
the people for revival. Much 
prayer and heart searching were requested, with 
special prayer meetings called.

(2) T he lay leadership of the church was chal­
lenged to assume the responsibility for spiritual 
leadership as well a.s conducting the business of 
the church and operating the church machinery. 
Could it be that in many of our churches these 
officials have no further concern than the adminis­
trative side of their work? A true revival must be 
promoted by members of the church board, Sunday 
school teachers, and other lay leaders.

(3) A faithful ministry of God’s Word. Rev. 
George Brannon—may God bless him —answered 
this demand in every way. He put the old gospel 
plow down deep, with the anointing of God upon 
him in every message, and the W ord of God was 
mightily used to bring conviction to needy hearts. 
He did not make an altar call until the last Friday 
night of the revival. W hen he did, it was not diffi­
cult to get seekers, and the altar services were 
characterized by definite seeking and definite vic­
tories. T he closing Sunday witnessed a mighty 
moving of the Spirit of God in old-time power 
and conviction, with great altar services both m orn­
ing and evening.

(4) T he people, in answer to the call of the 
evangelist, entered into the ministry of interces­
sory prayer and fasting, with some fifty members 
pledging to pray an hour each day, and twenty-five 
or more promising to fast one meal a day. Each 
evening at seven o'clock there was a great volume 
of prayer ascending in behalf of the evening ser­
vice. Prayer and fasting is still the price of spiritual 
power and victory.

(5) Spirit-filled singing had a big place in the 
success of this meeting. Professor J. Byron Crouse, 
and his wife, led the singing, and it was truly 
heaven-blessed. T he congregation often broke forth 
in shouts of victory, with the choir leading the 
way. Singing with the Crouses is an unforgettable 
experience.

(6) And now, lest any should think that the 
pastor is taking any praise or glory, let it be said 
that most of this happened during his absence.

He was called away on Sunday night before the 
revival began, by serious illness and death in the 
family, and did not get back until Thursday night 
of the last week. Lay leadership carried on so 
remarkably in the person of our Sunday school 
superintendent, Mr. Budd Briggs, that the pastor 
was hardly necessary. How blessed is that local 
church where laymen rise to the occasion and carry 
on the work!

God forbid that we should ever get back into 
the same old ru t again. We expect the church to 
move on with great power and outreach in the days 
to come because of this awakening.

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"Moses Was Rather for Dying Where He Stood 
Than to Go One Step Without God“

This is the way Pilgrim’s Progress states Exodus 
33:15: “And he said unto  him, If thy presence go 
not with me, carry us not up hence.” These words 
come from the lips of Moses and are spoken to 
God. Moses preferred to die where he was than 
to go one step w ithout God. How much I need to 
ponder this text; and the same may be said of you. 
I ’m afraid we’re not insistent enough on having 
the presence of God, whether we are alone working 
for Him  or in church worshiping Him. We must 
have His presence, or failure will surely be the 
outcome. Moses wasn’t mistaken in what he said. 
He knew that he could not accomplish the ob­
jectives which were before him  without the presence 
of God.

Moses might be called “Moses the Great.” Many 
would rate him as the greatest of all hum an beings 
in the Bible. He was a lawgiver, writer, poet, 
leader, scholar, general, and an emancipator. In 
fact he was one of the most versatile men who 
has ever lived. He was born in a godly home and 
reared in the faith of his fathers. He also had 
the opportunity of securing the best in mental 
understanding and training which Egypt’s royalty 
afforded in that day. Added to this he had the 
years of meditation and study in the desert, where 
his spiritual life w?as developed as he grew in the 
knowledge of the God of his fathers. T o  these 
advantages were added unusual natural gifts of 
mind and body. Nevertheless Moses knew that 
without the presence of the Almighty One he and 
his people would fail. “Moses was rather for dying 
where he stood, than to go one step without God.”

Are there things you think you can do without 
God? How much do you pray before you preach? 
How much do you pray before you attem pt to 
lead prayer meeting? How much do you pray be­
fore you go after a soul? How constantly do you

feel your dependence upon God? How sure are 
you that you can do nothing tha t’s worthwhile 
in a Christian way w ithout God? T ra in ing  is a 
wonderful asset, and gifts of nature are greatly 
to be desired, bu t none of these things take the 
place of God. Oh, for a new dependence upon God 
on the part of each one of us! He, and He alone, 
<an save the day for any church, local or general!

Safety Plus!
Brinks, Incorporated, started in Chicago in 1859. 

