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(Proclaimed by President George Washington on October 3, 1789)

Whereas it is the duty of all Nations to acknowledge the providence of 
Almighty God, to obey his will, to be grateful for his benefits, and humbly 
to implore his protection and favor, and Whereas both houses of Congress have 
by their joint committees requested me to recommend to the People “of the 
United States a day of public thanksgiving and prayer to be observed by 
acknowledging with grateful hearts the many signal favors of Almighty God, 
especially by affording them an opportunity to establish a form of government 

for their safety and happiness.”
Now therefore do I recommend and assign Thursday the 26th. day of No­

vember next to be devoted by the People of these States to the service of that great 
glorious Being, who is the beneficent Author of all the good that was, that is, 
or that will be. That we may then unite in rendering unto him our sincere 
and humble thanks for his kind care and protection of the People of this country 
previous to their becoming a Nation, for the signal and manifold mercies, and 
the favorable interpositions of his Providence, which we experienced in the 
course and conclusion of the late war, for the great degree of tranquility, union 
and plenty, which we have enjoyed, for the peaceable and rational manner in 
which we have been enabled to establish a constitution of Government for 
our safety and happiness, and particularly for the national One now lately 
instituted for civil and religious liberty with which we are blessed, and the 
means we have of acquiring and diffusing useful knowledge and in general 
for all the great and various favors which he hath been pleased to confer upon us.

And also that we may then unite in most humbly offering our prayers 
and supplications to the great Lord and Ruler of Nations and beseech Him 
to pardon our national and other transgressions, to enable us all, whether 
in public or private stations, to perform our several and relative duties properly 
and punctually, to render our national government a blessing to all the People, 
by being a government of wise, just and constitutional laws, discreetly and 
faithfully executed and obeyed, to protect all Sovereigns and Nations (especially 
such as have shown kindness unto us) and to bless them with good government, 
peace and concord. To promote the knowledge and practice of true religion 
and virtue, and the increase of science among them and us, and generally to 
grant such a degree of temporal prosperity as he alone knows best.

Given under my hand at the City of New York the third day of October 

in the year of our Lord 1789.

In 1620, the year the Pilgrims landed at Plym­

outh, George wrote—
Thou that hast given so much to us,
Give one thing more—a grateful heart.

The Bible says, “In  every thing give thanks” 
(I Thessalonians 5:18). Do I do that? Do you? 
Thanksgiving all the time, not only in the home, 

but in the heart.
Thankful for what? First, for our country.
Have you ever stopped to think what it means 

to live in the most prosperous country in the world? 
Have you ever paused to thank God for this won­

derful privilege?
In front of our hotel in Athens a woman all 

dressed in black patted Mrs. Earle’s cheeks with 
both her rough hands, looked intensely into her 
face, and almost reverently repeated, “America! 
America!” Our bus stopped in the crowded bazaar 

at Cairo. Scores of eager Egyptians gathered 
quickly and gazed at us with awe and envy. Then 
again it came, “America, America!” Yes, America 

—the word that spells paradise in the Middle East.
Just outside the walls of Old Jerusalem we 

walked from the Virgin’s Fountain to the Pool of 
Siloam. A teen-age boy followed us, eager for con­
versation. “Please, could you give me a book?” 
It was a startling change from the constant cry for 
“baksheesh.” Mrs. Earle stopped to question him. 
Yes, he knew how to read English. He had learned 
at the Friends School, in nearby Ramallah. But he 
had no books, no magazines—nothing to read. Mrs. 
Earle gladly wrote down his address and, on our 
return, sent him books about Christ. He promised 
to read to all who would listen.

God, give us grateful hearts for the thousands of 
good books available to us free of charge in our 
public libraries. In America it seems we have 
everything. But are we thankful? O God, forgive 
us for our besetting sin of ingratitude.

Near Bethlehem, where Christ was born, we 
visited an Arab refugee camp. Six thousand peo­
ple were there, crowded into cramped quarters that 
were utterly inadequate for the cold winter weather 
in the hills. Pneumonia and tuberculosis were tak­
ing their toll, in spite of Dr. Lambie’s mercy hos­
pital nearby. We saw an old United States Army

pup tent, made for two soldiers, with a family of 
eight living in it. Was there room for all of them 
to lie down on the cold ground at the same time? 
It didn’t look so. We thought of our own com­
fortable, spacious home and our hearts ached.

