He Saw Them Toiling

(Matthew 14:22-25; Mark 6:46-48; John 6:16-21)

“He saw them toiling.” But they could not see
Him. The d|30|_EIes of Jesus were stnva to hold
their boat on its way across the Sea of Galilee.
Now twenty-five or thirty furlon%s from the shore
they had ‘left they were about halfway across,
“tossed with waves: for the wind was contrary.”
Have you ever had such an experience as the
dlscT()Ies were then having? If you have, then
you know how fnghtenm(]; It can be. Waves dash-
ing high wherever you Tooked. PuIIm? steadily
on your oars but seeming to (lqaln not a foot’s
length. And then it was dark out there on Galilee,
for’it was nearm% the fourth watch of the night.
In the darkness they could not at that distance
see the place the{ had left, nor the one they de-
sired to reach. Probably very weary, too, “after
those many hours of straining at the oars,

Then the question, “Where was the Master?”
Was He still up on the mountain where He went
to(Pray while they were battling wind and wave
en eavorln% to reach shelter andsafety? No doubt
they thought of that other time when they were
out on the Sea of Galilee in a similar storm, but
Jesus was with them then, though sleeping in the
hinder part of the ship. When they in alarm
called Him, He had risen and rebuked the wind
and waves, and there had been “a great calm.”
But this time the storm was sweeping wildly
around them and the Master was not with then,
What could they do? Nothing! Only keep pulling
on the oars. = _ o ,

How often in life we find situations well il-
lustrated by this event in the story of Jesus and
His disciples. It may be a personal experience;
it may be a family experience; it may be a church
experience. Waves beating against us; winds seek-
ing to turn us away from our goal; so dark we
cannot see our WaP/; and. though we toil on and
on, we find ourselves still in “the midst of the
sea.” And where is the Master? He seems to not
be near us when we need Him so much.

But, oh, those precious words, “He saw them
toiling.” The darkness did not hide the disciples
from "His eyes. The distance was not too great
for Him to" see them. Then He came to them
wal_kln? on the waves that were thwarting all
their efforts. He could quiet their fears; He could
again rebuke the wind and say to the waves, “Be
still.” “And |mmed|atel>( the ship was at the land.”
The storm and struggle were over; the desired
haven was reached.

Let us rejoice as we remember He sees us toilin%.
He knows the waves of circumstances that roll
_thr_eatemngIP/ around us. He knows how fatiguing
it is to pull against the winds of life that might
turn us 'in the wrong direction. He knows how
dark it is to us, though the darkness does not
hide us from Him. “Yea, the darkness hideth not
from thee; but the night shineth as the day: the
darkness and the light are hboth alike to thee”
(Psalms 139:12).

Some things we must remember. They were out
there at the Lord’s command. They were where
He had sent them. They were going to the place
He had told them to go. Thei were going by
the route He had told them to take. They could
have gone around by land and avoided this trouble
they were in, but they went by boat across the
wafer as Jesus bade them. They kept the boat
headed in the right direction and kept pulling at
their oars though making so little progress.

. “He saw them toiling.” He sees us toiling—toil-
ing personally, toiling” in the church, toiling in
the mission Tlields, toiling on wherever He has
commanded us to labor. We need not be discour-
aged, just keep foulllngl pulling on our oars. Jesus
will app_ear walking vmtonousl;r on the waves of
difficulties and saying, “It is 1; be not afraid.”
Before we are overcome He will rebuke the winds
and waves that beat upon us, and will bring us
into the port we set out to reach.

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“The Things Which Happened”

The things which haPpened unto me have fallen
out rather unto the furtherance of the gospel.
(Philippians 1:12). _

“Say, | wonder what’s happened to him.” Ever
seen a man_look_mg prarncularly sad, and asked
that concerning him? The phrase, “What has hap-
pened?” unconsciously links .hapP_lness with hap-
?emngs. We imagine some situation has come 10
he person concerned, and more often than not,
we are right, _

But the Holy Scriptures teach that you need
not be a creature of your circumstances, however
adverse they may appear. You can rise over and
above them. You need not be overcome by them,
You can say of the Saviour that “he maketh my
life a constant pageant of triumph.” .

Of his years of imprisonment in the Mamertine
ﬁnson in"Rome, Paul said that “the things which
appened” worked out for the “furtherance of the
gospel.” What did it matter, and what did he care,
If he was held fast within four walls, so _Iong as
God was glorified, His Son honored, His kingdom
extended, and the gospel prospered?

"Christ is preached;” said Paul again, "and |
therein do rejoice, yea, and will rejoice” (Philip-
pians 1:18). "The Old Testament patriarch Job
was another who had more than his fair share
of physical affliction and adverse circumstances.
He glorified God in the midst, and even Satan
was surprised at his attitude, for he said, “I know
that my redeemer liveth” (Job 19:25).

Though attacked from every quarter by "the
thmgs which happened,” Job and Paul, and a
mulfitude more, conquered. | like this word, as
it appears in Arthur 5. Way’s translation: “I have
learned in all things to be independent of circum-
stances.” 1t a rare jewel.

