"God Dealeth 
with You as with Sons"

T h ese  words from  H ebrew s 12:7 declare a m o n ­
u m e n ta l  t r u th  a b o u t  G o d ’s re la t io n sh ip  w ith  His 
people. I t  is not,  G o d  dea le th  w ith  you  as w ith  
pawns, as w ith  slaves, as w ith  h i r e d  servants, as 
w ith  creatures, o r  even as w ith  citizens. “G od  
dea le th  with  you as with  sons.”

T h e  greatest w ord  in  the  N ew  T e s ta m e n t  ab o u t  
G od  is th a t  H e  is “ the  G od  a n d  F a th e r  of o u r  L o rd  
Jesus C h r is t” (Ephesians 1:3; Colossians 1:3;
I P e te r  1:3).  W e m ust  always r em e m b er  tha t ,  a l­
though  we may become the ch i ld ren  of G od, C hris t  
is the Son of G od  from  all eternity .

T h e  B ib le  describes this  w ith  the  words “only 
bego t ten .” N o  o th e r  is the  son of G o d  as Jesus 
is the  Son. W h ile  Jesus ta u g h t  His disciples to  call 
G od  “ F a the r ,” H e  m ade  it c lear  th a t  o u r  sonsh ip  is 
n o t  like H is own. H is sonship  is by n a tu re ;  ours  
is by grace. H e was always  the  Son; we become  
G o d ’s ch i ld ren  w hen  we receive C hris t  ( Jo h n  1:
J 1-12).

I t  comes as a shock to  some folks to realize th a t  
the  N ew  T e s ta m e n t  never  teaches th a t  all m en  
are  G o d ’s ch i ld ren .  “Ye are  of you r  fa th e r  the 
devil, a n d  the lusts of y o u r  fa the r  ye will d o ,” 
said Jesus to those w ho opposed  H im — religious
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m en, all of th e m  (J o h n  8:4-1). P au l  says, “W e 
. . . were by n a tu re  the  ch i ld re n  of  w ra th ,  even  as 
o the rs” (Ephesians  2 :3 ) .  “ I n  this the  c h i ld ren  of 
G od  are  m an ifes t ,  a n d  the  ch i ld ren  of the  d e v i l :” 
says J o h n ,  “w hosoever do e th  n o t  righ teousness  is 
no t  of G od, n e i th e r  he  th a t  love th  n o t  his b r o th e r ” 
(I J o h n  3 :10) .

W h e n  the  N ew  T e s t a m e n t  talks a b o u t  the  way 
we becom e c h i ld ren  of G od, it uses two re m a rk ­
ab le  terms. W e  becom e G o d ’s c h i ld ren  by being  
b o m  of H is  S piri t ;  a n d  we are  H is c h i ld ren  by 
adoption .

Being  born of the Spirit  m eans  a new  d im e n ­
sion, a d if fe ren t  q u a l i ty  o f  life. “T h a t  w hich  is 
bo rn  of the  flesh is flesh;” Jesus to ld  N icodem us, 
“a n d  th a t  w hich  is b o rn  of the  S p ir i t  is s p i r i t ” 
(Jo h n  3 :6 ) .  P a u l  adds, “ If any  m a n  be in Christ , 

he  is a new  crea tu re :  o ld  th ings  a re  passed away; 
behold, all th ings  a re  becom e n ew ” (II  C o r in th ia n s  
5 :17) .

A d o p t io n ,  on  the  o th e r  h an d ,  m eans  a new 
status, a new  re la t ionsh ip ,  a n d  a new  privilege. 
It is in te res t ing  to no tice  th a t  in th e  tw o great 
passages w here  P au l speaks of  a d o p t io n  (R o m a n s  
8.14-17; G a la t ia n s  4:5-7) th e re  is the  sam e se­
qu en c e  of  ideas: the  H o ly  S p ir i t  as H e  bears w it­
ness to o u r  a d o p t io n  gives assurance, a n d  the  hope 
of an  in h e r i ta n c e  in heaven. As ch i ld ren ,  we are 
heirs, a n d  “jo in t-he irs  w ith  Chris t ;  if so be th a t  
we suffer w ith  h im , th a t  we may be also glorified 
to g e th er” (R o m a n s  8 :17) .

So G od ,  the  g rea t  G o d  of  the  universe , deals 
w ith  us as w ith  sons. E v ery th in g  fa th e rh o o d  m eans 
in  the rea lm  of the h u m a n ,  G o d  does— a n d  more. 
A  love th a t  is c o n s tan t  a n d  true ;  th e  supp ly  of 
every need  to  the  lim its  o f  ab ility ; p ro tec t io n  from 
h a rm  as far  as such is possible; a share  in  the  es­
ta te— these are  some of  the  th ings  o u r  “ fathers 
af te r  the  flesh” have m e a n t  to us. In  all these ways, 
too, G o d  has dea l t  w ith  us as w ith  sons.

B u t  th e re  is a special lesson in the  con tex t  of 
this w o n d erfu l  verse. G o d  disc ip lines  those who 
are tru ly  H is  ch i ld ren .  W e o f ten  th in k  of “chas ten­
in g ” in  te rm s of  p u n is h m e n t  alone. B u t  it means 
m uch  m o re  th a n  tha t .  I t  inc ludes  the  w hole  course 
of m o ra l  t r a in in g  a n d  discip line.

