The Sabbath Question
EVERY O NCE IN  A W H IL E , some sincere Chris­
tian becomes troubled about the question of the 
Biblical Sabbath. W hich day is the “p roper” day 
to worship the Lord? Is it Saturday, the seventh 
day of the week as our calendars are now arranged? 
O r is it Sunday, “the Lord’s day,” the first day of 
the week?

Of course this question would bother only those 
who are thoroughly conscientious. Those who 
want to please the Lord more than they want any­
thing else in the world are concerned to keep the 
whole of life in harmony with the W ord of God. 
T o  those who just d o n ’t care, it makes no differ­
ence at all.

A lthough much has been said and written on 
this theme, it is still very much alive. T here  are 
those who make the sweeping claim that the only 
day of worship God recognizes is the seventh day 
of the week, that the Biblical Sabbath was 
“changed” by Constantine in a . d . 321, and that to 
worship on Sunday is the “mark of the beast."

These are big claims, and since they come so 
close to the very heart of the program and work 
of the Church, may not lightly be waved aside.

First off, let it be said that the Sabbath belongs 
to the New Testam ent as well as to the Old Testa­
ment. T here  are those who would argue tha t the 
whole of the Old Testam ent was made void when 
Christ came, that the law has been fulfilled and is

no longer b ind ing  upon  those who live under 
grace. Such persons say tha t to the Christian every 
day is alike, and the term “S abbath” ought not to 
be used of the L o rd ’s day or Sunday.

It is true, “Christ is the end of the law for right­
eousness to every one that believeth” (Romans 
10:4). O u r  righteousness does not depend on the 
works of the ceremonial law, but we are redeemed 
and entirely sanctified by grace through  faith, “not 
of works, lest any m an should boast” (Ephesians 
2:9).

Yet Christ came not to destroy the law or the 
prophets, but to fulfill that which they foretold 
(Matthew 5:17). T h e  Old Testam ent scriptures 
are “given by inspiration of G od,” and all are 
“profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, 
for instruction in righteousness: that the m an of 
God may be perfect, throughly furnished un to  all 
good works” (II T im othy  3:16-17).

T h e  most basic statement of the New Testa­
ment regarding the Sabbath is given in the words 
of Jesus: “T h e  sabbath was made for man, and 
not man for the sabbath: therefore the Son of man 
is Lord also of the sabba th” (Mark 2:27-28). This 
means that the Sabbath belongs not only to Moses, 
Isaiah, and Nehemiah, but it belongs to every 
person who acknowledges Jesus Christ as Lord 
and Saviour.

Most of the confusion here seems to come from 
those who suppose that “Sabbath” means Satur­
day, or seventh day of the week, and that the day 
of worship was nam ed after the particular  day of 
the week on which it was observed. T h is  is simply 
not true. “Sabbath” means “ to rest,” “ to cease, 
desist, in terrupt, or break off.” T h e  Sabbath in 
the Bible was not a day of inactivity, but a day of 
worship when public services were held in the 
Tabernacle, the Tem ple, and later the synagogue 
anti the church.

Sometimes it is said that Sunday was a day dedi­
cated to the worship of the sun god, and  therefore 
a pagan festival. W hat these friends do not seem 
to see is that Saturday gets its name from “Saturn’s 
Day,” called this after the pagan R om an god Sat­
urn, and that “sa tu rn ine” means, “heavy, grave, 
gloomy, du ll .”

But what of the particu lar  day so far as the 
Bible is concerned? Does the W ord  of God direct 
that His holy day be on Saturday, day number 
seven of the weekly cycle?

First, let’s notice that, if it does so direct, it 
doesn’t say so. T h e  fundam enta l word of the Old
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D A N IEL K NEW  that the k in g ’s decree  
had been signed. It w as the lion ’s den  
for that m an w ho for thirty days asked  
a petition  of any God or m an save of 
the king!

B ut w hen  he w ent into h is house, 
kneeled  upon his knees and prayed to 
his God, he w as not rashly refusing  to 
“take a dare.” He w as not accepting a 
challenge from  hate-filled  foes. N either  
w as the captive prophet-statesm an ca ll­
ing “help, h elp” in  an em ergency nor 
seek ing  to dram atize h is fa ith  in  a sen ­
sational dem onstration. H e w as sim ply  
and hum bly perform ing his habitual de­
votions.

The “w indow s b eing  open in his cham ­
ber toward Jerusalem ” w as not an idola­
trous concession to the idea that God’s 
d w ellin g  w as in  the H oly City. He had 
proved God w as present and fa ith fu l in  
the k in g ’s court in  B abylon. H is w in ­
dows open toward Jerusalem  w as the 
usual testim ony that his faith  w as in  
the on ly  true God, personal, spiritual, 
eternal, all-w ise, all-pow erful, and om ni­
present, the God of Abraham  and M oses.

God did not fa il D an ie l in  th is new  
crisis. To h is loyal heart cam e con fi­
dence, courage, and self-control. Calm ly  
he spent the n ight in the den of lions. 
R espectfu lly  he replied to the k in g ’s 
trem bling call the n ext m orning and he 
show ed no sign  of v in d ictiven ess w hen  
he heard the lion s crunching the bones 
of h is enem ies.

From  this ancient story all w ho would

be devout m ay learn  the tim eless lesson  
that from regular habits of devotion  
com es strength for the m onotonous daily  
routine and an u n fa ilin g  supply for the 
unexpected yet inescapable em ergencies  
of life . P rivate devotions, fam ily prayers, 
and attendance upon the m eans of grace 
in the house of God should never becom e 
interm ittent.

The w idely  know n advice of W illiam  
Jam es on the acquirem ent of good habits 
could w ell be applied to our practice of 
regular devotions. H ere they are in  
brief: One, “Take care to launch our­
selves w ith  as strong and decided in itia ­
tive as possible.” Two, “N ever su ffer an 
exception to occur until the new  habit is 
securely  rooted in your life .” Three, 
“Seize the very first possible opportunity  
to act on every resolution you m ake, and 
on every em otional prom pting you may
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experience in  the d irection of the habits 
you aspire to gain .” Four, “K eep the 
facu lty  of effort a live in  you by a little  
gratuitous exercise  every day. That is 
be system atically  ascetic or heroic in  
little , unnecessary points.”

Such regular habits of religious devo­
tion w ill bring m eaning, direction, and 
elevation  to a ll of life .

P attern  Petitions:
"Lead Us Not 

Into Temptation"
Sixth article in a series of seven

R O B E R T  I.OU1S STEVENSON had a 
formula for summoning the devil. Nor- 
niallv we do not need one. T h e  devil 
comes unbidden, and his temptation is 
no joke.

