£:3). Spiritual wholeness was so important that he
dosed the Thessalonian letter with special inter-
ession: “And the God ol peace himsell sanctify
vou wholly: and may vour spirit and soul and body
be preserved entire, without blame at the coming
of our Lord Jesus Christ™ (I Thessalonians 5:23,
ARV

Entire sanctilication is a remedy for moral dis-
turbance. Deep within every Christian an enemy
of God sulks and chates, waiting an opportunity to
betrav him into sin. “The carnal mind s enmity
against God.” A\ this mward evil clamors for rec-
ognition, the believer struggles 1o subdue i, and
imward strife and result. “The God of
peace” wants to give vou a deep, settled peace by
executing this inner loe!

tension

Paul has urged these Thessalonians o “he at
pesce cmong yourselves.” This is possible only
when we have peace within oursclves. So long as
arnality lives, someone is sure 1o start a frss!
The Corinthiuns quarreled and splic their church
imto jealous factions. Paul laid the blame for their
disgusting, childish behavior on their unsanctified
hearts—"Ye¢ are ver carnall” A great commentator,
Hermann Olshausen. has well said that
here called the God of peace because sanctifica-
tion 1s the condition of outward and mmward peace:
God, therefore, who carries peace in himsell, will
abo impart it to men through sanctilication.”

Enure sanctilication is a remedy lor moral de-
flement. "The verb “sancily” carries the idea
of sq);lr;llion from defilement and sin. Thaver, in
his Greek-English dictionary, delines the verb, “to
purily internally by reformation of the soul.”

The adverh “wholly” has two possible meanings.
Paul could mean, “You have been partally sanc-
flied. Now vou are to be entirely sanctified. God
i going to linish the job.”

Sanctitication does be

gin at regeneration, for the life God imparts is holy
life. This new life, however, coexists with an old,
unholy principle of sin. A second ¢risis experience
destrovs this “old man,” puritving and unilying the
soul, and releasing 1t lor continuous growth.

But the adverh “wholly™ more likely refers to the
thoroughness ol the deansing. The total person,
Sspirit and soul and body” 1s allected by this
divine purging. God sanctities us duerclh und durch,
to borrow a phrase from Luther—"through and
through.”

Entire sanctilication Is a remedy for moral de-
feat. By this God. as He sanctilies us through and
through, we are “preseroed entirve, without blame
at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.” Lapses,
[ailures, backslidings need not be our experience.
God purposes to sustain us in purity, helping us
to grow in grace dand giving us constant victory
over sin.

Purity is wrought in a «risis. Maturity requires
a litelong process ol development. Purity is a gate.
Maturity is the highway that stretches from the
gate of holiness to the gate ol heaven. The roud
will wind among hills of fierce lcmpl;llion, tunnels
of nexpressible sorrow, and desert wastes ol dis-
ciplinary suffering. But it ends belore the throne
ol His glory. And the God who graciously beckons
us there will cleanse and uphold us every mile of
b vea .

Paul Rees has written, “There iy a delinite and
decisive sanctification ol the Christian’s heart and
there 1s a dailv sanctilication of the Christian’s
lile.” This is the marvelous remedy lor sin that
Paul sets belore us in this praver for entire sanc-
tilication. That we may be no longer disturbed
and defiled by inner dispeace and defilement, that
we may be no Jonger defeated by outer conflicts
and circumstances, let us vield ourselves in conse-
cration and [aith 1o the God who answers praver
and sanctities wholls!

A FEW DAYS AGO T heard a young science stu-
dent say: “The qualities of a truly great scientist
are energy, perseverance, vision, and faith.”  He
then cited Thomas .\, Edison as an example of this.
But the same delinttion might well be given of a
true servant of God, and Moses is a prime example
of these qualities.

Now faith has olten been misunderstood. even
by its friends. Some have thought 1t fully a gifi
of God, demanding no cffort at all on our part.
Others have placed e in the realm of the unreason-
able, and have tried to believe something they did
not and could not believe. There 1s a paradox in
faith, but not a contradiction. It transcends but
does not controvert reason. There are manv things
I do not understand which I believe and accept,
such as the heat of the sun which from an almost
incredible distance of ninetyv-three million miles
warms us and gives us light and life.