It was a horse-and-buggy affair at first. Now, of 
course, all of their business in collecting money 
from stores, transferring money from banks to 
stores, and handling valuables, is done with ar­
mored trucks. They claim to have as nearly a ban­
dit-proof autom obile as could be made. This ar­
mored truck has ventilating systems which can 
stave off the ill effects of tear gas; all glass is bullet­
proof; the trucks have second fuel ignition and 
siren switches which can be operated from the rear 
seat, where a man is always stationed. If the driver 
is overpowered, the ignition of the car can be turned 
off and the siren can be turned on from the back. 
These armored trucks cost from $7,500 to $25,000. 
They handle about one billion dollars each day. 
T he drivers are expert marksmen; they know how­
to shoot as well as bandits do. T he company 
offers a large reward to any employee for killing, 
wounding, or capturing a bandit. T he company 
does not hide the fact that it has been necessary 
at times for these rewards to be paid. I t is no 
surprise, then, that Brinks, Incorporated, claims 
that no one who has ever used their service has 
lost anything in the way of money or valuables 
which have been trusted to their care. “Safety 
Plus” as to that which is placed in their custody 
might well be their slogan.
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But we can’t get nearly so far along as we’d like 
to in this m atter of “safety” when it comes to 
human life, or hum an souls. Brinks has given us 
an almost foolproof method for taking care of our 
valuables as they are transferred from place to

place, but we have found no rule whereby we can 
guarantee hum an life or the salvation of hum an 
souls. T his is especially true since atomic and 
hydrogen bombs have come into our world and 
some of them are owned or controlled by wicked 
men. Life for all of us has become more precarious 
than ever. Nobody can guarantee that tomorrow 
will not bring a world catastrophe. T he means 
for the destruction of hum anity are already within 
our grasp, and there are men who are wicked 
enough to use them. Further, they m ight explode 
them even now, if they thought they could beat 
the other nations to it, and thereby dominate the 
world w ithout destroying themselves.

Men love safety and security; they hate the 
hazardous, the precarious. But as there is no fool­
proof way of making physical life absolutely safe, 
so there is no foolproof way of making spiritual 
life on this globe absolutely safe. “Eternal security” 
is a farce; for so long as men live in this world 
they are on probation, they are free moral agents— 
they can choose to break with God, and break 
with Him  forever. And, sad to say, there are some 
who will sell their souls for a “mess of pottage” ; 
some who do it even after they have come to 
know Christ and have served H im  for years.

There may be “safety plus” in some realms, 
such as the business of Brinks, Incorporated, but 
there isn't “safety plus” physically, morally, and 
spiritually so long as we are in this world. We 
need to keep our eyes open, we need to walk 
circumspectly, and see to it that we don’t fall by 
the way before the crown of righteousness is won!

The Past and the Present Meet
Armed Forces’ Day was fittingly celebrated by 

Kansas Citians at Richards-Gebauer Air Force Base 
on Saturday, May 23. Many interesting events 
were on the program. However, one especially 
caught my attention as I read the account of what 
happened. T his was a race between a covered 
wagon and an air-force plane. In  that race, one 
sees the past and the present meet. Both the

covered wagon and tne air-torce plane started at 
the same time, 1:00 p.m. T he plane made a round 
trip to N orth Platte, Nebraska—a total of one 
thousand miles. It arrived back at the air-force 
base at 2:30 p.m. I t beat the covered wagon! But 
you ask, “How far did the covered wagon travel?” 
Its round-trip distance was only four miles. It 
took longer to travel four miles than it took the 
air-force plane to fly one thousand miles. An 
interesting fact about this race was that the cov­
ered wagon and the airplane kept in touch with 
each other by radio. Each knew how the other 
was getting along on the journey.

This race gives us a pretty good picture of the 
changes which have taken place in our wrorld in 
the past one hundred years. This is only one 
illustration of these changes. Materially, economi­
cally, and from the standpoint of achievements in 
the way of inventions we have made rapid strides 
in the last hundred years. We are living in a 
changing world. Let us not forget this—a world 
which is moving ahead very fast in many realms.

I was bom  into a different world from the one
I live in now. T he world one hundred years from 
now will be very different from the world the 
teen-ager is living in today. No one can forecast 
how changed the circumstances will be. Amid all 
this variation let us remember that hum an nature 
remains essentially the same. Man needs God today 
as much as he has ever needed Him, and he will 
need God tomorrow—and one hundred years from 
now, if Jesus tarries—as much as he needs Him 
today. Let’s hope that by then more people will 
be ready to adm it this need, and not only be ready 
to adm it it, bu t to seek help from God in personal 
salvation.