Are we thankful for our country? We should be!

Second, we should be thankful for our church, 
with its wide-open doors and its warm welcome 
awaiting us each week.

It was Christmas, 1950. A group of Nazarenes 
gathered in a Salvation Army hall outside the old, 
imperial walls of Rome. How they sang—as only 
Italians can sing! Then they testified. Dear Brother 
Del Rosso sat beside me and interpreted. One 
woman rose to her feet and told how God had 
answered their prayers. Her wayward daughter, 
who had gone into deep sin, had just returned 
home. We joined in the rejoicing. Then we gave 
a simple message. A few young people nodded and 
smiled as we spoke each sentence in English. The 
majority watched and waited. Then their faces 
lighted, too, as the sentence was translated into 
Italian. “Amen” (pronounced Ah-main) and “Al­
leluia” burst from their lips. Some Russian refu­
gees, who had fled from atheistic communism, 
rejoiced as the message was interpreted for them. 
I left the service with a heart overflowing with grati­
tude. Thank God for the Church of the Nazarene!

But most of all we should be thankful for our 
Christ. If Christ had not come, we would not have 
our wonderful country in which to live and our 
more wonderful church in which to worship. It is 
He who has made it all possible.

The Apostle Paul wrote, “Thanks be unto God 
for his unspeakable gift” (II Corinthians 9:15). 
That sentiment ought to find an echo in our grate­
ful hearts every day we live. No matter how severe 
the lest, no matter how dark the night, no matter 
how utterly alone we may feel, this is our never- 
ceasing ground for thanksgiving.

Can we fail to be thankful at this Thanksgiving 
season? While the world about us majors on the 
material aspects of the season, let us take time 
to tell God how thankful we are—for our country, 
for our church, for our Christ.

(II Corinthians 9:15).
Paul’s writings personify gratefulness. Thirty- 

four times he gives thanks or encourages others to 
be grateful. I learn from Paul some of the things 
for which I should be thankful.

Paul was ever grateful for the reality of personal 
salvation. It was difficult for him to understand 
how God could “enable,” that is, trust him with 
the glorious gospel. He marveled that he had 
“obtained mercy”; that God had saved him, the 
“chief” of sinners (I Timothy 1:11-17). He realized 
that in his case grace had been “exceeding abun­
dant.”

This gratefulness for salvation led to apprecia­
tion that others were included in God’s plan. He 
thanked God for the “faith” of the believers at 
Rome. When he saw some of them, he thanked 
God and took courage (Acts 28:15). He thanked 
God for the “grace” that was given the Corinthians. 
He never ceased to give thanks for the “faith and 
love” of the Ephesians. The Colossians had “faith” 
and “love” and “hope”; they “knew the grace of 
God in truth”; had with him been made “par­
takers of the inheritance of the saints in light.” 
Hence, he gave “thanks unto the Father” for them. 
He urged all to whom he wrote to follow his prac­
tice, “Be thankful.”

Divine proxndence was among the things for 
which Paul thanked God. In  the midst of a ship­
wreck, Paul and his companions in voyage gathered 
to eat bread and meat. God had appeared to him 
and said, “Be of good cheer: for there shall be no 
loss of any man’s life among you, . . .” (Acts 
27:21-36). Paul was grateful for this and many 
other divine providences in his life.

Paul was grateful for the assurance of victory in 
his conflicts with Satan. “Now thanks be unto

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God,” he declared, “which always causeth us to 
triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour 
of his knowledge by us in every place” (II Corin­
thians 2:14). Satan had tried to “get an advantage” 
of Paul, but he says, “A door was opened unto me 
of the Lord.” It looked like Satan would defeat 
him, but God always caused him to gain the upper 
hand.

Paul was a realist when it came to the problem 
of sin. By sin, death had entered the world. “The 
sting of death” was sin. But Christ had died for 
sin; hence Paul had no fear of the future. He was 
thankful for the final victory he ktiezv would be 
his at death. “Thanks be to God,” he wrote to the 
Corinthians, “which giveth us the victory” (over 
the presence and hence power of sin) “through our 
Lord Jesus Christ” (I Corinthians 15:57). “O 
death, where is thy sting?” (v. 55) Before he died, 
he could thank God for the victory he would feel 
in his soul when death placed its chilly hand upon 
him.