Adverse Circumstances

Philippians is the happiest and most radiant of
all Paul’s Epistles. It is built around the one
word “rejoice.” In the opening verses he cata-
logued some of those things that had happened.
The>{<_ were anything but” congenial. Paul was
sFea ing here of the realities of life, not of some
stale platitudes, and the things mentioned he had
already hammered out on the anvil of physical
sufferings. While the catalogue may make weary-
ing reading, it’s part and parcel of the sacred Word,
Spirit-inspired, and listed there for our instruction.
That list refers to the earlier years of Paul’s evan-
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gelistic ministry, No reference is made, for ex-
ample, to the shipwreck (Acts 28), and the two
terms of imprisonment in Rome. .

If the word “frustration” could be written over
any life, it most certainly could be written over
Paul’s. He loved preaching and reveled in pio-
neering. The distant horizon was alwa,}/_s before
him. “Another continent for the Crucitied” was
the vision that spurred him on into the unknown,
And what a thrill when a new continent—Europe-
opened! If he ever realized his desire and visited
Spain, and if he stood on Gibraltar Rock, perhaps
he cast his eyes to the western horizon and won-
dered if there was some new world that lay out
beyond the sky line.

_The pioneer—confined to four stone walls! All
his hopes for the future seemed—seemed, | said—
destroyed. But like Madame Guyon, in a later
day, he proved that stone walls have never yet
made a prison cell. His life after all was “hid
with Christ in God,” and in that environment-
over which Satan has no control and say at all—
he was gloriously free. _ _

_ Frustration, and the experience of bemg “cab-
ined, confined, and caged 'in,” is the lot of many
of you. Maybe it’s the frustration that confiné-
ment to the factory bench, office desk, or farm
tractor brings. It could even be the sickroom or
ho\s»ntal ward. .

ou heard the Saviour’s call. Out of deep love
for Him you surrendered your life for the ministry,
the foreign field, the slum center. Long hours
you spent’in preparing yourself for the work. Hard
cash you paid to incréase your studies. Business
prospects you cast aside. All for the Saviour’s dear
sake. _In gour mind’s eye you saw scores of seekers
kneeling before the Cross, as a result of your labors.
You gave }/our life as a minister of "the Word
but what folk foolishly call “fate” has invaded
your life and driven you to the task of the “butch-
er, baker, and candlestick maker.”

Paid ma¥ have felt as you do. But he soon
got rid of those suggestions. They came from the
evil one, in any case. He was then able to testif
that he had learned in all things to be contenf,
or as it is in_Mr.

In Paul’s life the unlooked-for emerged after
all, and the unexpected happened. It can also
be like that in your life. “My bonds in Christ,”

knew that Paul was there, not for any criminal
or political offense, but on account of his faith.
And, while one preacher—Paul—had his mouth
forcibly “closed,” others took his place, “Many of
the brethren in the Lord, waxing confident b?é my
bonds,” he said, “are much more bold to speak the
word without fear” (Ph|I|Pp|ans 1:14), -

If you want to be in the Paul-Silas tradition,
and Sing songs in the night watches, then you
must look ouf far beyond your immediate circum-
stances_to the consequences forthcoming in God’s
time. The advance of the gospel and the glory of
God was, after all, all that the apostle was réally
concerned about. Being chained to a Roman
soldier was, after all, immaterial: and in any case
he could talk to this man about his soul.

The Bible is a Book of action. Action-words
predominate the written Scriptures. Few words
are used to impress the reader or to color de-
scription, for everK word counts. Persuasion is
seldom used, for the Word of God stands on its
own merit—the truth. Little effort is made to
convince man_that God is, for he who comes to
God must believe that He is. Man believes God's
Word to be mdwputablg true or he does not he-
lieve it. To him that believes, all the things of
God are possible; therefore Bible believers are
people of action.

The_ accepted substitution of “church work” for
Christian_living is common today. Church and
Christianity are often used synonymously, but there
is a wide difference in the fwo. To live for Christ
IS a daily_life in the world, while “church mem-
bership” is often lived totally within the church
and contributes to an isolation from the world.
There is. no place for isolation or idleness in
Christ-living; the peoRIe of God should be the
busiest peaple on earth.

Bitter persecution of early Christians and the
misinterpretation of terms of Christian consecra-
tion have led to the practice of “set-apartness, a
peculiar people,” Thus a twentieth-century church
Ideal of all Christian work is to be church-Centered.
The manifold church activities often leave the
highways and hedges, the harvest field, ungleaned.
Sinners on the outside must fend for themselves.

Seemingly substantive scriptures for isolation
from the world are found, as, “Love not the world,
neither the things that are in the world” (I John
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2:15). Being in the world but not of it restricts
Christians to the spiritual business of the commis-
sion, which business relates only to eternal values.

The greatest commission of all ages commands,
“Go ye therefore, and teach all natlons,.baptum?
them™. . . teaching them to observe all things what-
soever | have commanded you” (Matthew 28:19).
The adjoining promise, “.". . lo, | am with you
alwa?/_, éven unto the end of the world,” becomes
invalidated when detached from the context. The
world is the harvest field.

The early Christians of “whom the world was
not worthy” had already obtained a good report
through their faith. Theg had endured the ston-
ings, the sword; they had been tormented, afflicted,
and tempted beforé their enforced isolation in the
deserts, caves, and mountains for the preservation
of their lives.

Grace was entreated for those whom Jesus soon
should leave in the world. Only the strong are
assigned to be in the world, but not of it; for the
“world” is a tqu?h assignment! As the Father had
sent the Son info the world, so the Son sendin
His own into the world prayed, “They are not o
the world, even as | am not of the world.” “I
ﬁraY not for the w'orld, but for them which thou
as ?wen me.” “| have given them thy word [the