A fa th e r  m ay be ab le  f inancially  to  give his son 
all he needs a n d  desires, yet allows h im  to ge t  a 
jo b  a n d  work. A m o th e r  m ay be q u i t e  ab le  to  do 
all the  ho u se h o ld  chores, yet wisely enlists  the  he lp

an you take a hint?

THE NEED for divine guidance is uni­
versal. The primitive peoples express it 
in black magic and the cultured call it 
luck. But God has not remained silent. 
He has spoken by the prophets, and 
finally  by His Son. He is the Word made 
flesh, God brought low to meet earth’s 
need.

Even within circles of the Christian 
faith men still grope for divine direction. 
Many look for skywriting and for won­
der-working miracles. Sometimes they 
cry out against their encircling gloom 
when the clouds about them are but the 
smog of their own conceits. Jesus pointed 
out clearly God’s w illingness and near­
ness when He said, “If any man is w ill­
ing to do his w ill he shall know” (John 
7:17, W esley’s translation).

A classic example from the patriarchs 
of old is Abram. God put him to the 
test by requiring him to offer Isaac, the 
child of promise, upon the altar of obe­
dience. At first Abram did not learn the 
exact mountain or place of sacrifice, 
only the general direction and destined 
country. But he followed God’s hint for 
more than two days before he saw the 
appointed place afar off. Later, at the
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last minute it seemed, God showed him 
the ram caught in the thicket, and Isaac 
was spared. But God’s true intention was 
unfolded then too. It was a test of faith.

God’s Word is our Lamp today, but we 
must follow it if we would learn its true 
meaning. We also have the Holy Spirit, 
the Master Teacher, who leads us gently, 
a step at a time. Actually, even today, 
God frequently gives us hints and lays 
down principles rather than offering 
categorical replies to our every inquiry. 
It may be, in  the language of another, 
that He hands back to us “a great deal 
more responsibility for decision than we 
bargained for.” Even when we seek an 
entrance into His kingdom, He stands as 
One knocking at our heart’s door. We 
must open if He would enter in.

To be sure, Jesus did not live beyond 
the years of youth, but His life is valid 
example for the mature and for those 
in old age. He is never provincial and 
the centuries do not bind Him. To our 
whole world of need, Jesus is the answer. 
Paul states this in language that soars 
and sings: “All things are yours; . . . 
and ye are Christ’s; and Christ is God’s 
(I Corinthians 3:21-23).

AN A N C I E N T  SAG E once said, “T h e  anna ls  of a 
nat ion  are b r ie f  whose songs are few."

It is likewise t ru e  of re lig ious m ovem ents .  S p ir i t ­
ual t ru th s  seem to w ing  th e i r  way in to  h ea r ts  best 
on wings of song. T h e  m o r n in g  stars sang toge ther  
for joy a n d  celestial cho irs  a n n o u n c e d  the  S av iou r’s 
birth. In  o u r  churches  a n d  S unday  schools we 
need to keep  u p  the  t rad i t io n ,  as well as in  o u r  
homes a n d  com m unities .

My godly f a th e r  was seventy w h e n  he passed from  
this life. T h r o u g h  his lo n g  life h e  h a d  k n o w n  all  
the pr im it ive  sacrifices a n d  p r iva t ions  co m m on  to 
most p ioneers  in  those early  days. H e  h a d  m e t  with  
sorrow, too, in  its baff led  mystery a n d  h e a r tb re a k ­
ing experiences. B u t  to  look a t  his p leasan t,  clean- 
cut face an d  tw in k lin g  b ro w n  eyes, n o  one cou ld  
ever surmise the  e n o rm ity  of al l  the  tragedies tha t  
had m arched  by his side th ro u g h  the long, long 
years. For  my fa th e r  never  failed  to keep  a song in 
his heart.

One of the m ost  t rea su red  m em ories  of m y c h i ld ­
hood an d  early  y o u th  is the  p ic tu re  of my fa th e r  
sitting in his favor ite  rock ing  chair ,  his B ib le  open  
on his lap, singing. A fte r  the  d ay ’s w ork  w'as done  
—my fa ther  was a c a rp e n te r  a n d  w orked  very h a rd  
to provide a h o m e  a n d  the needs of a fam ily  of 
nine ch i ld ren  a n d  a wife— he was n ev e r  too  tired  
nor too d iscouraged  to  raise his  voice in  song to  his 
Creator. H is  fa i th  in  his G o d  neve r  wavered, a n d  
he was always co n f id e n t  th a t  somehow, somewhere, 
everything w o u ld  be all r ight.

One of his favorite  songs was “ H o w  F irm  a F o u n ­
dation,” an d  th o u g h  h e  co u ld  never  have  been  
chosen for g ra n d  opera ,  I  a m  sure  th a t  G o d  chose 
him to sing in  the  chorus  of  heaven  th a t  he  has 
been jo in ing  in  now  these th ir ty  years.