T here  is a plate in the Lord's Prayer 
for a peti tion to be spared temptation, 
or the place of trial or  testing. T e m p ta ­
tion. therefore, cannot be regarded as 
desirable even though it might prove 
to be a means of strengthening a Chris­
tian as the l ie n  trial of smelling is a 
means of strengthening iron. We are 
assured that all things in life, including 
temptation, can work together for good 
to them that love God. Nevertheless, 
temptation is an experience to which 
we are not expected to look forward 
and from which we might rightly ask 
to be spared.

But why should Jesus instruct us to 
ask our Heavenly Father not to lead 
us into temptation? Is He likely to do 
so?

It must he temembrred  that  even

true, sincere, effective peti tion to God 
has its hum an  counterpart .  There  is 
always something we must do towards 
the answering of our own prayer. Now 
this petit ion not to be led into tempta­
tion activates the praying man or woman 
to the same end. And if we sincerely 
do not want to be tem pled—and it must 
be remembered that temptation is always 
a pleasant thought at the t ime—there are 
many things we can do to escape a 
great deal of it.

Not a great deal of Christ ian experi­
ence is required before one becomes 
aw are of situations which engender temp­
tations. It is perfectly possible bv an 
effort of will to side-step m am  of these 
situations. T h is  peti tion, if prayed sin­
cerely. will give us a needed impetus in 
this direction.

Also, though God does not cause men 
and women to be tempted, sometimes 
He allows them to be. Th is  must be 
so or else there would be no temptation 
at all. T h e  first few chapters of Job 
e a rn  d e a r  evidence of this truth .

Why this should be is a very big 
question. It is bound up  with the whole 
problem of ceil and probable no human 
being has a complete answer. Since, 
however, for some reason best known 
to himself, God does allow temptation 
in this universe, and since we cannot 
be expected to regard it as personally 
desirable, it is cpiite legitimate and 
necessaty that  we should pray that it 
be not allowed to come to us. This is 
always prayed, of course, with the pro­
viso expressed earlier in the prayer that 
God's will should be done.

T h is  much can be said confidently: 
We must not be afraid to face and re­
sist inevitable temptations, hut it is 
foolhardy to seek them out

There is  no b ea u ty  th a t ice  should  d es ire  him  
(Isaiah 53:2).
T O  T H E  EYE T H A T  SEES, there is beauty lu rk ­
ing in every nook and  cranny of the world. T o  
Jesus, the universe was the garm ent of God, the 
window of heaven. N atu re  spoke to H im  and 
whispered its secrets to His heart. In  the lilies of 
the field, the r ipening  corn, and the wheeling 
birds H e  heard  the voice of His Father. T h e  Cre­
ator had  clothed himself in  the beauty of His 
creation.

Dr. W. M. Macgregor learned this secret from 
Jesus and said: “ Miracle lies close to every one of 
us; and beyond all gifts is the gift of open eyes 
to sec how near it is.” W h a t  a wonderful gift is 
this gift of open eyes!

But the real test of sound spiritual eyesight is 
not found in the contem plation of inanim ate  n a ­
ture; it is found, rather, in the observation of that 
complex creature called man. How m uch of God 
and goodness do we see in people? Or, to p u t  it  in 
a more scriptural context, how m uch do we love 
our neighbor?

Love always secs the best in others, irrespective 
of how degraded they m ight he. But one of the 
greatest tragedies in life is the tragedy of the unsee­
ing eye. T h is  is the teaching of ou r  text: “W hen 
we shall see him, there is no beauty tha t we should 
desire h im .”

It was the unseeing eye tha t nailed Christ to the 
cross. T o  those who stood a round  mocking, sneer­
ing, and  contemptuous, Jesus was just a heretic, a 
blasphemer, a despicable nonentity . They  could 
see only the offense of the Cross; but what they 
did not sec was tha t the cross of the Man of 
Nazareth was the very crowning m om ent of all 
time, when the very heart  of God was made bare 
to the world. B u t they could not see! I t  was the 
tragedy of the unseeing eye.

We can share tha t  tragedy; we can fail to see the 
goodness in others, the gold beneath  the surface. 
And in  sharing the tragedy of the unseeing eye, 
we share the condem nation  of it.

T h e  cura tor  of an art gallery was extremely an ­

noyed by a visitor who commented adversely, and 
in a haughty  manner, on almost all the paintings 
in the gallery. U nable  to endure it  any longer, 
the curator approached the visitor and said, “Sir, 
it is no t the pictures that are on trial; it is the 
visitors!”

W hen the Divine Artist paints His pictures, H e  
sometimes incorporates a h idden  beauty tha t 
“Christless eyes have never seen.” And if there is 
failure to see the beauty, then it  is the unseeing 
eye tha t is on trial. I t  is when we po in t to the 
mote in our b ro ther’s eye tha t  we prove there is a 
beam in our own eye; our criticism reacts on ou r­
selves.

Do you remember the old prospector who said, 
“T h e re ’s gold in them th a r ’ hills!” He did  not 
see the bare, uninviting  hillside; he saw the gold 
underneath . And when we care to look for it, we 
can always see the best in others— we too can dis­
cover the gold beneath  the surface. Behind the 
rough exterior tha t seems so forbidding, we might 
find a sincere heart  of h idden  gold. Start digging 
for gold; Christian, start digging for gold!

W h a t  does ou r  text say? “T here  is no beauty 
tha t we should desire h im ”— there is no gold in 
Jesus! But someone did  see the beauty, someone 
did  detect the h idden  gold. T h a t  “someone” was 
the dying thief. Conscious of the Figure beside 
him, he suddenly becomes aware tha t this M an is 
no pitiful fanatic fighting for a lost cause, dying 
for a delusion. “Lord,” he cried, “remember me 
when thou comest into thy k ingdom ” (Luke 23: 
42).

T h e  dying thief felt that Jesus of Nazareth was 
not preparing for a tomb— He was marching to a 
throne! A crucifixion, you say? “No! You’re 
wrong!” comes the eager response. “N ot a cruci­
fixion—b u t  a coronation! T h e  crown of thorns
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is soon to be exchanged for the scepter of a King!” 
But what had happened? T h e  malefactor had dis­
covered the hidden gold!