But because God's wavs are higher than our
ways, and hecause we can know God and His ways
only by f{aith, there 15 a paradox which will yield
to no explanation unless we take the divine factor
into consideration. Pity above all men the atheist,
who “has no invisible means of support.” Next to
him, pity the man who will not accept help from
anyone greater than himsclf—who bows down and
worships at his own altar. His life can contain
nothing but futility and emptiness. Note, themn,
the paradox of faith.

Faith cives courage to tackle the lnonanly impos-
ible: "The parents of Moses were faced with what
must have scemed an impossible situation when
the edict of Pharaoh went forth ordering the death
of all male Hebrew babics. Thev did not know
how God was going to save their son, but they
believed He was able and would do it. Of course
they put leet to their prayers ad “by faith Moses,
...was hid three months of his parents.” They did
all trey could to help God answer their prayers.
This 1s vital, for “faith witheut works is dead.”

In the Christian life we are constantly confront-

. . . he |Moses] endured, as seeing him who is invisible (Hebrews 11:27).

e with sitwations that are hevond human ability
to handle. I we are going (o face them in our own
strength we are deleated before we start. Yet this
is the picture of many professed Christians today—
they are living defeated lives, not knowing there
is anvihing better for them.

We necd courage to tackle that which is humanly
impossible—faith 1o believe God, no matter what
the problem. Instead of doing our best under the
circumstances, we must rise above them through a
God, who cam do for us what we
cannot do lor ourselves,

The whole problem of morals is bound up in
this matter of discrimination. There often seems
to be temporary advantage in dishonesty and im-
morality. But when tempted to go out into world-
ly conduct or pleasure, the Christian chooses “ra-
ther to sufler affliction with the people of God.”
It will mean some ridicule and opposition to go
that way, but what of it? e goes anvway.

Faith gioes perspective Lo the belicver's attitude.
Ihis is bound up dosehv with the mauter of dis-
crimination, and really explains 1t. Why did Moses
choose as he did? It was not that he disdained a
reward, but rather that he had his eye on a genuine
reward: “he had respect unto the recompence of
the reward.”

This perspective produced by faith gives depth
to the life. Not only do we choose affliction, bur

AS A SCHOOIL PRINCIPAL 1t is my privilege to
deal with three different classes of people—people
with problems. To my office comes a more or less
steady stream of disturbed children, disturbed par-
ents, and even disturbed teachers.

Educators today are concerned with finding the
reasons for the child’'s unacceptable behavior and
with helping him to a solution of his problem. And
vet so many times we appear to miss the mark
and occasionally even aggravate the difficulty. We
experience a sense of failure, of futility.

Fortunately, however, there are times when, by
the help of God, we find the right answer and we
see a young person starting on the road to honest

Jo s tmes like these that convince me
again that the teaching prolession atfords some of
the greatest opportunities of any for helping peo-
ple to the realization of their capabilities as indi-
viduals, It is not possible, usually, in a secular
school setting, to press the laims of the gospel in
its transforming power as we know it. But a voung
person can be made to realize not only the tre
mendous heritage that is ours in a Christian land,
but also the responsibility that goes with it

I try, in my teaching and counscling of students,
to show that our way ol life has its roots in the
teachings of Christ, and that it is only as one lives
out the Christian ethic that he fills his proper place
i a democracy. With a background of moral val-
ues and Christian ideals which he has acquired in
his formauve years, this voung life 1s good ground
lor sowing the seed of the gospel.

There are many agencies such as the home, the
church, and the community which may make a con-
tribution in this character development. But all
too often these exert a force which is, to say the
least, not helpful.  Many of the children in my
school come from broken homes, where there is no
home life at all, or from those where the only god
is materialism. The community influences are as
often as not degrading, while the influence of the
Church reaches only a comparative few.

Add to this the lact that none of these has the
child captive for the best part of each day, as
the school does, and it becomes apparent that the
school must play the major role in character de
velopment. How fortunate that many of our class-
rooms are stalled with teachers who know the Lord,
or at least know that the instilling of Christian
principles is the best way to build a character—or
a nation!