These changes are bound to make some dif­
ference in all of our lives. We must turn down 
the differences which would conflict with our 
proper moral and spiritual development; not to 
do this will mean that we will commit suicide, 
morally and spiritually. On the other hand it 
will also mean moral and spiritual suicide if we 
fail to make as many of these changes our allies 
as we possibly can. If we come short as to the 
latter we can just as easily commit suicide, morally 
and spiritually, as if we refused to avoid the vari­
ations wTe should evade.

There never was a time when men should be 
more alert to the dangers which beset their path­
way—Christians especially—than today; and also 
there never was an age when men ought to be 
as alert to the possibilities that are before them in 
the present. We must not be backward-looking 
where we should be forward-looking; we must not
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be caught in the devil’s trap, either by the slowness 
of our apprehension of the potentialities for the 
advancement of the gospel that are before us, or 
by failure to perceive the hindrances to its ad­
vancement which may be m ultiplied all about us.

T his is a complex and difficult day and will 
become more complex and more difficult, bu t it 
it not an impossible day. God is still on the throne 
and, with the people who are really consecrated 
to Him and to His service, the victory can be won!

A N ation U nder God
S c r i p t u r e : Deuteronom y 4—12 (P rin t­

ed: Deuteronom y 7:6-11; 8:17-19; 11:1)

G o l d e n  T e x t : Therefore thou shalt 
love the Lord thy God, and keep his 
charge, and his statutes, and his ju d g ­
ments, and his com m andm ents, alway 
(Deuteronom y 11:1).

A Chosen People: T h e  people of 
Ju d ah  received a scries of compliments 
stem m ing from  their rela tionsh ip  with 
the Lord. T hese com m endable features 
were: (1) they were a holy people;
(2) they were the chosen of the Lord;
(3) they were given a special task to 
perform  th a t would glorify the Lord. 
We always consider that the Lord is no 
rcspectcr of persons. However, these 
words indicate th a t He is pa rtia l to those 
who are partia l to H im . T h e  clue to 
reconciling these two propositions is that 
the Lord is anxious for everybody to be 
partial to Him , so He can bestow His 
richest blessings upon all alike. T h is 
ru le  applies to the present as well as the 
past. If the Lord seems to have favor­
ites, it is because somebody favors the 
Lord w ith his devotion and love more 
th an  another. Each of us may have 
these three characteristics, namely: (1) 
be holy; (2) be chosen; (3) be set 
ap art for a divine mission. If we will 
pay the price and meet the conditions, 
we will dem onstrate to the Lord how 
m uch we prefer His will to anything else 
in life. He, in  turn , will give us His 
best.

A Clear-cut Purpose: T h e  Lord rates 
quality  above quan tity  in working out 
H is designs. In  this instance, the state­
m ent was m ade th a t the Lord did not 
choose Ju d ah  because it was the largest 
and most powerful nation. On the con­
trary, it was the smallest of the nations. 
However, it was loved by the Lord; it 
was favored by the Lord; it was guided

by the  Lord. T h e  Lord is clear-cut in 
the declaration of H is affections and 
purposes for a group when it is worthy 
of His interests. He will show His 
m ighty hand  when He desires to accom­
plish His designs. He goes “all o u t” in 
His effort to be helpfu l to those who 
arc worthy of His assistance.

A Covenant Pact: T h e  Lord is not 
slack concerning His promises. W hen 
He makes a covenant, o r commits h im ­
self to a proposition, H e fulfills the 
contract to the letter. H e is faithfu l

to keep H is word w ithou t even a shadow 
of tu rn ing . T h ere  has never been one 
instance w here the L ord m ade a cove­
nan t and then  changed H is m ind  about 
following th rough  on its provisions.

fulfills His promises; H e stands by His 
word.

He expects the party  of the second 
part (Judah, us) to “love him  and 
keep his com m andm ents” (v. 9 ) . Out 
of this m utua l agreem ent emerges a 
working re lationship th a t brings genuine 
returns to all parties concerned.

A Cautioning Proposition: Many m is­
understandings occur when the problem  
as to “who gets the cred it” is under 
consideration. If the proposition will 
bring honor and acclaim, then  everybody 
is ready to take the credit. If it in ­
volves discredit or blam e, then  nobody 
wants to be associated w ith it. W hen 
everything is going along at an even 
keel, and no difficult crises are in  the 
making, it is easy for us to assume credit 
for everything. We say in  ou r hearts, 
"My power and the m ight of m ine hand 
hath gotten me this . . .” (8:17). 
(Many people boast th a t they are self- 
made. T his usually proves th a t a lot 
of unskilled labor went in to  th e ir b u ild ­
ing program.)