Underneath these areas of gratefulness was ap­
preciation for the One who made gratitude possi­
ble. Second Corinthians 9:15 tells us the source, 
“Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift” 
—an obvious reference to Christ. Because of this 
supreme Gift, Paul found release from his sin— 
salvation became a reality in his life. Likewise 
he saw its reality in the lives of others. It was “the 
Lord” who stood by him in his providences. It was 
“through Christ” he lost the fear of death. Paul 
had met and received God’s greatest Gift. That 
relationship resulted in a life of thanksgiving.

I want to join Paul this Thanksgiving season. 
I too am grateful for the fact of salvation from sin 
and the privilege of being His minister to others. 
I am grateful to God that He has saved others; 
now I have fellowship in the gospel. I thank God 
that to this day He has caused me to triumph over 
Satan. I thank God for His daily providences. He 
has surely watched over me in my journeys oft. 
I thank God that the “sting of death” has been 
cleansed. There is no fear of entering His presence.

The late Charles E. Jefferson once said: “Grati­
tude is one of the celestial plants which grow only 
in the soil of meditation. It is only when we lay 

our mind upon a mercy and allow it to lie there 
for a while that the mind passes into a grateful 
mood. It is when we run over the list of loving­
kindnesses which have been showered upon us 
that we become able to say, ‘Bless Jehovah, O my 
soul!’ ”

A young girl, a deaf-mute, was asked one day 
by her teacher to define gratitude. Many of us, if 
handicapped as she was, would have found it dif­
ficult to give any definition. This was her answer: 
“Gratitude is the memory of the heart.”

If we are to celebrate Thanksgiving Day truly, 
we must begin to think now. Thinking will issue 
in thanking! For thinking will cause memory to 
do its perfect work.

It was several years back that a prominent min­
ister, Dr. Roy L. Smith, escaped from an automo­
bile wreck, but suffered a broken neck and broken 
shoulder. Many long weeks of confinement in a 
hospital followed.

Later Dr. Smith related that one of the first 
things he learned, during that long period in which 
he had time to think, was the fact that all his life 
he had enjoyed a luxury of which he had been 
unaware. For during those weeks of lying there 
he had been unable to turn the slightest bit. “There 
were days,” he said, “when I would have been 
willing to give half my birthright, to be able to 
turn on my side and rest.” Then he added, “I 
decided right then, that the next time I was able 
to turn over in bed without assistance, I would 
really thank God for such a luxury.”

He told of how he was thrilled the first time 
he could feed himself, a blessing so common that 
many of us never think about it. He ended by 
saying, “The accident and hospital experience 
taught me to be thankful for many, many blessings 
I had almost forgotten. It has revealed God wait­
ing for me at a thousand corners.”

VVliat a thought to think on at this Thanksgiv­
ing season and at all times—God waiting for us 
at a thousand corners! We should think of all the 
small mercies, and forget all the small miseries. 
This kind of thinking will make us thankful!

Dorothy Thompson, columnist, lecturer, and 
writer of many articles, is wealthy today. But she 
recalls, in an article in the Rotarian several years 
ago, some things about her childhood. The family 
lived in a parsonage where there was 110 radio, and 
not always a bathroom. She had only two dresses, 
one for Sunday and one for every day. But in 
this article she paid tribute to her father, who 
“never got over the wonder of this new world, 
and brought up his children to be grateful, first, 
to be alive, life itself being a wonderful gift; and 
secondly to be happy to have been born in the 
widest, freest, most hopeful country on earth, and 
to believe in that country and to believe in work.” 
It seemed to him, she said, a cause for gratitude

a day, sufficient clothes to be decent, and that 
none of 11s were born crippled or congenital idiots.”

She went 011 to say in this article that whether 
the years were good or bad he always gave God a 
tenth of his one thousand or twelve hundred dol­
lars a year salary. “It was the constant expression 
of his gratitude for freedom, for work, for health,
. . . she said.

Paul tells us, “In  every thing give thanks: for 
this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning 
you” (I Thessalonians 5:18).

“In every thing and always” give thanks to God. 
From God conies every good and perfect gift. No 
one but God can make a grain of wheat, a lock 
of wool, or a ball of cotton. Our daily bread is 
made of flour; the flour is made of grain; the grain 
is raised in the fields of the farmers, where God 
gives the sunlight and the rain and the increase.