T h e  songs my fa th e r  k e p t  in  his h e a r t  a n d  the 
accompanying smile w h ich  inev itab ly  ensued  have 
made an inde lib le  groove in my life. I r em e m b er  
how my daddy  w ou ld  ho ld  m e in his lap, a f te r  a 
day’s hard  work, a n d  sing to m e of Jesus a n d  His 
love. I rem em ber  how  he said one time, w hen  I 
was fighting a ba t t le ,  “K athy , r e m e m b e r  a  song in  
your hear t  b rings a smile to  y o u r  lips .”

A song in  y ou r  h e a r t  is n ev e r  a  l iab ili ty .  F o r  a 
song goes far  in  m a k in g  an y  in d iv id u a l  a  b e t te r  
one. A nd no one  has to  be  a recognized  s inger  to 
adopt this m e thod  of im p ro v e m en t ,  e i ther .

W e b ru sh  shou lders  every day w ith  some w ho are 
b ea r in g  the ir  crosses w i th o u t  m u rm u r in g s  or  com ­
p la in t ,  because they are be in g  b o rne  w ith  a song in 
the  heart.

A n d  a song becomes contagious, in tr igu ing ,  for 
a  song th a t  has  fo u n d  its h a r b o r  in  the  h e a r t  c a n ­
n o t  be con fined  for  long. I t  is like a restless, caged 
b ird — its strains wing across the  air, casting its 
go lden  shadows dow n  the years in  a sh in ing  r e ­
flection  th a t  n e i th e r  ru s t  n o r  m o th  can destroy.

“G r in  a n d  b e a r  i t ,” is the  o ld-fash ioned  advice, 
b u t  r e m e m b e r  th a t  “s ing a n d  b e a r  i t” is a g rea t  deal 
better .

L e t’s keep a song in  o u r  hearts ,  a n d  W'e shall be 
be t te r  able  to keep  a smile on  o u r  lips.

D U R I N G  the  first twenty  years of my life, I  h ad  
only one pastor.  I h ea rd  his h e lp fu l  messages each 
Sunday. I felt his g rea t  love for  the  M aster  as his 
voice o ften  b roke  an d  tears f illed his eyes, te lling 
of  C h r is t  a n d  the  p la n  of sa lvation . I l is tened  as 
he sang a n d  played the  g rea t  hym ns of the  C h u rc h  
an d  m any  of his ow n com positions.

I w atched  as he pas to red  his flock, visiting the 
sick, the  aged, the  t roub led ,  faithfully ,  o f ten  leav­
ing  groceries a n d  m oney  from  his ow n pocket w ith  
an  e lderly  coup le  w ho  w ere in  need.

I shall always r em e m b er  his Sunday  m o rn in g  
prayer,  w h ich  seemed to  lif t all those w ho heard ,  
a n d  ref lected  his concern  for those to w hom  he 
m inis tered .

1 saw his fa ithfulness  to  the  p ro g ra m  of the 
chu rch  a n d  s u p p o r t  o f  each official in  it. I m a r ­
veled in  times of g rea t  s t ra in  a n d  heavy burdens  
how  h e  exem pli f ied  the  sp ir i t  of Christ ,  showing 
perfec t love to  al l  m en.

T h e  place h e  f il led  as my pas to r  was of great 
im p o r ta n c e  to  me, b u t  i t  never  cou ld  surpass the  
ro le  h e  p layed  as m y  fa ther,  fo r  I was a  ch i ld  of 
the  parsonage. T h e  "fam ily  sings” a r o u n d  the  o ld  
p iano ; the  su m m er  vacations to a q u ie t  lake w here
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fishing, hikes, a n d  berryp ick ing  were shared ;  the 
“ family n ig h ts” once a week w i th  games a n d  la u g h ­
ter  a n d  corn  pop p in g ;  the  sha r ing  of each o th e r ’s 
cares a n d  problem s; the  fam ily  a l ta r  af te r  su p p e r  
each n ig h t  w ith  each of  us p ray ing  for all the  
others— these are  b u t  a few of the  o u ts t a n d in g  
memories.

H e  was my pas tor,  busy w ork ing  for  C h r is t  an d

the ch u rc h  h e  loved so dearly , a n d  yet lie h ad  
t im e to d isc ip line  us w h en  we n ee d ed  it, to  play 
w ith  us often , to  p ray  w ith  us daily, a n d  as we 
grew, to counsel w i th  us w h en  we sough t it.

Daily  I th a n k  my G o d  th a t  I  was blessed by 
hav ing  h a d  such a pas to r ,  a n d  above all fo r  still 
h av in g  m y w o n d er fu l  fa the r .— J o y c e  S c h u r m a n  
M u r p h y .

T h e Gift of Sym pathy

1 sat where they sat (Ezekiel 
3:15).
T H E  G I F T  O F  S Y M P A T H Y  
is one  of the  first a n d  necessary 
cond it ions  of  he lp fu l  C hris t ian  
service in  these troublesom e 
days. I t  is a m ore rare  gift 
th a n  we sometim es im agine .  I t  is n o t  everybody 
w ho  know s how  a n d  w hen  to  sym path ize  w ith  
those over taken  by some sh a t te r in g  a n d  h e a r t ­
b rea k in g  calamity. I t  is the  g if t  of b e in g  able 
to  p u t  yourself  in  the  o th e r  m a n ’s place, of lo o k ­
ing  a t  life th ro u g h  the  o th e r  w o m a n ’s eyes, a n d  of 
feeling  the  w eight of th e ir  b u rd e n ,  a n d  of  sit t ing  
w here  they sit.