We must see through the eyes of the dying thief; 
we must learn to love the seemingly unlovely. 
Christ teaches us by His own example. He called 
Judas, for He saw the potential goodness in the 
man. And did not Peter deny H im  three times? 
Yet to Peter came the threefold commission to feed 
the flock of God. Judas ultimately failed, Peter 
ultimately succeeded; but in the first instance 
Christ gave them their chance! Maybe that person 
did  fail; bu t did you give him the chance to make 
good? Did you look for the h idden gold? Did 
you forgive seventy-times-seven— and still  look for 
the beauty of Christ?

T ak e  care that in throwing away the dross you 
do not dispose of the gold. For in plucking the 
tares you may also h inder  the growth of the 
wheat. W. E. Sangster tells of the legend of 
the angel who came one evening to the brink  of a 
river and asked the boatm an to ferry him across. 
W hen they reached the farther side, the angel 
rewarded the boatm an with what appeared to be a 
handfu l of shavings. T h e  boatm an threw them 
into the river in disgust. Next morning he found 
one or two of the shavings left in the bottom of 
the boat, and on examining them closely he saw 
that they were not shavings at all, but gold par­
ings! Gold— and he had thrown them away! It is 
so easy to magnify the failings of others to such an 
extent that any real goodness is obscured. But 
the eye that sees can get behind the failings and 
find the h idden gold. How did Emerson pu t it?

B ut in the m ud  and scum of things
There alway, ahcay something sings.

T h a t ’s the secret. In even the most s tunted  char­
acter there is potential, if not actual heroism and 
goodness. So let's look for the glitter of gold in 
the midst of the most unprom ising mud.

TTem ptation 
u to the 

SANCTIFIED

“BLIT, U N C L E  V , how can a person that
is sanctified be tempted?” queried  my teen-age 
niece on one occasion. T h is  question  is an enigma 
to many, and a moral impossibility to some— both 
young and  old alike. But that holy people are 
tempted is a scriptural fact corroborated by count­
less personal experiences of the sanctified them ­
selves.

Thom as Cook, in his X e w  Testament Holiness, 
observes that since angels 011 probation, Adam in 
Eden, and our Lord Jesus Christ were tempted, 
tem ptation is possible to the holy in heart. T he  
avenues of tem ptation are so num erous tha t it 
would be virtually impossible to deal with them 
exhaustively in one single article. Let us note 
only one in particular.

It  is significant tha t  Adam and  Eve were tem p­
ted through a physical appetite , and  fell. Jesus 
met the tem pter 011 precisely the same ground, and 
though tried more severely, walked away victori­
ously (M atthew 4:1-1).

T h e  appetite  for food and  a concern for his 
physical well-being is pa r t  of m a n ’s constitutional 
makeup. I t  is inherent in his na tu re  and  was put 
there by the Creator himself. Yet it became an 
avenue of tem ptation to ou r  foreparents in their 
primeval and  holy estate.

“But,” one may ask, “ if these na tu ra l  and  nor­
mal desires are divinely im plan ted  in m a n ’s na­
ture, why is it a sin to satisfy them?” It is not  a 
sin to satisfy them properly; it is the m anner  in 
which m an seeks to appease these physical urges 
tha t may result in sin. Let it be noted tha t  the 
Ii 1 st pair  in E den ’s fair bowers had available every 
kind of delicious fruit lo satisfy their hunger. “And 
ou t of the g round  made the Lord God to grow 
every tree tha t is pleasant to the sight and  good 
lor food” (Genesis 2:9). I t  was the forbidden  tree 
that caused the trouble.

T h e  environm ent was qu ite  different when the 
Son of God was tempted. Instead of the beautiful 
garden of Eden there was a waste and  barren  wil­
derness. Instead of trees loaded with delicious
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fruit, shading the ground with their verdant leaves, 
the sun beat down upon the bare stones. T he  
circumstances surrounding and involved in our 
Saviour’s trial were different, but the point in­
volved was exactly the same.

"Make these stones bread,” urged the evil one 
to the Man who had never known sin. But Jesus 
reminded Satan that “Man shall not live by bread 
alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of 
the mouth of God.” Jesus’ words were not irrele­
vant to the occasion, but a sharp Sword of the 
Spirit that pierced the very heart of the temptation  
and left it lifeless as the stones themselves. There  
are the providences and means with which our 
Creator has endowed man to satisfy his physical 
requirements. T urning stones into bread is not 
one of them.

Similar situations prevail today in our world 
society. T h e demands of a secular world are as 
unrelenting as ever— perhaps more so. Though  
Christians are not plagued too much with that 
ever-augmented vicious circle of “keeping up with 
the Joneses,” yet the standard of American living  
has so risen in the last few decades as to require 
some of us to maintain two jobs to keep abreast 
of the current trend of social conveniences.

T o make a decent living is a moral obligation. 
Still, out of this very duty may arise a temptation  
to covetousness or to give an overemphasis to 
worldly cares. Sanctification cleanses the heart 
from the defilem ent of sin. It does not abrogate 
the law of labor (Genesis 3:17-19; I Thessalonians 
4:llh-12; II Thessalonians 3:10). T his is God’s 
ordained way of providing for man’s physical w ell­
being. If the holy Son of God himself were tempted

to pervert the proper means of procuring bread, 
how much more may the sanctified sons of men 
“whose foundation is in the dust” be solicited to 
do itl

If sometimes the righteous are enticed to un­
ethical practices to secure the barest necessities, 
more often the able and industrious are prompted 
to “get ahead in the world” and put secular things 
first. I am reminded of an incident in the life of 
John T . Hatfield, a great holiness preacher of two 
generations past. A traveling evangelist, his custom  
was to go out into the woods or fields at his vari­
ous places of labor, and spend much time in prayer. 
His revivals were attended with much fervor and 
success.

One day, while on his knees in prayer, he caught 
sight of the tall and symmetrical timber that 
towered above him. N o lumbermen were in the 
vicinity, and the preacher began to calculate a 
business venture that would net him no little 
profit. H e knew that he could buy the beautiful 
timber for a small sum, and resell at a goodly 
price. W ithout realizing it, the Reverend made 
his daily peregrinations to the beautiful forest, not 
to pray, but to ponder his newly developed finan­
cial scheme. One day, while thus entertaining him ­
self with such lucrative visions (while upon his 
knees, too!) the Lord spoke to him in this manner: 
“Hatfield, did I call you to preach or sell timber?”

John H atfield was not the only preacher, or 
layman either, who has been vulnerable to this in­
sidious contriving of Satan to lead a sanctified 
child of God astray into forbidden paths. Often 
such lyric strains of secularism have come to our 
ears even while at the holy business of prayer.