Faced not only with the restrictions of a curricu-
lunmi preseribed by the department of education,

alter this sacred routine. Indeed the Lord
became more precious in those dark days.
And He who endured sorrow for our sakes
had gone before, and our foreboding was
turned to hope and promise! Thank God
for godly parents! Thank God for His
blessed Word! Thank God for the “Word
. made flesh,” Jesus, wonderful Lord!

but also with the censure of a public which would
divorce religion and the schools, 1, as a Christian
educator, find there are things I cannot do. I can-
not, for example, tell my students that there is only
one form of worship.

How will life decisions be made? Not on the
basis of reason alone, surely, for each philosophy
has in it that which would appeal to the reason.
I think that for the young child a far greater in-
fluence will be the attitudes of those adults he
admires and respects—his parents first, and prob-
ably his schoolteachers second. It is my constant
praver that some act of mine, some word that may
be dropped may indeed bear fruit in the young
lives that come under my influence. It is my desire
that the counseling sessions which attempt to solve
an immediate problem may lead to a solution of
the problem ot life itself. 1 hope to implant a last-
ing desire to know the satisfaction of right living,
of a conscience void of offense.

I feel that when a child finds himsell he is well
on the way to finding God. T would like to sce
him do it now in my church, but this is not neces-
sarily God's way. Many will come under the influ-
ence of the gospel in the years ahead, and the Holy
Spirit will be able to bring into focus factors from

their past environment. Some word dropped by a
Christian teacher may then spring into life and
bear fruit.

Sometimes, in fact, I feel like the voice of one
crving in the wilderness. 1 become painfully aware
of the absolute dearth of knowledge of thmgs spirit-
ual in this so-called Christian land. It is appalling
that youngsters can grow up in our society with so
little knowledge of God. It is even more appalling
to counsel with the parents of these same children,
for it soon becomes apparent that these homes have
little to offer. They provide, more or less, a com-
fortable place to live, a background of culture and
security, but make so little provision for the spirit-
ual welfare of their children. With mixed-up par-
ents, and perchance mixed-up teachers, it is not sur-
prising that we have mixed-up children.

Herein, then, lies the task of the Christian edu-
cator. I feel the need first of all to be sure of my
own relationship with God. With this established,
1 can then hope to offer counsel and guidance to
those that need it. My prayer is that 1 may have
wisdom to say the right word or take the effective
action that will be the steppingstone by which
someone may reach out a little farther in his quest
for reality and for God.

In two of the Gospels we read, “And
when they hid sung an hymmn, they went out into
the mount of Olives.”

Jesus also was looking into the hours just before
Him.

YOU SING?

Now turn to Acts 16:25: At midnight Paul and
Silas praved, and sang praises unto God.”

They were
prisoners in a dungeon: flastened in stocks, they
were in pain and discomfort;  their backs were
smarting and bleeding from scourging; and they
did not know what more trouble they might face
the next day.

sider “the dedline and {all” of a denomination such
as this to which I have called attention! God grant
that we mayv be an exception to the statement,
“The only thing we learn trom history 1s that we
do not learn anvihing lrom history.”

Mightily let us pray that we shall heed the red
light of danger swung by Dr. Chapman. And let
us prav that we may give even more earnest heed
to the words of One greater than he, who said,
“Hold that fast which thou hast, that no man take
thy crown” (Revelation 3:11) .

Our crown as a church is the doctrine and expert-
ence of holiness. Onlv by such holding will we be
in God's sight “tair as the moon, clear as the sun,
and terrible as an army with banners” (Song of
Solomon 6:10).

Let us thank God for our general superinten-
dents, who emphasize and exemplify “the beauty
of holiness,” lovelier far than the moon's trans
parent silver, and who, by their aggressive leader:

ranks of our infernal foes.

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PRAYER:
Outgoing or Ingrown?

Praver, like all good and great gifts of God, is
not without its pitfalls. One of the most subtle of
these Is preoccupation with the negative and limit-
ing side of anxiecties and fears. When prayer be-
comes anxious, frecful, preoccupied with self and
problems, it mav make one weaker instead ol
stronger and it may hinder instead ol help.