One of the m ajor lessons to be learned 
in this business of living is th a t of the 
stewardship of life. We m ust rem ind 
ourselves often of this proposition: 
"Thou shalt rem em ber the Lord thy 
God: for it is he th a t giveth thee 
power to get” the things th a t equ ip  us 
for living.

O T h e  British are concerned over the 
large num ber of suicides in universities, 
especially the older in stitu tions—Cam ­
bridge and Oxford. T h is is revealed in 
the leading article of the British M edical 
Journal by Sir Alan Rooks of the U n i­
versity of Cambridge. T h e  suicide rate 
among m en ages 20 to 24 is five times 
h igher at Oxford than  for the general 
population . T h e  article also disclosed 
t hat  suicide at Yale University is the 
second most frequent cause of student 
death , a lthough the Yale ra te  is far 
below that of the English universities.
•  An American Episcopal bishop has 
been nam ed to a powerful place in the 
world wide Anglican com m union and 
will serve as executive officer of a global 
family of forty m illion Christians. T h e  
Rt. Rev. Steven Bain, Jr., of Olympia, 
W ashington, is the first American named 
to be a top-level, in ternational prelate 
in Anglicanism.
•  T h e  116th successor to St. M ark as 
pope and patriarch  of Egypt's ancient 
Coptic church was chosen recently—bv 
lot. A five-year-old boy pulled the 
nam e ou t of an envelope which held 
the names of three candidates who had 
polled most votes in an earlier election.

•  Reinforcem ents have moved in  to 
help Pvt. Jam es T . M erritt in his battle  
against taking an army polio shot, be­
cause of “his church beliefs.” Senator 
Estes Kefauver, Tennessee Democrat, and 
the Tennessee soldier's home town pas­
tor, both went to bat for M erritt. T h e  
soldier's superiors a t Fort Sam Houston 
m eanwhile ordered h im  to stop dis­
cussing his troubles w ith newsmen.
•  According to the Neio York Times, 
eighty ou t of one hundred  sixty-seven 
L utheran  congregations th a t responded 
to a poll reported  th a t their churches 
are interracial. Fifty o ther congrega­
tions suggested they were interested in 
in terracial m em bership, b u t were in 
homogenous neighborhoods. T h e  in te r­
racial churches have in  their m em ber­
ship whites, Negroes, Puerto  Ricans, 
Chinese, Japanese, Indonesians, and 
Am erican Indians. T h e  rep o rt agreed 
that no m em bership should be m ade on 
the basis of race, bu t went on to say 
that “ the fact rem ains th a t distinctions 
are made, and it is well to be aware of 
them  if we are to help  overcome them .”

Easter in Brazil
Greetings from Brazil, where Easter 

comes at the end of a ho t sum m er when 
most of the flowers are dried  up, and 
there is little  to rem ind you of the 
Resurrection, such as the  spring brings 
in the States.

T h ere  were m any processions du ring  
Holy W eek to rem ind us of the Cross 
and C hrist’s suffering. On Good Friday 
we saw effigiei of Judas Iscariot hung  
in trees o r on poles. C hildren would 
beat the dum m y figures w ith sticks and 
proclaim  th e ir anger a t Judas for hav­
ing betrayed Christ. From  Friday m orn­
ing until Saturday afternoon, someone 
would constantly guard the effigy lest 
ano ther come and steal it away. Finally, 
after being beaten un til it practically 
comes apart, the effigy is burned  on

Saturday afternoon. Friday afternoon 
and evening an image of C hrist is placed 
in  a glass coffin and is placed at the 
a lta r of the R om an church where folk 
may file by and view it, as though view­
ing the rem ains of a departed  one at a 
funeral. Money is placed beside the 
coffin as the people pass by and give 
their offerings. All the saints and 
images in the church are covered with 
cloth on Good Friday, denoting m o u rn ­
ing. Saturday at m idnigh t a procession 
makes its way th rough  the streets of the 
town celebrating the beginning of Easter. 
But the  whole emphasis of Holy Week 
and its activities seems to be on the dead 
Christ—the suffering Christ.

We Nazarenes w anted to have a part 
in w orshiping the risen Christ, the tr i ­
um phan t Christ, our Redeem er. W hat 
m ore practical way could we do it than 
by giving an  offering of love to Him  
for world evangelism? So instead of 
placing money beside a coffin, we placed 
what we could in envelopes for m is­
sions. T his, ou r first Easter offering in 
Brazil, was small, b u t we expect to see 
it grow in years to come.—G l a d y s  M o s - 
t f .l l i  r ,  Brazil.