It is not enough that we give thanks on Thanks­
giving Day, but we ought to thank God every day. 
We ought to have a thankful spirit at all times, 
and give thanks to Him always.

In our materialistic and secularistic culture it 
is extremely easy to become utilitarian in our re­
ligion and thus regard God as primarily a Dis­
penser of things, objects, and comfortable stations 
in life. So we complacently thank God for fat 
turkeys, late model automobiles, and sleek- 
appearing furniture.

To be sure, one should be thankful for such 
material blessings. But if we thank God only for 
personal benefits derived from our religion or our 
nation, it is a far cry from the spirit of the Pilgrim 
fathers, who celebrated the first Thanksgiving in 
a minor key. For it was against a background of 
stark tragedy that the intrepid Pilgrims observed 
their day of Thanksgiving.

The bountiful harvest, as essential as it was to 
their continued existence, could not erase the 
memory of fifty new graves on the hillsides of 
Cape Cod. The rough new homes, as warm and 
snug as they were, could not shut out the haunting 
loneliness of the new land, so far from home. The 
friendship of the Indians, as welcome as it was, 
served as a poor substitute for the familiar faces 
three thousand miles away. Yet the Pilgrims cele­
brated the first Thanksgiving—even though in a 
minor key.

Only the courageous person can be truly thank­
ful. The whimpering coward can know only a 
sense of relief or a sense of escape. The scheming 
opportunist can experience only a sense of selfish 
triumph. But the man of courage, who dares to 
risk his security, his ease, or his life, can express 
eloquently and devoutly his sense of thanksgiving.

In the middle years of the twentieth century 
there is a need for those with the dauntless courage 
to be thankful for struggles, for insecurity, for 
overpowering ideals, for tensions, for unpopularity, 
and for a cause worth one’s life. For it is out of 
the lives of such sacrificial men and women that 

new kingdoms are hewn. And such stalwarts will 
eventually change their thanksgiving from the 
minor key to the major chord of endless thanks­
giving before God.

5,110 Young People

I'ttend ^lcazcirene C ^ o  d e c k e d !

A banner enrollment this school year of 5,110 
young people is reported tor the eight Nazarene 
colleges and the Nazarene Theological Seminary.

Registrars’ reports, compiled at the seventh edu­
cational conference of the denomination held re­
cently at Trevecca Nazarene College, Nashville, 
Tennessee, showed that three colleges had more 
than 900 students each, representing 10 per cent 
increases. Trevecca, with 458 college students, 

marked up a 22 per cent increase.
Colleges with the largest enrollments were: 

Pasadena, 9(30: Olivet, 951; and Bethany, 919.
Other enrollments on the college level were: 

Northwest Nazarene College, 599; Eastern Naza- 
rene College, 5fi6: Trevecca, 158; Canadian, fiO: 

and British Isles, 20.
The Seminary enrollment was 168, an increase 

ot 1 student. However, it had 53 new students, an 
increase of 20 per cent over last year.

The total enrollment of 5,110 included a few 
hundred students on the high school level.

Altogether, the total represented an increase of 
■?71 students, or 7.2 per cent, over the 1958-59 

school year.

Bethany listed students from 38 states, although 
41 per cent were from Oklahoma. E.N.C. had 43 
foreign students, N.N.C. had 12, and Olivet had 8.

E.N.C. officials told about the official opening 
on September 29 of their new 8526,000 Shrader 

Hall science building.
Pasadena, on October 9, dedicated a new student 

commons building, additions to Klassen and Good­
win dormitories, and a president’s home.

At Northwest Nazarene College construction has 
started on a brick dormitory for 120 women. 
N.N.C.’s peak total enrollment includes its largest 
freshman class of 226 and a senior class totaling 

119, also the largest in history.
C.N.C. has sold its eleven-acre site at Red Deer, 

Alberta, and the administration is considering re­
location of the institution in a city nearer the 
geographical center of Canada.

At Trevecca, a second building for commercial 
use is near completion. Site for the new library 
has been surveyed and some steel delivered. The 
president’s home is completed and the former home 
is serving as a dormitory annex.—N a z a r f n f . I n f o r ­

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The Ever-present PROBLEM

confronted with problems that challenge us to 
find a solution.