Sym pathy  is an  exper ience  b o rn  of knowledge, 
a n d  yet i t  is m u c h  m ore  th a n  knowledge, fo r  k n o w l­
edge can be cold a n d  crit ical, a n d  real sym pathy  
is ne i ther .  T h is  gift  o f  sym pathy  is som e th ing  ak in  
to pity, a n d  yet it is m u c h  m o re  th a n  pity, for  pity  
can be cheap  a n d  nasty. P ity  m ay cost n o th in g  an d  
do  no th ing ,  a n d  th e n  it is worthless; w h ile  real 
sym pathy  always costs us som eth ing ,  suffers som e­
th ing, a n d  spends itself in  do ing  som eth ing . Sym­
p a th y  m eans  to  “suffer  w i th ” peop le  in  th e i r  need  
a n d  is the re fo re  a necessary con d i t io n  of being  
useful a n d  h e lp fu l  in C hr is t ian  service.
Sympathy Was a Condition 
of Service in Ezekiel’s Day

If you tu rn  to the  early  chap te rs  of the  Hook of 
Ezekiel you will read  a story tha t will th r i l l  you 
a n d  lit you for a m in is try  of service lo r  others. 
Ezekiel was a young  priest of good family w ho 
h ad  been called  ol G od to be a p ro p h e t  an d  to 
lead  the peop le  of G o d  o u t  of th e i r  captivity . H e  
tells us q u i te  f rank ly  how  b i t t e r  a n d  hosti le  he  
was in  his a t t i tu d e  to  his fellow n a t iona ls  in  th e ir  
captivity . “ I  w en t  in  bitterness , in  the  h ea t  of 
m y sp ir i t” (3 :14).

I t  was n o t  u n t i l  Ezekiel w en t  dow n  to the  people  
in th e ir  sorrow  a n d  sham e a n d  sat where thev sat

th a t  h e  u n d e r s to o d  th e i r  need. “T h e n  1 cam e to 
th e m  of the  cap tiv i ty  of T e l a b ib ,  th a t  dw elt  by 
the  r iv e r  of C h ebar ,  a n d  I sat w here  they sat, and  
rem a in ed  the re  as ton ished  a m o n g  th e m  seven days” 
(3 :15).  I t  was w hen  h e  sha red  th e i r  p rivations,  
faced u p  to  th e i r  difficult ies,  an d  listened in  si­
lence fo r  seven days to  w h a t  they had  to  say for 
themselves th a t  he  was in  a f it s ta te  of m in d  and 
h e a r t  to be  th e i r  f r ie n d  a n d  he lper .  It was a real 
a n d  deep  a n d  u n d e r s ta n d in g  sym pa thy  th a t  fitted 
h im  for  th e  g lo r ious  service lie was ab le  to  re n d e r  
the  p eo p le  of  G o d  in  th e i r  d ire  need.
Sympathy Is Still a
Condition of Service in These Days

I t  was n ev e r  m o re  t ru e  th a n  today th a t  a Christ- 
like sym pa thy  for the  peop le  w h o  suffer  a n d  who 
f ind  life h a r d  a n d  d if f icu l t  is o n e  of  the  first con ­
d i t ions  of h e lp fu l  a n d  enco u rag in g  service. T h e  
p reacher ,  the  teacher ,  the  ch u rc h  a n d  social worker 
need  in  an  overf low ing  degree  th is  gift  of sym­
pathy. B u t  if o ne  m a n  needs it  m o re  th a n  an o th e r  
in  these days, i t  is the  one  w ho is ca lled  to  conduct 
w orsh ip  a n d  to  p rea ch  the  gospel of com fo r t  and  
encouragem en t .

L e t  us re m e m b e r  th a t  th e re  is a b ro k en  heart 
in  every congregation  a n d  som etim es several.  And 
no  m a n  can  p reach  the  gospel o f  th e  O n e  who 
said, “C om e u n to  me, all ye th a t  la b o u r  a n d  arc 
heavy laden ,  a n d  I will give you rest” (M atthew  
11:28). w h o  has n o t  a d ee p  a n d  real sym pathy  for 
those w ho sorrow  in his cong rega tion .  O u r  people 
need h e lp  a n d  com fort a n d  en c o u rag em en t  when 
they com e to the  house of G od ,  a n d  these can be

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given only by the  p rea ch e r  w ho has ihc ra re  gift 
of sympathy a n d  w ho  has h im self  sa t w here  they 
arc now sitting.

It  is true  th a t  all C h r is t ian s  w ho w o u ld  be of 
real service to  th e i r  fellows m u s t  b e a r  one a n ­
other’s b u rd en s  a n d  so fu lf i l l  the  law  of Christ .

This  rare gift of sym pathy  not only  fits us lor 
Christlike service am o n g  o u r  fellows, b u t  it also 
makes for Christ l ikeness of character .  It n o t  only 
fits us to do m u c h  for  o thers ,  b u t  it does a g rea t  
deal for ourselves. I f  wre sit w h e re  the  p oo r  sit, 
we shall f ind  a s trange  a n d  sp ir i tu a l  t r an s fo rm a t io n  
coming over ourselves.