"Have Not I Commanded Thee?"
(Joshua 1:9)

THE FIRST nine verses of Joshua are dramatical­
ly exciting. You may reread them frequently with­
out tiring of them.

Scene 1: A grief-stricken, leaderless people are 
milling about on the east side of the Jordan river. 
The venerable Moses had recently been taken 
from them. However, light is soon focused upon  
a man who seems to have the respect of all the 
people. He is portrayed as a prepared man, one 
who has been tested by many and varied assign­
ments. Every exam ination given him  has revealed 
sterling character. T h e Lord is speaking to him  
concerning a twofold task.

Task 1-a: Joshua is to pass over Jordan into  
the land of promise. He will thus serve as a leader

of the people. W ith this part of the assignment 
the Lord gave Joshua some reassurances: The  
promised land belongs to his people; it can be 
possessed at once; it can change ownership only as 
the soles of their feet tread upon it. Immediate 
action is desired.

(By the way: D o you sense in these instructions 
something strangely familiar? D o you recall the 
idea that God has a “promised” land for His 
people today? that it is a place where there is a 
“highway and a way”? that it is called “the way 
of holiness”? that it is ready to be possessed? that 
we become possessors as we begin to get the soles 
of our feet out of the desert side of Jordan?)

T his first part of the assignment is followed with
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tlie words, “Be strong and oL a good courage.'’ T h e  
second part  of the assignment is preceded with the 
words, “Only he thou strong and very courageous.’’ 
These words imply tha t this assignment is not for 
a weakling or crybaby. God needs someone with 
good courage. T h e  grumbling, faultfinding, fear­
ful creature leads back to bondage.

Task 1-b: Joshua is to “observe to do according 
to all the law.” Th is  part  of the twofold assign 
ment is fully as im portan t as the first part. T h e  
simple instructions for this part  of the job  are 
summed up  in the words: “ Meditate therein day 
and night.” Joshua is to saturate his m ind  with 
God's Word. The guarantee is that “ then thou 
shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou 
shalt have good success."

(By the way, No. 2: Could the will of God for 
His people be made any clearer? First, Fie wants 
His people to live in the promised land. I t  is al­
ready theirs; all that is missing is the soles of their 
feet. Second, their success is assured when they 
keep their minds saturated with the W ord  of the 
Lord. Majoring on fears it not allowed!)

Scene 2: Joshua is cpiite dazed by the magnitude 
of the assignment. T hen , suddenly, he is chal-

H ave you observed con­
duct, adjudged it, and im puted a w rong m otive, 
when, perhaps— yes, quite probably— it w as the 
m iscarriage in  action (due to hum an fra ilty  to 
w hich even  you too are heir) of an in ten ­
tion  w h ile  the m otive w as the very purest?”—  
C harles G. F inney.

thee?” T h a t  banished Joshua’s hesitation. God 
had spoken. His program had been fully revealed. 
No time is to be lost.

T hen ,  as a sweet refrain, come the invigorating 
words, “Be strong and of a good courage; be not 
afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for the Lord thy 
God is with thee whithersoever thou goest.”

A ll these th in gs w ill  I g iv e  thee, i f  thou  w il t  fall 
dow n  and w orsh ip  m e  (M atthew  4:9).
N E W  T H IN G S  develop almost daily. O u r  news­
papers are laden with new achievements in science, 
new explorations in space, new developments in 
politics, and  new therapy in medicine.

Religion is no  exception in this rapidly chang­
ing world. Neo-paganism has been added to such 
list of names as Neo-orthodoxy and  Neo-Calvinism. 
"Neo" speaks of something new. Neo-paganism is 
a word for a form of idolatry which we refer to as 
materialism— worshiping at the shrine of things, of 
gadgets, of modern  conveniences.

Satan made Jesus Christ an offer long ago on a 
lonely m ounta in  top. Showing H im  all the things 
of the world, he offered them to the Saviour for a 
price. I t  was a simple matter. I t  would take only 
a m om ent of His time; no one would know. Just 
fall down and worship Satan— th a t’s all it would 
cost.

T h is  new form of paganism is a very subtle 
thing. It  can be incorporated right in to  your re­
ligion and  no one will notice it. You can go right 
on with your church services; keep r ight on  read­
ing the same Bible; still dress with  modesty and 
simplicity as always.

“But Satan, what is tha t little white tag hanging 
on the side of this new wonder you tell us about? 
I t  has the word devotion  written on it. Is this the 
price tag?”

“Well, yes,” Satan whispers. “But no t  your 
whole devotional life, just some portion  thereof.”

“Of course,” Satan continues, “T h e re  m ight not 
be as much time to pray and read the Bible as 
you used to have. And, of course, you will have 
to miss the midweek prayer m eeting part  of the 
time. T h e  family a ltar  will be ha rd  to maintain 
since husband and wife both have to work; b u t  the 
children are teen-agers now and  can read the Bible 
and pray for themselves. Oh, yes, sacrificial giving 
is another th ing the church cannot expect of you 
any more. T h is  business of the Easter and  Thanks­
giving offerings will have to be just another offer­
ing for a while.”

“But,” Satan smiles, “ th ink  of the lovely home 
you have always wanted, tha t boat on the lake, the 
cabin you can slip away to when you are too tired
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to go to church Sundays, and two cars in the 
garage! Many of your neighbors and friends have 
all these things, and  more. All I ask for in re tu rn  
is a place in your devotional life.”

Satan m ade this offer to the Son of God and 
heard the b lun t  answer, “Get thee behind me, 
Satan.”

He made this same offer to the world a t the 
close of W orld  W ar  11. T h is  time he found a 
customer. T h e  Church world tu rned  its devotional 
life over to Satan and grabbed his things. W h a t  
happened? No one noticed for a while.

T hen  one day godly men began to po in t out 
the fact tha t the Christian religion in America 
lias not affected the lives of ou r  people as it is 
expected to do. W e had  a religious boom bu t  no 
real revival. We spend more for churches and 
more for crime than ever before. More people 
commit more crimes, and  d rink  more liquor, and

smoke more cigarettes, and spend more for gam­
bling, and jo in  more churches than ever before. 
Double talk? I only wish it  were. I t ’s true! If 
American Protestantism has lost her  punch  in 
evangelism (power to change the lives of peo p le ) , 
I fear that she lost it through the door of devotion.

W h at  then can we do? Q uit  trying to live a 
limousine life on a bicycle income. T ry  living on 
the husband's income. Q uit  buying the things you 
d o n ’t really need. You can rebuild  the family altar, 
reopen the closet of prayer, retrace your steps to 
prayer meeting, renew your covenant with God, 
remember your vows to the church and, in some 
cases, repent of your sins.