A minister who had sulfered a complete nervous
breakdown, and after a long hattle had linaliy re-
covered, spoke ol a lesson he learned from this ex-
perience: It mayv be difficult for us at times to
acknowledge that prayer can sometimes make us
worse. The praver which locuses attention on our
problem can increase it rather than bring the solu
tion.

PRAYER SUCII AS this is little more than “sanc-
lied” worrving. It results in the same spiritual
and even physical weakness that comes from any
sort of anxicty or morbid fretting. It is really
praying i fear instead of i faith, in doubt instead
of in conlidence.

This does mean that those situations and
needs which tend to make us anxious and con-
cerned are not proper subjects for praver. Far from
it. But we must learn the [ine art of committing
all our care to Him who cares for us. The secret
is to “take your burden to the Lord and leave it
there.”

Sull we must never forget that God has given us
the priceless gift of praver, not only to secure for
us the hclp we need, but also to enable us to be-
come channels of Iis power to others. Prayer is
not a matter of getting for ourselves what we want
most. It is a matter of giving God a means to do
what He wants most.

NOT MANY are quite as self-centered in praver
as expressed in the familiar verse:

Dless me and my wife,

My son John and his wife—

But praver nuy become ingrown and turn back
upon the sell and its own interest to too great a
degree. The Bible sounds a needed caution at this
point: “Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask

(James 1)

Ingrown praver may dwell onoas defears and
brood over s problems unil it drains away cour-
age and takes the hemrt out ol the baude.  We
should never linger unduly in the past, mulling
over whiv things hive happened or situations have
turned out as they haver The past is ol concern
onlv 1o be accepred—and 1o be used as the basis
for a wiser and stronger tuture. “Forgetting those
things which ave behind” said Paul. “and reaching
forth unto those things which are belore, I press
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling
ol God m Christ Jesus™ (Philippians 3:13-14) .

OUTGOING PRAYER turns its eves away from
selt with its deleats and limitations, and Tifts them
to the sovercign God who hears and answers. 1t
imolves waiting and not worrving. It is relaxed
rather than tense. Tt anticipates victory instead of
defeat. Te expresses conlidence and assurance, not
anxiety and dread. Tt is more conscious of divine
power than of human problems. And it proves
again and again the truth of Isarah’s great lines:

Chey ihat wail wpon the Lord shall rencw

thedr strength:
they shall mount wp with wings as eagles;
they shall rion, and not be weary:
and they shell walloand not faint
(Isatah 40:31) .

THE PEERLESS PAUL prayed regarding the Chris-
tians at Thessalonica that they be sanctified
wholly and that their “whole spirit and soul and
body” would be preserved blameless until the
coming of the Lord. Paul realized that holiness
meant spiritual wholeness.

One of the meanings of the Greek word used
by Paul to denote wholeness is “complete in every
part.” Sanctification is a completeness in our per-
sonalities. It is a unifying process whereby self
is dethroned and Christ is put central in our lives.
With Christ at the center, our various desires, am-
bitions, and drives are governed by the magnetic
power of His love.

Holiness does not destroy nor degrade the
human element. It sanctifies and channels its
various forces into areas of service to God and the
Kingdom. The only element in our nature that
sanctification destroys is sin. When that is done
away with, the natural man can then be filled
with all the fullness of God.

This wholeness can be achieved by a complete
acceptance of God's will as ours. Bishop Asbury
in his last hours said, "Whether life, health, or
death, good is the will of the Lord. I will trust
Him; yea, I will praise Him.”

William Bramwell, pre-eminent evangelist of
his day, described his experience as being swal-
lowed up in God. He says of God: "He justifies,
He purifies, He then stays the mind on Himself,
but He gathers us nearer and still nearer until we
feel the presence of God every moment. This is
our place and this is heaven upon earth.”

The truly newborn Christian craves wholeness.
Absolute perfection is reserved for our glorifica-
tion, but in this present evil world it is possible to
be complete in our “love relationship” to our Lord
and Saviour, Jesus Christ. When we subject our
wills to His and give our complete personalities
in consecration, He will make us perfectly whole
by the matchless power of His sanctifying grace.