God's Incognitos
“ G od’s incognitos”—a phrase used to­

day by the literary  critics to identify a 
type fam iliar in m odern fiction: the 
character (usually a sim ple-m inded, 
sim ple-hearted soul) who in an evil, 
sensual environm ent is all innocence, 
gentleness, endurance, good will, and so 
to the symbol hun ters—stands as a type 
of Christ, who d id  “no violence, neither 
was any deceit in his m ou th .” “ God's 
incognitos,” God u n d e r an assumed 
name, God in disguise, God walking 
abou t in  hu m an  shape unknow n—the 
phrase is provocative and raises a ques­
tion: "W h at does God need by way of 
an incognito?” W hat are some of the 
incognitos th a t He needs filled? (Isaiah 
53:9.)
M onday:

God needs someone in the world today 
to show questioning, confused men and 
women w hat He is like: all mercy, 
patience, hope, love, holiness. He needs

In  I John  2:15 w e read, “Love no t the w orld, ne ither the th ings th a t are in  
the  world. I f  any m an  love the w orld, the love o f the F ather is no t in  h im .” 
Does th is m ean  tha t there is no th ing  in  the w orld w hich w e can love?

W e m ust rem em ber th a t in Jo h n ’s 
w ritings the term  world is used in at 
least three ways. First, world means the 
sinful world, o r the things in the world 
which are unquestionably sinful; second, 
this word world means the physical 
universe—earth , sun, moon, and stars; 
and th ird , world means the present 
order of existence or this present life. 
These three  differences are b rough t out 
very clearly in the seventeenth chapter 
of Jo h n ’s Gospel. H ere in  speaking of 
His disciples, Jesus says; “T hey are not 
of the world, even as I am not of the 
w orld” (John 17:14, 16) . Jesus also 
speaks of world as the physical universe 
(17:5, 2-1). Again, H e uses the  word 

world in describing this present order 
of existence, or the life which we are 
all now living, w hether saints or sinners.

W orld is used in this sense in Jo h n  17, 
verses 11, 12, and 13. H ere He speaks of 
H is disciples as being in the world, that 
is. in this present life, or o rder of exist­
ence. In  the light of these distinctions, 
we are not to love anything which is sin­
ful, the world, as the sinful w orld—lying, 
stealing, gam bling, d rinking intoxicating 
liquors, and m any o ther things which 
could be m entioned. T h e  verse which 
you ask about bars loving the world in 
this m eaning, b u t not the physical u n i­
verse to the extent th a t we appreciate 
the beauties of nature , nor this present 
life, or order of existence, in  the sense 
th a t we enjoy living and thank God for 
this privilege. W e do not have to hate 
this life which God has given us or, on 
the o ther hand, desire to die in  order 
to live righteously.

In  Ecclesiastes 12:14 w e read, “For God shall bring every  w o rk  in to  judg ­
m en t, w ith  every  secret th ing, w hether it be good, or w hether it  be evil.” 
W hen w e tu rn  to the Lord and repen t and our sins have been covered by  
the Blood, w ill these evil deeds be brought against us in  the Judgm ent?

No. Once a sin has been covered by against us again.
(he Blood, th a t sin will never be brought

I  cannot 
tell you exactly where hell is; and I 
hope th a t through the good mercy of 
Jesus C hrist I shall never know where 
hell is.

R ecently  during  a B ible s tu d y  period, the fo llow ing sta tem en t was m ade, 
“God is obligated to speak to m an  once during  his life tim e.” Is this sta te­
m en t true? I f  so, please give som e scriptures on th is subject.

T his tru th  m igh t be looked a t from 
different angles—Is God obligated to do 
this because of His prom ise or promises, 
His provision through Christ, or the 
very n a tu re  of His character? I cannot 
be sure just w hat you have in m ind or 
w hat the person who m ade the sta te­
m ent to which you refer had in m ind. 
However, there are certainly senses in 
which this statem ent would be true. 
Jo h n  3:16 m ight be quoted  here. If 
God so loved the world th a t He gave 
His only begotten Son to save men, it

would seem th a t this same love would 
obligate Him  to in  some way inform  
every m an about this provision. John  
1:9 certainly suggests this—th at God, by 
some means, lets every m an know about 
the L ight th a t has come in to  the world. 
Also, the first and second chapters of 
Rom ans indicate th a t all m en are given 
some understanding of the tru th . God 
would be u n just if He did not give 
every m an some awakening as to his 
need as a sinner, at least once in a life­
time.

DR. W. A. CARTER

Dr. W. A. Carter, Nazarene evangelist, died 
March 29, in Leavenworth, Kansas, at the age of 
sixty-three. He had just closed a revival meeting 
in the Leavenworth church and was to begin an­
other one in Kansas City Wornall Church on Mon­
day night. He had a heart attack shortly after 
retiring and quickly went to be with his Lord.