The 
problems necessitate our being here. If there were 
no problems, there would be no need of our exist­
ence. If there were nothing to take our time and 
attention, life would be a drab affair. Our prob­
lems become a challenge to us and have a tendency 
to bring out the best that is in us.

The work of the church presents many problems. 
It has always been so. It was true with the Early 
Church. The path of those ministers and laymen 
was literally strewn with problems. The centuries 
have rolled by, but time has not eliminated the 
problems; there is seemingly no end to the chain. 
Some problems are easily solved, but now and 
then we are confronted with a real problem, one 
that gives us real concern and one that pulls on 
our mental and spiritual make-up.

In  the church, many people look on the finances 
as the outstanding problem; others major on the 
attendance problem. Quite often a new building 
is needed and that becomes a problem. Now and 
then the spiritual element in the church is sure 
that the spiritual problem is the one all-important. 
We are ready to agree that these and many others 
are problems in the church. As to which is the 
most important, there is naturally a difference of 

opinion.
Looking back over the years, and after thought­

ful consideration, the writer is convinced that none 

of the problems mentioned above constitutes the 
major or the outstanding problem with which our 

people are confronted.
Our number one problem always has been, is 

now, and ever shall be the MAN probleml With 
all due reverence, this has been the problem that 
has confronted God from the beginning. In those

antediluvian days, when God decided to bring a 
flood upon the earth, there was the problem of 
saving seed in order to start a new era, and He 
chose Noah. When God wanted a chosen people, 
He went to Ur of the Chaldees and found 
Abram. When the time came to keep His promise 
that He had made to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, 
to deliver the children of Israel from Egyptian 
bondage, God went out to the desert and called 
Moses. God is dependent on human leadership to 
carry out His plans in the earth. Immediately fol­
lowing Pentecost, God had to depend upon the 
disciples, Stephen, Barnabas, the Apostle Paul, and 
scores of other men who proved to be leaders. In 
the more modern times God looked to Luther, 
Knox, Huss, Wesley, Bresee, and thousands of 
others who have blazed trails, started revival fires, 
and built the kingdom of God in the earth.

The problem in most of the churches is to find 
a pastor, the man who can succeed. When the 
man is found, the other problems are soon solved. 
The finances may give the church much concern, 
but find the right man for leader and the problem 
disappears. Time and again we have seen a church 
struggle to meet its financial obligations. Then a 
new man takes over and, with the same people 
and under the same circumstances, he is able to 
inspire faith, get the confidence of the people, and 
solve the financial problem.

The right man as pastor will solve the attendance 
problem. One man may preach to a few members 
and an occasional visitor. Then a new pastor 
comes—makes friends, blesses the people with his 
preaching, and “rings the bell!” The empty pews 
begin to fill. One man has made the difference.

Yes, you say, but our problem is a lack of spiritu­
ality. We are in a rut; wre have the people, the 
money, and a good building, but we are dead, dry, 
and lifeless. The services are cold and formal. Here 
the fault is not with the people, but rather with 
the leader. A nonspiritual pastor will not have a 
spiritual people. Show me a spiritual pastor and, 
in time, he will have a spiritual people. It may 
take him longer to solve this problem than some 
others, but with a fire in the pulpit there soon 

will be fire in the pews.
Dear Lord, give us men! Give us men with 

wisdom, faith, and a compassion for souls. Give 
us men with a do-or-die determination to win men 
to Christ and build our beloved Zion, men who 
will do their level best and trust God to perform 
miracles in this twentieth century.

Recently I heard a dear saint of God pray, “Lord, 
send new people in to our little church.” She was 
in earnest as she pleaded with God to “send in” 
recruits to build up the church which was so near 
to her heart.

However, the Lord did not say to pray the Father 
to “send in” people, but rather to pray the Father 
to “send out” workers. The fields are ripe for the 
harvest. Workers are needed now. This is the 
time to pray God to burden the hearts of Chris­
tians to go out into the harvest fields.

When we pray, “Send them in,” we put the 
responsibility to reach new people on God. Jesus 
put it on us. He said, “Pray ye therefore the Lord 
. . . that he will send forth labourers” (Matthew 
9:38) : “Go . . . and compel them to come in” 
(Luke 14:23) ; “I sent you” (John 4:38) ; “I send 
you forth” (Matthew 10:16); and, “As ye go, 
preach” (Matthew 10:7).