1. We shall f in d  ourselves becom ing more pa ­
tient. Yes, pa t ien t  w ith  those w ho  are  slow ol 
heart to believe. W e  shall suffer  lo n g  a n d  then  
be kind. Ezekiel tells us th a t  he  sat in silence for 
seven days. H e gave him self  t im e to  u n d e r s ta n d  
their sorrows before he  tr ied  to  h e lp  them . P atience 
is a great gift of G od  a n d  fits us for service lor 
others.

Sympathy will deve lop  in  us a real abili ty  
to appreciate the d ifficulties a n d  the  tem p ta t io n s  
of others. It will open  o u r  eyes to  the  good  the re  
is in unlikely people, a n d  in the  m ost u n expec ted  
places. T o  know  all is o f ten  to forgive all.

3. We shall f ind  ourselves becom ing m ore h elp ­
ful. Yes, o u r  capacity  to be of service will be m u l t i ­
plied a hund red fo ld .  Sym pathy  has g iven the 
world’s greatest w orkers an d  w riters  th e i r  ho ld  on 
the hearts of the  people. W h a t  was it t h a t  gave 
Charles Dickens his am az ing  pow er  to p a in t  in 
words the life of the  L o n d o n  poor ,  a n d  his  w o n d e r ­
ful hold over the ir  hearts? W as it no t  the fact 
that he had sat w here  they h a d  sat, a n d  an d  lived 
in the East End, a n d  knew  the  p o o r  at f irs thand? 
A deep and u n d e r s ta n d in g  sym pathy  is one  of the 
inherent qualities in the  m ake-up  of all good m en  
and women— and by a really good  m an  o r  w om an
I mean—

One whose heart never hardens;
One whose tem per  never tires;
One whose touch never hurts;
One in hose faith never doubts;
One whose love never fails.

These are days of g rea t  o p p o r tu n i ty  fo r  those 
who would do good a n d  be k in d  to th e i r  fellow's. 
The gift of sympathy will go a very long  way in 
our endeavors to win  souls to  Jesus C hris t  an d  
to add them to the church .

W h e n  
l ig h tn in g  forks dow n across the m o u n ta in s ,  se tting  
the  forest afire, f in d in g  a way to  the  fire is o f ten  a 
b igger jo b  th a n  p u t t i n g  it out.

N o t  all o f  the  trails in  the  vast ne tw ork  cover­
ing the wilderness are  p la in  a n d  sm ooth .  M any 
of them  are  m a rk e d  on ly  by blazes on  trees an d  
have n o t  been logged o u t  fo r  years.

I n  these la t te r  days the  sm oke ju m p e r  has 
achieved d ram a t ic  im p o r ta n ce  in  fire suppress ion

by d r o p p in g  out ol ih r  skv to p m  ;i l ine a ro u n d  ;i 
l i re  before ii can  lie reached  by trail,  l i e  can  do  ii 
all r igh t,  b u t  w hen  he is th r o u g h  he m u s t  f ind  a 
tra i l  by w hich  to  m a k e  his m u n d a n e  way o u t  of 
the  woods.

I t  m ig h t  be in te re s t in g  to  know  w h a t  a smoke 
ju m p e r  has on  his m in d  as he  sails do w n  tow ard  
the  treetops, w h ich  m u s t  look like sh a rp  spears, all 
a im ed  at h im . I t  isn ’t on  his in su rance  policy, b e ­
cause he h asn 't  any. l i e  is what they (a l l  a “poor  
risk.”

11 w ould  be sale lo assume lha t ,  w ha tever  else 
concerns h im , he is w o n d er in g  how  he is go in g  to 
get th ro u g h  ibis an d  if he can f ind  the  I ta il o u t  of 
the wilderness a f te rw ards.  T h e  d isp a tc h e r  will have 
g iven h im  all the  in fo rm a t io n  he has, b u t  m en 
w ho m ake  m aps  now adays  d o  n o t  seem to realize 
th a t  a tra i l  can  be  as im p o r ta n t  as a road.

T h e  t r u th  of the  m a t te r  m ay be th a t  the  dis­
p a tc h e r  has never  seen the  tra i l ,  a n d  it m ay  n o t  be 
w here he th in k s  it  is. M o u n ta in  slides o f ten  take 
o u t  a trai l ,  a n d  an  e a r th q u a k e  is g o in g  to take 
them  all o u t  someday. G o d  says, “Yet once m ore  I 
shake n o t  the  e a r th  only, b u t  also h e a v e n ” ( H e ­
brews 12:26). T h i s  is the  t ru th .

Seventh-day S ab b a ta r ian s  a re  now  sp e nd ing  
twelve m i l l io n  do lla rs  a year  o n  g e t t in g  th e i r  mes­
sage to the  w o rld  by the  p r in te d  page.

All of this, a n d  m u c h  m o re  th a t  cou ld  be said 
or written ,  gives p o in t  a n d  u rgency  to o u r  p resen t 
cam paign of “Evange lism  F irs t .” T o  every o th e r  
m ethod  we m u s t  a d d  the  w ea p o n  of the  p r in te d  
page, thus fu lf i l l ing  the  aposto lic  in ju n c t io n ,  “By 
all means save som e.”