I t’s seldom pleasant to tu rn  around  and  go back. 
B ut when you find that you are on the wrong road 
i t ’s usually the best solution. We must renounce 
slavish devotion to things in preference to fervent 
devotion to God.

in Evangelistic C am paigns
B y  E va n g elis t D . C. V A N  SLYK E

HOW  EASILY the finite m ind  can get a twisted 
view of things; hear a little, presume a lot, and 
then rashly ju m p  to conclusions. It ever has been 
thus since the fall of man.

Especially is this true in evangelistic campaigns 
when the pressure of Satanic power is weighing 
heavily up o n  those “of the household of faith .” 
In this h o u r  of stress it  is a simple m atte r  to form 
an opinion, become prejudiced, and  display a 
wrong attitude. T h is  is especially true when we 
realize opinions are largely formed because of per­
sonal likes and  dislikes.

Someone has stated that, “Prejudice is a cataract 
on the eye of justice.” T h is  being true, the one 
so afflicted cannot see the case clearly, and  he will 
invariably judge w ithout knowing the facts. At 
this po in t many err woefully! O u r  hearts may be 
pure, and the in tent perfect before God, b u t  there 
is still the hu m an  element involved, and it is in 
this realm that the “powers of darkness” have de­
feated many a revival.

Well-meaning people, whether in the ministry 
or laity, may have a preconceived idea as to how 
the evangelist ought to preach. Th is  notion may 
include the preacher's delivery, the length of the 
sermon, the m anner  of conducting the a ltar call, 
or whatnot.

These folks can also retain the fear tha t someone 
may be offended by the rugged preaching and be

driven from the church, and by this att i tude can 
defeat the very means God is trying to use to bring 
the 'revival and reach the lost.

Dr. A. W. Tozer, in his in troduction to the 
book, IVl/y Revival Tarries, written by Leonard 
Ravenhill, gives a graphic picture of a God-called 
evangelist which should be of great value to all 
who are prone to become prejudiced and  criticize 
the means and m en God may be using to bring 
revival:

“Great industrial concerns have in their employ 
men who are needed only when there is a break­
down somewhere. W hen something goes wrong 
with the machinery, these men spring into action 
to locate and remove the trouble and get the m a­
chinery rolling again.

“For these men, a smoothly operating system 
has no interest. They are specialists concerned 
with trouble and how to find and correct it.

“In  the Kingdom of God things are not too 
different. God has always had His specialists 
whose chief concern has been the moral break­
down, the decline in the spiritual health  of the 
nation or the church. Such men were Elijah, Jere­
miah, Malachi, and others of their k ind who ap­
peared at critical moments in history to reprove, 
rebuke, and  exhort in the nam e of God and r igh t­
eousness.

“Such a man was likely to be drastic, radical,
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possibly at times violent, and the curious crowd 
that gathered to watch him  work soon branded 
him as extreme, fanatical, negative. And in  a sense 
they were right. He was singleminded, severe, 
fearless, and these were the qualities the circum­
stance demanded. He shocked some, frightened 
others, and alienated not a few, bu t  he knew who 
had called him  and what he was sent to do. His 
ministry was geared to the emergency, and  that 
fact marked him  out as different, a m an apart.

“T o  such a m an as this the church owes a debt 
too heavy to pay. T h e  curious thing is tha t she 
seldom tries to pay him  while he lives, bu t  the 
next generation builds his sepulcher and writes his 
biography, as if instinctively and awkwardly to dis­
charge an obligation the previous generation to a 
large extent ignored.

“Such a m an as this is not an easy companion.

T h e  professional evangelist who leaves the 
wrought-up m eeting as soon as it  is over to hie 
h im  to the most expensive restauran t to feast and 
crack jokes with his retainers will find this man 
something of an embarrassment, for he cannot 
tu rn  off the b u rd en  of the Holy Ghost as one 
would tu rn  off a faucet. He insists u p o n  being a 
Christian all the time, everywhere; and  again, that 
marks h im  as d ifferent.”

T ow ard  such an  evangelist as this it  is impossi­
ble to be neutral. “His acquaintances are divided 
pretty nearly in to  two classes, those who love and 
admire h im  out of all p roportion , and  those who 
hate h im  with a perfect ha tred .”

Therefore, in  the next evangelistic campaign 
when the “heat is on ,” it would  be well tha t  after 
heart-searching prayer, we ask ourselves the per­
sonal question, “W here do you stand, Sir?”

W H E N  new Nazarenes jo in  our ranks, it is often 
the practice of the congregation to sing this song, 
“W e’re M arching to Zion,” as members and friends 
of the congregation shake hands and  welcome the 
new ones into the sacred fellowship of the church. 
I t  is a blessed marita l hym n that binds hopes and 
hearts in unison much like that of “Blest Be the 
T ie  T h a t  Binds.”

I t  would be difficult for us to th ink  of a church 
service w ithout ou r  oft-used songs and  hymns, bu t  
at the beginning of the eighteenth century, Eng­

lish Christians we re still using the metrical versions 
of the Psalms in their worship services. Hymns as 
we know them today were in troduced in the 
churches by Isaac W atts  in 1707. T h a t  is why 
he has been called the “ Father of English Hyntno- 
dy,” for he published a collection of H ym n s  and 
Spiritual Songs tha t  became the first real hymn 
book in the English language.

“W e’re M arching to Zion” was considered one 
of the best in this new collection. Isaac W atts  was 
severely criticized by a few churchm en of his day 
and they called his compositions “uninspired 
hymns” and “W a t t ’s W him s.” However, tha t most 
of the general public  conceded his hymns and  songs 
of a high order is evident in tha t  they produced a 
new epoch in  church hymnody.

One verse tha t we include below is found in the 
au th o r ’s original manuscript, b u t  is seldom printed 
in m odern  hymnals. T h e  following true story is 
told concerning this stanza. A M ethodist class lead­
er in 1831, James M artin , was one of a g roup  of 
passengers aboard  the ship “Rothesay Castle” when 
she was wrecked between Livermore and  Beauma- 
ria. Mr. M art in  was one of the twenty-one saved 
and  while floating on a plank, he was heard  sing­
ing above the roar of the sea:

T h e  God that rules on high,
T h a t  all the earth surveys,

Tha t rides upon  the stormy sky,
A n d  calms the roaring waves.