There 

are those who are careless, awkward, whose mus­

cular activity is not unusual, who would have taken 

much longer to do what he did, and perhaps would 

have hit a car 01 two in doing the job. This might 

have happened in spite of the fact that they had 

had quite a bit of practice, because they just didn’t 

have natural ability for this type of work. There 

are people who ran learn to drive a car better than 

others. This is one reason why we have so many 

dangerous people on the highways—some people are 

not really built to live in this automobile age—it’s 

too fast and demands too much dexterity.

But this man, as I have already indicated, had 

natural ability, and he had had practice in parking 

cars. No man, however much he might have been 

naturally endowed for this kind of employment, 

could have done it as well as he did if he had not 

had considerable experience in driving a car before.

It is a pleasure to watch anybody do anything 

with distinction. What a delight it is to hear some­

one preach who can preach well! He indicates by 

his preaching that he has prepared for what he is 

doing, through much effort and long service. He 

stands before the congregation with the blessing of 

God upon him and speaks as a prophet, with a 

prophet’s burden and a prophet’s vision, with in­

spiration. The people hear and are moved. He 

is “a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, 

rightly dividing the word of truth” (II Timothy 

2:15). It is stimulating and inspiring to watch a 

Sunday school superintendent, a layman, efficiently 

lead a Sunday school forward, whether small or 

large.

There are those who are masters at the business 

of teaching, or as physicians, or as attorneys, me­

chanics—God bless every' one of them.

We have two little shoes on a table in our bed­

room.

However, they are not 

where they were when I discovered them the morn­

ing after my son and his wife and their four chil­

dren had left. I found them on the floor in the 

kitchen up against the front of the gas range. They 

were together, but one was facing one way and 

the other in the opposite direction. I thought as 

I looked at them, That’s a pretty good representa­

tion of what some people are trying to do, morally 

and religiously. They are attempting to go in 

opposite directions at the same time. One of those 

shoes was pointed north, the other south. It 

woidd have been impossible for my grandson to 

walk away in both directions; he would have had 

to go in one direction or the other.

How very true this is as to one’s moral and re­

ligious life! He can’t go both ways at the same 

rime. He can't go north and south with the same 

movement. He must make a choice and go one 

way or the other. Our feet have to move along 

together in the same direction, and so must you 

move either toward sin or toward righteousness, 

from the moral and spiritual standpoint. However 

much you may try to do otherwise, there lies the 

only possibility. You can’t hold on to the world 

with one hand and on to God with the other. We 

can’t have salvation and sin at the same time.

Jesus himself said, “Ye cannot serve God and 

mammon” (Matthew f>:24). You may serve God or 

you may serve mammon, but you can’t serve God 

and mammon; the emphasis is on the “and.” When 

it comes to the matter of religion, we all stand at 

the forks of the road; we must take one way or the 

other way.

Footsteps of Livingstone
D r a m a t ic  N e w  F i l m  o n  A f r ic a  

The sharp contrast between the stir­
ring, restless, and awakening Congo of 
today and the dark regions of Africa 
only a century ago is vividly portrayed

in the American Bible Society's newest 
motion picture, "Footsteps of Living­

stone.”
This new, 28-minute film in Techni­

color, planned to coincide with the 1959- 
GO study theme on Africa, is now avail­
able to churches.

The diaries of the famed London mis­
sionary, David Livingstone, are used as 
the thread to tie the habits of the two 
centuries together.

Alongside the growing demand for 
the better living standards of Europe 
and America are shown the efforts to 
bring the gospel to the many peoples 
of the Congo basin. The slow and de­
manding work of translation, publica­
tion, and distribution of the Scriptures 
is carefully traced.

Livingstone was the famed Scottish 
missionary-doctor who conducted re­
markable explorations in Africa and 
studied the people there in the nine­
teenth century. He was lost and near 
death deep in the Congo jungle when, 
at the climax of a widely publicized

search, he was rescued by a journalist 
named Henry M. Stanley, who greeted 
him with perhaps the most widely 
quoted innocuous phrase of modern 
times: “Dr. Livingstone, I presume.”