O N E  IS A M A Z E D  a n d  a p p a l le d  in  r e a d in g  the  
Bible a t  the m a n y  references to the  hardness  of 
the  h u m a n  hear t .  Its capacity  for  sadistic cruelty, 
its callous ind ifference to  the  tears a n d  sufferings 
of  others,  are  incredible .

T o  this  Jesus traced divorce. H e  said  to  the 
Pharisees, “ Moses because ot the  ha rdness  of your  
hear ts  suffered  you to p u t  away y ou r  wives” (M a t­
thew  19:8).  Som ew here in  the  b a c k g ro u n d  of every 
b ro k en  hom e is a h a rd  hear t .  Som ebody h a r d ­
ened  h im self  aga inst  the  r igh ts  a n d  feelings and  
en trea ties  a n d  tears o f  a wife o r  h u sb a n d ,  a n d  the 
angu ish  of ch i ld ren .  H e  resisted his ow n feelings 
of com passion  a n d  sym pathy. H e  refused  to let 
h im self  be swayed by sen t im e n t  an d  tenderness. 
H e  tu rn e d  stiffly away from  c l ing ing  arm s a n d  o u t ­
s tre tched  h an d s  w ith  h a rd e n e d  heart.

Sometimes this hardness  m asquerades  b e h in d  a 
Pharisaica l k in d  of fierce piety. W h e n  the  P h a r i ­
sees ob jected  to the  h ea l ing  of the  m a n  w ith  the  
w ithe red  h an d ,  they p re te n d e d  a sensitive co n ­
science reg a rd in g  S ab b a th  observance. B u t  Jesus 
looked  b e h in d  the  p ious  q u ib b l in g  a n d  was 
“grieved for the  hardness  of th e i r  h ea r ts” (M ark  
3 :5 ) .  T h e y  cared  m ore  a b o u t  th e ir  prerogatives 
a n d  rules th a n  they d id  a b o u t  h u m a n  suffering. 
T h e y  h a d  schooled themselves in  the  niceties of 
the  law, b u t  h a d  also schooled themselves to  look 
a t  b l in d  a n d  cr ipp led  beggars w ith  unsee ing  eyes 
a n d  unfee l ing  hearts.

T h e  disciples too  were o ften  b l in d e d  by the 
pers is ten t  hardness  of th e i r  na tu re ,  w h ich  c lung  
to  th e m  in spite o f  th e ir  love for  Jesus. T h e y  for­
bade  a ce r ta in  m a n  from  casting  o u t  dem ons in 
Jesus’ nam e “ because he  fo lloweth  n o t  us”— not 
th in k in g  of the  su ffering  of  the  demon-possessed 
victims, b u t  only  of th e ir  ow n exclusive r igh ts  as 
the  el ite  of the  K ingdom .

T h is  hardness  m a d e  it  d if f icu lt  fo r  sp ir i tua l  
t r u th  to  p en e tra te  th e ir  minds. In  spite o f  cons tan t  
d em ons tra t ions  of  Je sus’ pow er  a n d  com passion, 
they reacted  like unbel ievers  in  each new  crisis.

“ l o r  they cons idered  n o t  the  m irac le  of the  loaves: 
for  th e ir  h e a r t  was h a r d e n e d ” (M ark  6 :52 ) .

I t  is th is  lu rk in g  hardness  even in  the  believer 
w hich  m u s t  be  rem oved . W e  can take com fort  
in  the  know ledge  th a t  its rem oval is the  express 
objec t o f  the  new  covenan t :  “ I will take away the 
stony h e a r t  o u t  o f  y ou r  flesh, a n d  will give you 
an  h e a r t  of f lesh” (Ezekiel 36 :26) .  A n d  James as­
sures us th a t  the  “w isdom  th a t  is f rom  above  is 
first p u re ,  th e n  peaceable,  gen tle ,  a n d  easy to  be 
in trea ted ,  fu ll  of m ercy . . ( Jam es 3 :17) .

C hr is t ian s  a re  u rgen t ly  w arn ed  against  the  fatal 
m is take of  fa l l ing  shor t  of this fu ll  c leansing, an d  
resisting G o d ’s call to  holiness. W h i le  it is said, 
“ T o  day if ye will h e a r  his voice, h a rd e n  n o t  your  
hearts, as in the  p ro v o ca t io n .” A n d  we are  to  “ex ­
ho r t  o n e  a n o th e r  daily , . . . lest any  of  you be 
h a rd e n e d  th ro u g h  the  deceitfu lness  of s in ” (H e ­
brews 3:15, 13).

H o w  dece i tfu l  is the  carna l  m in d ,  yes, even in 
the  believer! I t  ra tionalizes ,  a n d  hides, a n d  poses 
ques tions,  a n d  qu ibb le s ,  a n d  po in ts  a t  o thers,  an d  
seeks alibis, w hen  “ the  t r u th  comes c lea r  an d  
search ing .”