Perhaps the masterpiece of Dr. W atts  is, “When 
I Survey the W ondrous Cross,” based on Galatians 
6:14. T h is  preacher will also be rem em bered for 
his hymn, “O God, O u r  H elp  in  Ages Past,” in 
which he paraphrases the beautifu l ninetieth 
psalm. A Christmas favorite of this composer is 
“ Joy to the W orld ,” and  no missionary hym n has 
been written to surpass his “ Jesus Shall Reign 
W here’er the Sun.”

Testament on the Sabbath is twice repeated: “R e ­
member the sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six 
days shalt thou labour, and  do all thy work: but 
the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy 
God” (Exodus 20:8-10; Deuteronomy 5:13-11). 
This means what it says, but it does not mean 
more than it says. It does not say “day num ber 
seven," nor does it say “ the seventh day of the 
week.” It says precisely anil exactly, “Six days 
shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: bu t the 
seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God.”

The key words are, of course, “ the seventh day.” 
Now “seventh” is a num ber  that takes its whole 
meaning from what precedes it. It means only 
and always the next after six. If you work six 
days, from Monday through Saturday, then the 
next day is the seventh day. Calendars are of man's 
contriving, bu t the Sabbath principle is appointed  
lw God. T h a t  principle is always and  simply. 
EVERY S E V E N T H  DAY BELONGS T O  GOD!

Let it be clearly seen that the Christian Lord's 
day exactly and completely fulfils the literal re­
quirements of the fourth  com m andm ent. “T h e  
seventh day” does not mean Saturday, as anyone 
with a concordance can quickly discover from the 
Old T estam ent itself. T h e  facts of the case are 
that more than  half the references in the Old T es­
tament to “ the seventh day” have no relation at 
all to Saturday or “day num ber  seven” in the 
weekly cycle.

In addition, let it be seen that there were Old 
Testament Sabbaths which were not on the sev­
enth day. Eor example, in Leviticus 23:39, we 
read, “Also in the fifteenth day of the seventh 
month, when ye have gathered in the fruit of the 
land, ye shall keep a feast u n to  the Lord seven 
days: on the first day shall be a sabbath, and on 
the eighth day shall be a sabbath .”

Often it is argued that the seventh day of the 
week was particularly chosen because the Sabbath 
commemorates G o d ’s creative rest (Exodus 20: 
II) .  Again, one very simple fact is overlooked. 
Adam and Eve were created on the sixth day of 
the creative cycle. T herefore  G od’s seventh day 
was m an’s first full day.

But Sunday, the L ord ’s day, has much more 
meaning than the simple fact that it is the seventh 
day after six days of labor. It is the perpetual 
memorial of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus 
Christ from the dead. Because “Sabbath” and 
“week” are the same word in the Greek New T esta ­
ment, Mark 10:2 literally reads, “A nd very early 
the first of the sabbaths"  the women came to the 
empty tomb.

The New Testam ent makes it crystal-clear that

the resurrection of Jesus Christ and the coming of 
the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost trans­
formed the whole alt i tude of the disciples toward 
the first day of the week. In fact, Jesus had said, 
“I have yet many things to say un to  you, b u t  ye 
cannot bear them now. Howbeit when he, the 
Spirit of tru th , is come, he will guide you into all 
t ru th ” (John 10:12-13). T h is  was fulfilled as the 
new wine of the gospel was poured into new wine­
skins.

For after the resurrection of Christ, we never 
again find m ention of a group of Christians meet­
ing specially on Saturday for worship and fellow­
ship. T hey  went into the synagogues and down 
by the riverbank to preach to Jewish congregations 
gathered there on Saturday. Th is  was the only 
time the Jews and their proselytes would be found 
there. Many times, when they met as a Christian 
group, the day of their meeting is not mentioned. 
But whenever it is, it is always “ the first day of the 
week.” Th is  was true at Jerusalem, at Troas, and 
in Corinth. No am ount of explaining away can 
conceal the fact that after the resurrection of our

Lord there is nowhere in the New Testam ent any 
record of a group of Christian believers meeting 
for worship on Saturday.

Of course, in New Testam ent times even as now 
there were those who would have imposed on the 
new Church the old details of the law. We know 
this included the rite of circumcision, and there 
is evidence that it also included the keeping of 
the Saturday Sabbath either instead of or in addi­
tion to the first-day Sabbath.

When we put Romans H:4-f> alongside Colos- 
sians 2:10-17, we see that some in those days were 
bitterly critical of others who did not keep Satur­
day as the Sabbath. But Paul says, “Let no man 
therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in 
respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of 
the sabbath days” (Colossians 2:16). T h e  Sabbath 
days here mentioned could not be the special, oc­
casional sabbaths, for those are included in “holy 
days" and the festivals of the new moon. They 
can only be the Saturday Sabbaths, which along 
with food restrictions of the ceremonial law were 
being imposed on Christians as Paul believed to 
their spiritual detriment.

These lines are not written with any real hope 
of changing those who have cast their lot with the 
modern  movement which seeks to make Saturday 
the Christian Sabbath. I t  is ra ther that some who 
have been puzzled or confused may remain with 
the New Testam ent saints who worshiped their 
risen Lord and who received the Holy Spirit at 
Pentecost on the first day of the week.

I have been in Lima for the evangelis­
tic campaign. Each m orning we go out 
and invite and d istr ibute  Christian lit­
erature.

In  less than a block we 
visited hundreds of families. Housing 
is at such a premium  that  in some 
places entire families live in one small 
room. Here they must eat. sleep, and 
cook. Children have no place to play 
bu t  the streets; families have no privacy 
—it is a ripe situation for crime and
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im m ora l i ty : b u t  w lia t  a n  o p p o r t u n i t y  
tor t h e  c h u r c h  to  r e a c h  h u n d r e d s  w i th  
t h e  message o f  s a lv a t io n !

Within an area of six or eight blocks 
each way from our  church there are 
between eighty and one hundred  th o u ­
sand people living. We could have half  
a dozen or more churches in this great 
city of Lima, and not begin to reach all 
the people.

and caused increased appreciation for 
the church among military leaders by 
achieving an unusually  high academic 
standing, in tha t  he g raduated  in the 
top 7 per cent of a class of 750 carefully 
selected officers. T h is  was accom­
plished in competit ion with the 
"cream-of-the-crop” among army com­
manders and potential commanders,  
and in a field (military tactics) u n ­
related to the minister’s normal back­
ground and experience. T h e  church is 
justly proud of such performance.

The Command and General Staff 
College is the world’s foremost military 
tactical postgraduate school, and is r e ­
sponsible for both instruction and doc­
trine (tactical) development at the 
division, corps, and  field army level. 
The ultimate goal is the prepara tion  of 
selected officers for duty as commanders 
and general staff officers.