The motion picture is resplendent 
with the colors and sounds, the variety 
and textures of Africa. It shows how 
the American Bible Society, in co-opera­
tion with related organizations and mis­
sionary efforts, has become an extension 
of the bold explorations of the nine­
teenth century. Following the aspira­
tions of earlier educators and mission­
aries, the Society seeks to bring literacy 
to the African people and encourages 
the exercise of that literacy by reading 
the Bible.

With narration in a low key, the film 
examines the complexities and vast dis­
tances involved in transmitting the Scrip­
tures to native villages, to wandering 
tribes and the ancient communities of 
river people.

While enormous areas of the Congo 
basin remain blanketed with jungles and 
forests, the film discloses evidence of 
modernization as it develops in this 
most unrevealed of all the continents.

To these people hovering on the 
perimeter of the modern world and 
caught up in the surge toward national­
ism, the need for literacy and the value

Nicaragua Mission 
Council Meets

Our mission council met in Septem­
ber at the Bible Training School in San 
Jorge. Each day the devotional period 
brought rich blessings from God’s Word. 
On the last morning, after a time of 
prayer and fasting, all the missionaries 
shared Communion in a service that 
brought heaven and earth together as 
hearts were melted in Christian love.

This council meeting welcomed the 
C. G. Rudeen family back to the field 
after a long absence. It was a blessed 
time of greeting.

From the council chairman's report 
u’e learned of some opposition to the 
clinic work in San Isidro, but also how 
the Lord went before, and now the 
work is definitely established in this 
little town. Complaints were being reg­
istered with the Department of Health 
that the clinic was doing work it should 
not do. When Miss Heflin talked with 
the minister of health, he gave her per­
mission to continue operation of the 
clinic without further interruption.

Other opposition has been felt to our 
Central Day School in Rivas, sponsored 
by the hostile element in that com­
munity, but even there the Lord has 
provided a blessing through this time 
of trial and the school is standing on 
firmer ground than ever before.

From the north of Nicaragua come 
reports of souls being saved and of new 
places opening to the gospel. San Isidro 
reports an increase in attendance at the 
services at the church and an ever­
growing number of persons receiving 
attention at the newly opened clinic.

Many plans were made for the hoped- 
for future expansion of our work in 
Nicaragua, including another move 
north and possibly a move southward 
into Costa Rica. The council chair­
man’s report impressed on the mission­
aries the need of moving out and ex­
panding into all phases of the work, 
in all areas of the country. His feelings 
carried over into the messages of those 
who had our devotional services. The 
cry of the missionaries here is, “Lord, 
let me win more souls to Thee, in the 
place I have of service, no matter what 
it may be.”

In all planning there was a wonder­
ful spirit of co-operation. The council 
noted that there are many places here 
in Nicaragua that have yet to hear the 
story of salvation through Christ; not 
only in the north, but in the south and 
west. We realize that “there are souls 
to be won. there is work to be clone, 
for the sun NEVER sets in the morn- 
ing.”

I am puzzled over the Edomites. I find they were great enemies of Israel, 
whom, it seems, they should have loved. Since they were of the seed of 
Abraham, 1 cannot classify them as heathen or gentiles, and since they 
were not under the covenant, they were not Israelites. Nevertheless God 
gave them a possession. He also gave a possession to the Moabites and the 
Ammonites, who were the descendants of Lot. W ill you help me?

The history of Israel was intertwined friendly to them. They were often found
on the side of the enemies of Israel. 
Thev were not among the chosen peo­
ple. and from the very first found many 
reasons to be at odds with Israel. Their 
close kinship tended to raise barriers 
between them rather than to eliminate 
them. On the other hand, their kinship 
to Israel probably had something to do 
with the special favors which were be­
stowed upon them. Finally, it should 
be added that the three great mono­
theistic religions—Judaism, Christianity, 
and Islam (or Mohammedanism)—all 
arose out of the Semitic peoples. If you 
want to supplement this very brief dis­
cussion, I would suggest that you order 
The Westminster Dictionary of the Bi­

ble, by John B. Davis, revised by Henry 
Snyder Gehman.

T he Jacob and the Joseph in Mat­
thew 1:16 are not the same as the Jacob 
of whom we read in the Old Testament 
and his son Joseph, who was sold by his 
brothers.