B ut he em erged  
with a hardened  h ea r t . an d  can p robab ly  sit th rough  
the next revival unm oved .  And lie has backslidden, 
even if he know s it not, yes, even il he cont inues  
to serve on  the  b oard  a n d  teach a Sunday school 
class. “ H e  the re fore  th a t  dcspiscth  [G od’s call to 
holiness], despiseth  n o t  m a n ,  b u t  G od, w ho h a th  
also given u n to  us his holy S p ir i t” (I T hessa lon ians  
4:8)"

Let us re m e m b e r  th a t  we are h a r d e n in g  o u r  
hearts every t im e  we resist those s trong  lorres th a t  
would urge us to G od an d  to the  pa th  of duty. 
W hen  conscience is silenced, w hen  o u r  ow n deep  
longings for  righ teousness  are q u en c h ed ,  w hen  the  
tearful en trea ties  of loved ones are b rushed  aside, 
when we stiffen aga inst  the t r e m b l in g  of o u r  
bodies a n d  the  b ea t in g  of o u r  hearts  u n d e r  con ­
viction, w hen  we see the  p a th  of obed ience  we 
should  follow a n d  say no, w hen  we force o u r  a t ­
ten tion  away from  o u r  t ro u b le d  though ts  to m a te ­
rial things, w hen  we seek to  forget in the  busyness 
of life an d  the  society of people, we are harden ing  
our hearts.  B u t  m ore,  we are  d a m n in g  o u r  souls.

A m an  for w h o m  m a n y  prayers h ad  been offered 
was persuaded  to  a t te n d  a revival m eeting .  His 
h ear t  was tender.  N ig h t  af te r  n ig h t  the tears flowed 
u n b id d e n  dow n  his cheeks d u r in g  the  appeal ,  un ti l  
the Chris t ians becam e b o th  aston ished  an d  a larm ed. 
T h e i r  a la rm  was q u i te  justifiable , for actually , even 
though  the  tears c o n t in u e d  to flow, a silent, in ­
visible h a rd e n in g  was tak ing  place each t im e he 
experienced the  p u l l  of a service w i th o u t  yielding.

Such a process is b o u n d  to reach  a climax. O n e  
n igh t a godly f r iend  of m any  years s tepped  over 
and  gently inv i ted  h im  to yield to Jesus. T h e r e  
was a m o m e n t  ol p a in fu l  hes ita t ion .  T h e n  the  
m a n ’s face becam e set, and  w ith  a strange, wild 
resolution  he said, “ No, and  th a t  settles it! D on t 
ever ask me ag a in .”

T hose  who witnessed this scene were aghast a t  
the sudden  change in  the  m a n ’s coun tenance ,  from  
warm tenderness to  cold harshness. H e  never  w en t 
back to church , n o r  cou ld  anyone  in te res t  h im  in 
religious issues the reaf te r .  H e  h a d  h a rd e n e d  his 
heart,  a n d  in so d o in g  he had  sealed his e te rna l  
doom.

A R K C E N T  M A G A Z IN E  SUR VEY  disclosed that,  
d u r in g  1958, 24-1,309 girls between  the  ages of fif­
teen a n d  n ine teen  en te red  in to  m arriage.  M ore 

th a n  80,000 of them  m a rr ie d  boys 
in the ir  ow n age bracket.

T h e se  s tr ik ing  statistics have 
far-reaching im plica tions.  O ne  is 
forced to ask, W h a t  sort of p re p a ­
ra t ion  do these young  people 
have for the very serious step they 
have taken?

A tragic corollary o l  the statis­
tics regard ing  teen-age m arr iage  
is th a t  in the  same year almost 

as m any  m arriages between young 
couples were dissolved by divorce.

T h ese  figures s h o u 1 cl lead 
everyone, especially parents ,  to do 
a lot of h ea r t  searching an d  facing 
of  facts.

Y oung  peop le  in o u r  day arc 
reach ing  physical an d  psychologi­
cal m a tu r i ty  at an ea r l ie r  age th a n  
in genera tions  past.

A t the  same tim e they are sub jected  to t r e m e n ­
dous pressures from  m any  q u a r te rs  w hich  are crea t­
ing  w ith in  them  an overpow ering  insecurity. T h e i r  
efforts to al leviate  this insecurity  o f ten  lead them  to 
reach  o u t  a n d  seize w h a t  seems to be s tabili ty  by 
e n te r in g  in to  early m arriage.

T h e  ch i ld ren  of the  C h u rc h  are subjec ted  to 
m o d e rn  tensions a l th o u g h  n o t  in  the same degree 
as the ch i ld ren  of the  world. In spite of paren ts '  
efforts to safeguard  an d  shelter them , they m eet 
these tensions in  the ir  school activities, on  rad io  
a n d  television, in  real life s i tuations involving 
m il i ta ry  service, a n d  in the ir  daily contacts with 
o th e r  y o ung  people.

T h e  t ren d  to early m arr iage  is reach ing  in to  
C h r is t ian  families, a n d  very young  sons an d  d a u g h ­
ters are leaving the  fireside of th e ir  godly paren ts  
to es tablish th e i r  ow n homes.

T h e  p e r io d  a l lo tted  C h r is t ian  m o thers  an d  fa­
thers to rea r  th e ir  offspring in  the  n u r tu r e  and

per ience of sa lvat ion  be rea l a n d  up-to-date.