The entire chaplains corps is rep re ­
sented by two army chaplains each 
year. Chapla in Keys’ selection was 
made from the 815 protestant chap ­
lains among approximately 1,160 active 
duty army chaplains.

The church is grateful for the in ­
fluence and record of all of our  military

Miami Is a Little Cuba
“Showers of Blessing” in the Spanish 

language now is being broadcast each 
Sunday m orning over Station W M E T  in 
Miami, Florida, for the benefit  especial­
ly of Cuban refugees who continue to 
arrive at the rate of about 1.800 a week. 
Nearly 120.000 Cubans have sought 
asylum in the Miami area since seizure 
of their island nation by Fidel Castro.

T h e  Church of the Nazarene operates 
one of twelve church centers endeavor­
i n g  t o  aid 11 ic* refugees. T w o  Nazarene 
churches, in Miami and Palm Beach, 
are made up chiefly of refugees. Central 
Church of the Nazarene in Miami has 
a large Sunday school class of Cubans.

I he vast majori ty of the refugees arc 
able and hard-working people. Many 
of them are professional people. T h e  
crime rate  in Miami has not increased 
at all since their arrival. In the last 
\car.  onlv two cases involving Cuban 
teen-agers have been handled by the 
juvenile authorities there.—NTS.

G o i . d f . n  T e x t :  They have sown the  
wind, and they shall reap the whirlwind  
(Hosea 8:7) . '■

Passenger aircraft flying great dis­
tances over water have a “point of no 
re tu rn ” somewhere midway between 
take-off and destination. Having passed 
this point they will go on even though 
trouble should develop. So there is a 
"point of no re tu rn ” in the moral and 
spiritual flight of nations and people 
away from God!

T h e  writer of II Chronicles virtually 
indicates it: “ But they mocked the
messengers of God, and despised his 
words, and misused his prophets,  until  
the wrath of the Lord arose against his 
people, till there was no remedy"  (36: 
10) . And history would seem to prove 
that a spiritual blindness, a moral in ­
sensitivity may lay hold of a nation 
until  doom is inevitable.

W hat docs this mean? Are we to give 
way to a philosophy of pessimism and 
despair as regards world or national af­
fairs? Is humanity  helplessly enmeshed

ill wickedness? Is evil invincible'? Is the 
course of history predetermined in some 
si lietne ot recurring catastrophe? Even 
some good people have surrendered to 
such a view.

We should learn first that  there arc 
no moral accidents in either the lives of 
nations or individuals. T h e  moral  
wreckage upon history’s highway is the 
result of choices made for wrong in 
the face of a known right. Because 
we live in a moral universe under  the 
government of moral law. results of 
choices both national and individual 
are predictable upon a moral basis 
(see Leviticus 26) .

Neither ought we to conceive of his­
torical judgments as some kind of

personal vengeance visited upon men 
in God. Nothing is clearer than that 
in the upholding of His moral gov­
ernment God is personally involved 
with men, and suffers in compassion 
and patience to save the wavward. In 
the person of His Son, God has e n ­
tered into the stream of history in i n ­
finite love and infinite sorrow.

T h e  Biblical view of national judg­
ments makes it clear that God is present 
and at work in current events, and men 
may co-operate with Him. Men are  not 
dominated wholly by evil. They  are 
free to choose. T h ere  is a power for 
gootl available. Salvation for the nation 
is not. as some seem to think, an i r ­
resistible art from outside us. leaving 
us without responsibility. Th is  is the 
day of the Holy Spirit. I b i s  is the 
dav of spiritual revival.

Finally, we note the invincibility of 
God’s purpose. Even national catastro­
phe. which preaches the folly of man's 
selfishness, has a place in working out 
the divine plan. T h e  overthrow of the 
worldly political entity paved the way 
for a nation with new spiritual con­
cepts, and the coming of Christ. As 
Arnold J. Toynbee suggests in Civiliza­
tion on Trial: “ If religion is a chariot,  
it looks as if the wheels on which it 
mounts toward Heaven may he periodic 
downfalls of civilizations on Earth .”

Bible Reading Needed in Schools, 
Evangelical Magazine Contends

W h e a t o n , I I I .  (CNS)—T h e  trad i­
tional practice of having daily Bible
reading and prayer in American p u b ­
lic schools must be maintained to p re ­
serve the moral fiber of this nation. 
T o  remove it can only lead to national 
failure, the official magazine of the 
National Association of Evangelicals 
warns in its July issue.

In  a lead article by James E. Adams, 
United Evangelical Action  charges that 
the schools are being hindered in their 
efforts to mold youthful character
properly because of numerous recent 
court decisions which have ruled Bible 
reading and prayer unconstitutional. 
T h e  article, "Keep the Bible in Our 
Schools,’’ cites original correspondence 
from George Washington as evidence 
that the writers of the American Con­
sti tution only intended to avoid the 
establishment of a state religion and 
not to keep the Bible out of the 
schools.
Best Seller in Japan

T h e  Christian Scriptures have been 
best sellers in Japan  for the third con­
secutive year, according to the American 
Bible Society. 'I he total distribution of 
Bibles, Testaments, and Portions in 
Japan  in 1961 was 2,505,305 copies. 
This  compares with a distribution of
1.100.000 copies for the single book that 
led the Japanese nonfiction list, and
250.000 copies of the leading fiction 
best seller. Over 476,000 New T es ta ­
ments were distributed, which means 
that, book for book, sales of the New 
Testament were almost twice the sales 
of Ja p a n ’s most popular  novel.

I had always supposed that Joseph was one of the Bible characters about 
whom there has been recorded no fault. But I read a statement by a theo­
logian that he committed a sin when he swore “by the life of Pharaoh” 
(Genesis 42:15-16). Would you accept this explanation?

No, I don’t think so. I t  would be that  Joseph at the time was acting in
quite  unfair to judge Joseph by the 
light given by Jesus in Matthew 5:31- 
37, sixteen centuries or more after 
Joseph's death. As to reference to the 
life of Pharaoh, it must be remembered

his character as prime minister of 
Egypt, and was h iding his identity from 
his brothers in order to help  them re­
pent for their betrayal many years 
before.

The law was not designed to and could not save the people from their sins, 
so in the absence of Christ and grace and the New Testament, how were the 
people, during that era, enabled to be saved from their sins?