You must remember that both 
names—Jacob and Joseph—were very 
common among the people of the Old 
and New Testaments. The same is

Saul Confronted by Christ

S c r i p t u r e :  Acts 9:1-9 (Printed: the 
same)

G o l d f . n  T e x t :  Neither is there salva- 
tion in any other: for there is none 
other name under heaven given among 
men, whereby we must be saved (Acts 

4:12) .

One of the most far-reaching events 
in early Christian history was the con­
version of Saul. The main experiences 
related to his conversion were as fol­
lows:

He zuas a seething man: The turmoil 
of his soul was summarized in these 
words: He was “breathing out threat- 
cnings and slaughter against the dis­
ciples of the Lord” (v. 1). He wanted

to do everything in his power to destroy 
the Christians. He hated their Christ, 
their beliefs, and their way of life. The 
thing that agitated him so much was 
the fact that the Christians dared to 
be different. They did not conform to 
the accepted standards of conduct: they 
did not sanction the social practices of 
their day; they did not honor the re­
ligious observances of their contempo­
raries. They demonstrated an inde­
pendence of judgment which set them 
apart from other religious groups.

This line of separation was offensive 
to many who came into contact with 
the Christians. This was particularly 
true of Saul of Tarsus. He could not 
stand for anyone to cross him. If you 
did not see eye to eye with him, he was 
ready to mop up the earth with you. 
He had a trigger temper that was 
touched off when somebody did not 
agree with him in religious matters. 
He prided himself in having enough 
power to put an end to those who did 
not side in with him. When anyone 
mentioned the phrase "followers of 
Christ,” his breath was flaming with 
wrath.

lie  a-as a shaken man: As Paul trav­
eled the road to Damascus, he en­
countered a dazzling light. The radi­
ance of this scintillating splendor caused 
him to lose his sense of balance. He 
was so shaken by this event that he fell 
to the ground. (The phrase that would 
apply to this situation today is, “He 
was all shook up.”)

He xeas a submissive man: “The big­
ger they are, the harder they fall.” 
Paul occupied a pedestal of pride, vain­
glory, and haughtiness. The moment 
he was knocked from that lofty po­
sition, he asked the following question,

"Lord, what wilt thou have me to do?" 
(v. 6) Saul had been accustomed to 
having his own way, promoting his own 
interests, making everybody else bend 
to his will. At this strategic moment 
he was ready to submit his will to the 
will of the Lord. He acknowledged that 
he wanted to “open his life under new 
management.”

A new day had dawned. He was will­
ing to follow the Lord’s instructions. 
He manifested a desire to seek and ful­
fill the Lord's plan for his life. He 
was now humble instead of haughty, 
submissive instead of subversive, peace­
ful instead of pugnacious, helpful in­
stead of hurtful, and blessing instead 
of “blistering.”

He was a sightless man: The Lord 
gave Saul specific instructions regarding 
procedure from this point. He was to 
arise and go into the city of Damascus. 
There he would meet the divinely ap­
pointed person to take over his case. 
As Saul stood to carry out these direc­
tions, he discovered that he was sight­
less. He who had made other people 
beg for their lives now became a beg­
gar. He had to ask someone to take 
him by the hand and lead him into 
Damascus. This whole matter became 
so serious with Saul that he did not 
eat or drink for three days.

His heart of stone was taken from 
him and he was given a heart of flesh. 
He was no longer unyielding: instead 
he was pliable. The “touch of the Mas­
ter’s hand” would mold him into a 
vessel of honor.

Annual Meeting of 
Eastern Nazarene College 

Board of Trustees
Dr. Edward S. Mann was re-elected 

president of Eastern Nazarene College 
(Wollaston, Massachusetts) for a three- 
year term, beginning August 1, 1960, 
at the annual meeting of the board of 
trustees, held September 30. President 
Mann recently completed his thirtieth 
year as an educator at E.N.C., having 
served as instructor in mathematics, 
assistant to the president, vice-president, 
and since 1948, president of the college.

On the eve of the trustees’ meeting, 
Shrader Hall, $526,000 Science Building, 
was officially opened.

Increased enrollments in recent years 
have crowded dormitory facilities to 
capacity, making added housing neces­
sary next year. To date there are 648 
students registered at E.N.C., compared 
with 609 last year and 561 the previous 
year. Further growth is expected in 
the next several years.