M ay we keep fa i th  w ith  these ch i ld ren  of ours. 
N o t  only  th e ir  e te rna l  destiny, b u t  also th a t  of o u r  
g ran d c h i ld ren ,  d epends  o n  it.

of h e r  daughters .  T h i s  is n o t  p u n ish m e n t ,  a l ­
th o u g h  the  youngsters m ay c o m p la in  a b o u t  it.

So o u r  H eaven ly  F a th e r  may p e rm i t  t ro u b le  to 
come, difficult circumstances, a n d  d is a p p o in t­
ments.  T h is  does n o t  m e an  H e  has fo rgo tten  or  fo r­
saken H is own. “W h a t  son is he  w hom  the  fa the r  
chas tene th  no t?” Actually , “W h o m  the L o rd  lov- 
e th  he  chasteneth ,  a n d  scourgeth  every son whom  
he receive th” (v. 6 ) .

M any com pla in  th a t  G od ca n n o t  be good and  
a llow suffering, evil, an d  t r ib u la t io n  to  exist in 
His world, o r  p e rm i t  the  devil to r u n  loose. Yet 
these afflictions b u t  tem per  the  steel, to u g h e n  the 
muscles, a n d  b u i ld  sp ir i tua l  fiber in to  H is  ch i ld ren .  
T ru e ,  G o d  could  destroy all evils a n d  p reven t  all 
t ro u b le— b u t  the  result w ou ld  be a race of m ora l  
jellyfish w ith  no ch a rac ter  a n d  n o  en durance .

T h e  results of G o d ’s d isc ip line  of  H is  ch i ld ren  
are  w orth  it all: th a t  we m ay be par takers  of H is 
holiness (v. 10); bea r ing  the  “peaceable  f ru i t  of 
r ighteousness” (v. I I)  ; able to he lp  an d  encourage 
others (v. 12); a n d  w alk ing  in s tra igh t pa ths  
(v. 13).

If G od deals w ith  us as w ith  sons, the re  is one 
g rea t  lesson we may learn . “W e  have  had  fathers 
of o u r  flesh w hich  correc ted  us, a n d  we gave them  
reverence: shall we n o t  m uch  r a th e r  be in  sub jec­
tion u n to  the  F a th e r  of spirits, a n d  live?” (v. 9) 
Love, trust,  a n d  obed ience  we owe o u r  H eaven ly

It was the little  
splinter.

Like the  proverbial big elephan t 
afraid of the little  mouse, it is the little  
th ing  that gets you.

No need to get excited about it, for 
no mood am I in to argue. So just settle 
down and ponder. ’T is sad to say—but 
say I m ust—for both you and I know 
th a t the little  foxes spoil the vine. And 
m ore sad still, the inconsequential be­
comes consequential only through dis­
turbance.

ACTION
What has been described as a 

“shocking” set of statistics on the in­
crease of alcoholism in West Ger­
many has been published by the 
Temperance Association, reports the 
New York Times.

The report blamed higher living  
standards for the spread of alcohol­
ism. It said that West Germans had 
spent the equivalent of §2,600,000,000

last year on alcoholic beverages, more 
than in any year since records were 
started forty-five years ago. This is 
almost as much as the government 
has allocated for social expenditures 
in next year’s budget.

Leading sociologists and physicians 
met recently for a two-day conference 
called by the Temperance Association  
to discuss the situation. They agreed 
that it was “highly dangerous,” es­
pecially since alcoholism is spreading 
fastest among young people.

A well-stocked supply of hard 
liquor in the house has come to be 
a status symbol in prosperous West 
Germany. Even at the traditional 
afternoon get-together of German 
housewives for cakes and gossip, the 
cognac bottle has won a place along­
side the coffeepot.

By the standards of the United Na­

tions World Health Organization, 
about 2,300,000 West Germans are re­
garded as alcoholics, according to the 
Temperance Association (as reported 
in the Union Signal).

Pallas, Texas—T he editor of the liap- 
tist Standard  said he does not think B ap­
tists should jo in  the right-w ing John 
Birch Society. In an  editorial in a re ­
cent Baptist Standard, Dr. E. S. Janies 
said lie does not w ant lo condem n those 
Baptists who have already joined the 
organization, bu t he advised Baptists 
who are not m em bers to stay ou t of the 
society. “T h is ed ito r is not opposed to 
any person who may belong to the John  
Birch Society, b u t he is opposed to any 
movement th a t resorts to character as­
sassination,” he said. “ He is opposed lo 
anything that would deny the American 
people the right to th ink  and decide for 
themselves," Dr. James continued. He 
also denounced the one-m an control of 
the society by its founder, R obert W elch, 
and what he tailed  its seinisecrel tactics 
and i t s  opposition to deinocracv. “ Any 
organization that gets its orders from 
one man is dangerous even though lie 
were (he best man in the w orld,” Dr. 
Jam es said. He said he objected to what 
he term ed the society’s “m ethods of 
harassm ent” and to W elch's charges that 
seven thousand Protestant m inisters are 
Com m unist sympathizers. “W e can think 
of no greater danger to American free­
dom th an  the destruction of confidence 
in the Protestant m inistry.'' be said.