I disagree with the statement tha t  the 
law was not designed to and could not 
save the people who lived under  it from 
their sins. T h e  failure was not in the 
law of the Lord, which Psalms 19:7-11 
describes as perfect, sure, right, pure, 
dean, true, and righteous, and which 
Paul said was holy, and just, and good 
(Romans 7:12). T h e  failure was with 
(hose who attempted to substi tute  an 
outward conformity and a mechanical 
following of the r i tual for a vital trust 
and true obedience of heart.  T h is  point 
is clearly made in Romans 4.

T h e  law was a gift of God’s grace, and 
brought the people into a covenant re ­
lationship to God wherein H e was their 
Saviour: "I am the Lord thy God, the 
Holy One of Israel, thy Saviour” (Isaiah 
43:3) . “Let the wicked forsake his way, 
and the unrighteous man his thoughts:  
and let him re tu rn  un to  the Lord, and 
he will have mercy upon him; and to 
our God, for he will abundantly p a rdon” 
(Isaiah 55:7) . It is true, there is a for­

ward look to the religion of the Old 
Testament. Every lamb tha t  died was 
a m ute  prophecy of the coming of the 
Lamb of God, who was to take away the 
sin of the world. But  there was a real 
forgiveness in the faith and trust that 
looked to God for His loving-kindness 
and tender mercy.

I t  is a great mistake to judge the piety 
of the Old Testam ent by what we know 
of the Pharisees of New’ Testam ent limes. 
If you want to know the character of 
t rue religion in the Old Testament,  read 
the Psalms and Isaiah; and in the New 
Testament,  the description of Elisabeth 
and Zacharias as “righteous” and  "blame­
less” (Luke 1:6), and Simeon, who was 
“just and devout,” and upon whom was 
the Holy Spirit  (Luke 2:25). T h e  posi­
tion of Paul and the au thor  of Hebrews 
in the New Testam ent is simply that  we 
who live in the day of Christ  cannot 
now go back and be saved under  the 
provisions of an earlier age.

I have heard a young man say several times, “One should not pray for 
patience. You w ill be sorry if you do.” He seems to be proud of his Irish 
temper, as he calls it. I have always thought that when one was sanctified 
his temper would be taken care of, or calmed down—not be so impatient, 
quick to fly off the handle, so to speak. Am I right or wrong?

I would say that you arc substan- is angry with his bro ther  without a
tially correct. I 'm not sure what your 
young friend meant by saying that  one 
would be sorry if he prayed for p a ­
tience. Fie may have been referring to 
Romans 5:3, which says that  " t r ib u la ­
tions worketh patience," meaning that 
if sou prav for patience you arc apt to 
h a te  trouble, for trouble is the wav 
God helps us to grow in patience.

T here  is a carnal irritabil ity  which 
is selfish, unfeeling of others, and 
utterly devoid of divine love and k in d ­
ness. It is this with which entire  sane 
tification deals.

One wri ter points out that  there are 
two verses in the New Testam ent that  
deal with anger. One is the word of 
Jesus, “I say unto you, T h a t  whosoever

cause shall be in danger of the judg­
m en t” (Matthew 5:22) . T h e  other is 
Pau l’s statement in Ephesians 4:26, “Be 
ye angry, anil sin not: let not the sun 
go down upon your wrath .” He asks. 
“ Wherein  lies the antiseptic which turns 
the strong poison of anger into a useful 
medicine?” T h e  broad answer is th is -  
anger which is selfish, and which comes 
from pride, and undue  sensitiveness to 
one's own feelings is always and invari­
ably wrong; anger for the sake of others, 
anger which is cleansed of self, can 
often be a weapon to be used by God. 
Such was the anger of Christ  at the 
cruelty of those who objected to His 
Sabbath healings (Mark 3:5) .
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Ashamed of Jesus!
W h o s o e v e r  th erefore  shall be 
asham ed of m e and of m y  w ords  
in  th is  adu lterou s and sin fu l gen ­
eration; of h im  also shall the Son of 
m an be asham ed, w h en  he com eth  
of his F ather w ith  the holy angels 

(Mark 8:38).
Think of being asham ed of the great Ruler 

of the universe! The rulers of this world, even  
the local o ffic ia ls of our cities, receive more 
honor than that.

Think of being asham ed of the One who su f­
fered shame and died in  our behalf! W e w ould  
honor anyone else w ho did som ething for us, 
yes, much less than Jesus did.

Being asham ed of Jesus is caused by a fear 
of man, or by a desire to please m en, greater 
than the desire to please God.

But there is a consequence that goes along  
with being asham ed of Jesus; for Jesus said  
that if w e are asham ed of Him, He w ill be 
ashamed of us.

The challenge, then, is to hum bly, but boldly, 
confess the nam e of Jesus, and trust the Lord 
who hears our prayers to g ive us courage to 
live for Him .— A rth u r  M. Long, Pastor, W ebster 
City, Iowa.

Tips to Remember 
for Bible Reading:

WHEN you sit dow n and get ready to 
read your Bible, let me suggest som e 
tips that I believe  w ill help you:

First, listen for a  voice! W hile you are reading  
have the attitude. Lord, speak  to m y heart today. 
While you read, listen a s  though the Author's 
eyes were trained on you. Be w illing to let the 
words be personal to your heart. God will speak  
penetratingly and personally to you w hen you  
read, if you are w illing to let Him.

Second, after you  h ave listened carefully for 
a voice, you must be absolutely honest about the 
condition of your own heart if God is able really  
to help you. W hen He talks to you, be humble; 
make no excuse w hen He puts His finger on a

sore spot of your spiritual life. M ake no explana­
tion or defense for anything that He tells you is 
wrong. Just be determined to be honest with Him 
and w alk in the light of His Word.

Third, another thing that would help im m ense­
ly is to permit the Word of God to perform its 
functions. W e must allow  it to be a sharp, two- 
edged  Sword to our hearts; and w e dare not dull 
its ed ge or blunt its point. W e must allow  the 
Word of God to cut and pierce; it w ants to be a  
hammer, and w e must not ward off its blows. W e 
must allow  it to be fire to our souls, and w e dare 
not quench its flame. W e must allow  it to be a 
light to our pathw ay; w e dare not refuse its path. 
W e must let it be our mirror, for w e dare not 
neglect its true reflection.

A s rain and snow, w e must allow  the Word's 
full absorption into our hearts and lives. God 
w ants to help us through His Word. W e must 
credit God with say in g  what He m eans. W e dare 
not twist His truth; He still m eans the sam e today. 
He is the sam e yesterday, today, and forever. 
Let's reverence His Word to our hearts.—Evange­
list Robert W. Taylor.
