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The Pentecostal Priority
THE D A Y  OF PENTECOST w as the birth­
day of the Church. That day w as epochal 
and unique, and never w ill be repeated, 
even as Calvary never w ill be repeated. 
Thus, even  as the basic and perm anent 
elem ents in  Calvary are spiritual and not 
physical or m aterial, so the basic and per­
m anent elem ents in Pentecost are not m a­
terial or physical, but are spiritual.

W hat was the basic result of Pentecost 
in the lives of the disciples? It w as heart 
purity. The key to this is found in  what 
may be termed the most im portant single  
phrase in  church history: “They w ere all 
filled  w ith the Holy G host.” This experi­
ence clearly came only to those who w ere 
already converted, and currently disciples 
of Jesus Christ. It came to the accom pani­
m ent of various special and transient m ani-
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festations— w ind, fire, a m iraculous gift of 
languages— but the one essential and con­
tinu ing  elem ent w as the cleansing of the 
hearts of those C hristian believers.

The Apostle Peter made this entirely  
clear in his defense of the baptism w ith the 
Spirit in the experiences of the G entile  
Christians. “And God, w hich know eth the 
hearts,” declared Peter, “bare them w it­

ness, g iv in g  them the Holy Ghost, even  as 
he did unto us; and put no d ifference  
betw een us and them, pu rify in g  their  
hearts by fa ith” (A cts 15:8-9). This repre­
sents the true, scriptural priority of P en te­
cost.

It is not reasonable, either theologically  
or logically , to m aintain  that God w ill give  
the fu llness of H is Spirit to the im pure in 
heart. A ny purported fu lln ess of the Spirit 
that does not deal w ith  sin is unscriptural. 
And any purported baptism  w ith  the Spirit 
that does not purify the heart is not the 
true, scriptural experience of Pentecost.

In a day w hen there is so m uch interest 
in  externals, m anifestations, “g ifts ,” it is 
ours to insist that God’s fundam ental con­
cern is not in  these, but rather in  m eeting  
the sin problem. In the m idst of a grow ing  
tendency to deal w ith  Pentecost apart from  
the sin issue, w e scripturally  insist that 
this experience deals prim arily w ith sin—  
the sin of the nature, “the carnal m ind,” 
the “bent to sin n in g .”

W hen the heart has been purified, sanc­
tified  w holly, and “the Comforter has 
com e,” the soul is satisfied  in His fullness, 
content w ith  “the gift of the Holy G host,” 
and yearns not for lesser and questionable  
evidences or “g ifts .”

The need of the Church today is not in  
the area of m aterial m anifestations or phys­
ical “g ifts.” The need is spiritual, and 
calls for a renew ed em phasis on the scrip­
tural, P entecostal priority of a pure heart, 
evidenced by “the love of God . . . shed  
abroad in our hearts by the H oly Ghost 
w hich is g iven  unto us” (Rom ans 5:5).

SIDE EFFECTS?

IN RECENT YEARS medical science has made 
tremendous strides in its fight against sickness and 
disease. Due to the efforts of dedicated men and 
women, the dark specter of suffering and death has 
been pushed back until the life expectancy of the 
people of our nation extends beyond the biblical 
threescore years and ten.

Basic to this program has been the discovery of 
amazing new drugs that assist the body in its fight 
against infection. These so-called “wonder drugs" 
have become an important part of the doctor’s 
arsenal in his battle to save life and ease pain.

As valuable as these drugs have proved to be, 
however, their advent has not been an unmixed  
blessing. W hile many are valuable in the treatment 
of disease, it was early found that their effects were 
not limited to the purpose for which they were 
used, but went beyond this. Some of these side ef­
fects, as they came to be known, were harmful—as 
in the case of thalidom ide and the deformed in­
fants—others more beneficial. At any rate, it has 
come to be recognized that no drug can be adm in­
istered without careful consideration of its possible 
side effects.

T he gospel, too, may be considered in terms of 
its side effects in the lives of men. Jesus spoke of 
this when He said, “Wherefore by their fruits ye 
shall know them” (M atthew 7:20). In other words, 
Christ w'as saying that the side effects—H e called 
them “fruits’’—of the gospel wrere so unique that by 
them one would be able to tell the false from the 
true prophets. H e made it clear that basically it 
was the soundness or corruptness of the tree that 
was determ ining the nature of these side effects.

These “fruits” of the Christian life are obvious 
for all to see. There is beauty in the selflessness of 
the true Christian, nobility in his devotion to God, 
warmth in his prayers, som ething admirable in the 
way he resists temptation, and his compassion for 
the lost is a joy to behold.

T he Spirit-filled man radiates God wherever he 
goes. His fearlessness in witnessing and the depth 
to which he loves even those who would do him  
aarm cause him to be looked up to—though he 
loesn’t desire this—by those who come in contact 
vith him along life’s highway.

But these side effects of the gospel are not without 
their problems for the soul who is seeking the full­
ness of God. T h e fact is that many bow before the 
Lord earnestly seeking the results of the infilling of 
the Holy Spirit rather than seeking the Spirit him­
self. Such seeking is doomed to disappointment. 
T he imperceptive Simon Magus thought to buy 
from Peter the “gift” of the ability to bestow the 
Holy Spirit upon those who would come to him, but 
the Apostle made it very clear and in no uncertain 
terms that God was not dealing in effects, but in 
cleansing; not peddling magic, but transforming 
men's lives.

Then, as now, God is the same. It is not the out­
ward appearance with which God deals first; it is 
the inward condition of the heart. Thus anyone 
who attempts to short-circuit the plan of God by 
seeking the gift rather than the Giver will find 
himself lost in a “never-never land” of confusion 
and frustration.

T he prayer of the old saint who said, “O God, I 
ask not for Thy gifts; I ask for thyself,” seems es­
pecially appropriate. T he fact is that God himself 
and all of oneself given in complete surrender to 
Him are necessary and sufficient conditions for 
cleansing. T he Apostle Paul underlined the prin­
ciple further w-hen he said, “T he fruit of the Spirit 
is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, good­
ness, faith, meekness, temperance” (Galatians 5: 
22-23).

It is the Spirit of God indwelling the heart who 
brings with Him those glorious side effects that 
make the Christian the light of the world and the 
salt of the earth. Do not succumb to the temptation 
to seek the end while ignoring the means. Leave 
the side effects with God while surrendering to Him  
your all.

“And I pray that you, firmly fixed in love your­
selves, may be able to grasp (witli all Christians) 
how wide and deep and long and high is the love 
of Christ—and to know for yourselves that love so 
far beyond our comprehension. May you be filled 
through all your being with God himself!” (Ephe 
sions 3:176-19, Phillips*)

WE ARE NOW  well into a bissextile year, or leap 
year, as it is called. T his year, as in every year 
divisible by the number four, we are given an 
extra day. T his is done to correct the difference 
between our calendar and the rotation of the earth.

What will we do with this extra day? “Another 
day, another dollar,” someone says. “One day older 
and deeper in debt,” rings the popular song of 
a few years back. Let us look closer at this day 
which God has given us; this extra day, if you 
please.

This extra day, like all others, has 24 hours— 
1,440 extra minutes. How much of this day will 
we give to God? How much of any day w ill we 
devote to God?

“I have to make a living,” is the cry of the world 
when one is asked to serve God with his time. 
“Easy come, easy go,” says another when referring 
to a windfall of some kind, whether it is a bonus 
of money, an inheritance of property, or as in this 
situation, twenty-four precious hours.

W hat does God tell us about our days? H e sug­
gests that our days are precious, for in Psalms !)0:12 
He teaches us to “number our days.” Is it not well 
that we do this that we might learn something 
from H im  in each of our days? Proverbs 27:1 tells 
us not to take even one day lightly, “for thou 
knowest not what a day may bring forth.”

“This is the day which the Lord hath made,” 
said the Psalmist; "we w ill rejoice and be glad 
in it” (118:24). Every day is a day to rejoice when 
we think of the many blessings God sends our way. 
It should be a tragedy to let even one day go 
by without some praise and adoration to the One 
who gave us this day. He further adds, “Seven 
times a day do I praise thee” (Psalms 119:164). 
Daniel, as was his custom, called on the Lord three 
times each day. A king’s decree did not rob him  
of his praise to God. Certainly a part of this day 
we should “be still praising thee” (Psalms 84:4).

Again the Psalmist (74:16) implies that every 
part of every day is G od’s. “T he day is thine, the 
night also is thine.” T otal stewardship of time is the 
only message this verse could possibly have for us.

10:13). W e come to a better understanding 
G od’s w ill when we pattern our devotion in 
manner of the young shepherd whose “deligh  
in the law of the Lord; and in his law doth  
meditate day and night” (Psalms 1:2).

W e have no assurance beyond the day we r 
these very words. “Behold, now is the accej: 
time; behold, now is the day of salvation” (II 
rinthians 6:2 ). “Whereas ye know not what si
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be on the morrow” (Janies 4:14). Jesus further 
stated: “I must work the works of him  that sent 
me, w hile it is day: the night cometh, when no 
man can work” (John 9 :4 ).

Urgency, expectancy, victory! A ll these and more 
are wrapped up in twenty-four hours of life for 
and with H im . Swiftly, this one page in the book 
of time w ill soon be added to the volumes of eter­
nity. N or can we treat even one "extra” day every 
four years lightly. Someone m ight make a decision 
for Christ today, w ith our help. T his day, as with  
all days, comes as an opportunity to serve, to spend 
and be spent for Him , to add another page in the 
“books” of the Revelator, from which we shall 
all be judged.

Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto 
you: not as the world giveth, give 1 unto you. 
Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be 
afraid (John 14:27).
W HEN tranquil times come, many speak of peace. 
When shot and shell of war cease, the world pro­
claims a state of peace. T he rainbow of colorful 
hues, draped against the storm clouds, is G od’s sym­
bol of peace. Peace is paramount where mental con­
tentment, em otional confidence, and spiritual con­
firmation exist unwavering w ithin one of God’s 
:hildren.

T he seal of peace is the sanctifying Spirit bear- 
ng witness w ith m an’s spirit that rebellion has 
eased and resignation has come. T his peace that 
iod gives manifests itself in three definite and 
istinct areas.

I. There is peace of mind“T hou w ilt keep him  in perfect peace, whose 
ind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee” 
Isaiah 26:3). Here is the curse: “A double-minded  
an is unstable in all his ways” (James 1:8). But 
;re is the cure: “Draw nigh to God, and he will 
aw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; 
d purify your hearts, ye double-m inded” (James 
»)•

There may never come relief from the staggering 
problems of life, respite from titanic responsibilities, 
or redress from legitimate obligations incurred in  
previous days. Yet in sanctification there exists such 
peace that all of these become secondary. T hey are 
no longer gigantic and herculean, but are dwarfed 
by the perfection of peace through Christ our Lord. 
Once such things were conquerors; now they are 
the conquered. Before they ruled as masters; now  
they are the mastered.

Now that peace has come, worry is replaced by 
worship, fear by faith, hostility by hope, anxiety 
by assurance. T he coming of the Sanctifier has left 
the once-encumbered man with emancipated mental 
faculties. Once man is set at liberty, no ensnaring 
liability need ever steal away the poise of the 
“perfect peace” of the one “whose mind is stayed 
on thee.”

II. There is also peace of heart“And the peace of God, which passeth all under­
standing, shall keep your hearts and minds through 
Christ Jesus” (Philippians 4:7 ). T h e heart cry that 
prevails today is, “Peace, peace!’’ It is pursued by 
politicians, sought by statesmen, and solicited by 
serious minds everywhere. Yet the peace the world 
offers beckons from the far horizon, always beckon­
ing, always receding, sought after, only to fall 
away. It is a tantalizing pull that leaves its pur­
suer disillusioned and defeated.

There is real heart peace only through com­
plete surrender to the Holy Ghost in sanctification. 
Rejecting its Author, peace is aborted. In God it 
has origin, through Jesus it has fruition, and by 
the H oly Spirit it has application. Refusing its 
principles, peace is prohibitive. Such principles 
perfect a righteous relationship with God, produce 
a right relationship with fellowmen, and precipitate 
a religious relationship with the church. On the 
other hand, self-will brings self-destruction, carnality 
invites condemnation, resistance only produces to­
morrow’s remorse.

N othing brings heart peace like surrender to 
God, abandonment of self, and the consecration of 
one’s all to the Christian cause. N o tranquility ever 
has been known to rise above such peace. N o joy, 
happiness, or elation has ever brought to the heart 
of man the “peace of God, which passeth all under­
standing.”

III. Finally, there is peace of heaven
“Mark the perfect man, and behold the upright: 

for the end of that man is peace” (Psalms 37:37). 
St. John was a lonely, forlorn exile when he peered 
with hopeful eye into the tomorrows. God was 
close enough that H e revealed to John the peace 
of heaven. As a disciple he had known the dreary 
walls of dungeon, but in heaven he would enjoy 
the glistening walls of jasper. In this life he had 
known the black gates of prison; in the new life 
he would be surrounded by the beautiful gates of 
pearl. His pathway here was rough and hard; over

Look, but Don't Touch!

A C H ILD ’S W O RLD is interrupted often by the 
frustrating phrase, “Look, but don’t touch!” T o  me 
these words bring back remembrance of a decorated 
birthday cake, Christmas-tree decorations, baby sis­
ter, the goldfish bowrl, flower beds, my newly painted 
tricycle, and many other usual things.

W ithin the last few months, however, that phrase 
has been recurring to me over and over as I teach 
a young people’s Sunday school class and have 
refreshed my memory with many of the teen-agers’ 
peculiar problems. I am afraid that we sub­
consciously say to them more often than we think, 
“Look, but don’t touch!”

My initial reaction, as yours may be, was to 
condemn the world apart from the Church, and 
blame it for this prevalent philosophy. It is true 
that the movie industry is the biggest proponent of 
this prevalent attitude.

A large percentage of the movies produced today 
feature the low life of drunkenness, divorce, illicit 
love, twisted and perverted personalities, crime, 
dope addiction, and Christlessness. T he wicked 
lives of movie idols are more in the forefront of 
world news than ever before.

It is easy for Christians to see the direct influ­
ence this has upon today’s young people. Especially 
responsible are the parents of children and teen­
agers who permit them to w'atch every quirk of 
wicked nature on the screen and then say, “Enjoy 
the movie full of sin and debauchery, but come 
straight home after it is over and don’t do any

of the things you saw portrayed on the scree 
You may look, but don’t touch.”

After feeling thoroughly disgusted with an u 
saved world that would allow such a paradox < 
instruction to guide its children, I was stopped shoi 
with the thought that this philosophy had infi 
trated even my own w'orld of the church and Chri. 
tian people. T his is where I really began to pra 
and seek introspection of my soul. Perhaps th 
most flagrant violator of consistent principles is th' 
theater, but let’s look for a moment into our owi 
homes, and see what we are telling our teen-agers 

Almost any book receiving a N obel prize or wide 
recognition as a “best seller” is allowed into man) 
homes, regardless of its nature. Our libraries will 
issue to any teen-ager a nicely bound book of “cul­
tural worth” every bit as immoral, although better 
w'ritten, than the infamous “dime-store novels.” 

Just recently I heard a group of teen-age girls 
discussing an English course in which they had to 
write a term paper on one of the well-acclaimed, 
but nevertheless obscene, authors of our day. How  
unfair it is for parents, libraries, and teachers to 
say, “Read for culture, digest for betterment, analyze 
the plot, characters, motives, and purposes; but just 
look, don’t touch”!

Some of my earliest remembrances of television  
were of the beer and cigarette advertisements which  
were so foreign to our home. My father would turn 
them off. W e children com plained, o f course, be­
cause we might not get the set turned back on in 
time to see the first words of the next segment
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of the program. I can’t remember a single tele­
vision program I watched during my childhood and 
adolescent years, but isn’t it interesting that I do 
remember vividly my father turning off the ad­
vertisements that were contrary to our standards?

That may be a troublesome way to make a point, 
but how is it in your home? Do your young ones 
know why those advertisements aren’t for Chris­
tians, or do they whistle the catchy ditties along 
with the neighborhood gang, m aintaining only a 
vague idea that cigarette and beer ads mean, “Look, 
but don't touch!”?

Do our homes encompass all of the music the 
world puts on record and radio? Do we smile re­
signedly at the suggestive lyrics and hope that 
our children don’t understand what they mean or 
else just “sing, and not do”?

Do we let them participate in some of the ques­
tionable activities of school by saying, “If they 
begin to dance or drink, you just sit on the sidelines 
and watch—don’t touch”?

Do we let them take their best friends from the 
world and make their pleasure coincide with those 
indulged in by teen-agers who are not Christians? 
Do we let them go along just for the fellowship, 
the fun? H ow long do you think just one Chris­
tian in a gang of sinners can go along with their

plans and just “look, not touch"?
Can we let them give in slowly to the pressure 

to dress and look like the worldly young people, 
telling them they can “look a little bit like the 
world, but just don’t touch”?

T he Nazarene of today has a responsibility to 
defeat this philosophy in his home and in his 
church. W e can be practical and yet Christian in 
censoring what we look at, and how we look.

There is someplace where each of us can crusade 
to keep this attitude of “Look, but don’t touch!” 
out of our church and out of our homes. T he  
first attitude to defeat is that of neither condemning 
nor condoning a practice. It is important to take 
a definite stand for consistent principles. God will 
help, as H e always has, in a cause which draws 
Christians closer to H is divine example,

“Therefore I will look unto the Lord; . . . [and] 
touch no unclean thing” (Micah 7:7; Isaiah 52:11).

HOLINESS AND HEALING

GOD does not guarantee health to holy people nor 
blight the unholy w ith immediate plagues. Many 
of God’s choice children have been victims of in­
firmity and many vile sinners have enjoyed strong 
bodies. We do not believe that all our pains are the 
immediate result of misbehavior nor do we be­
lieve that strong bodies are proof of good spiritual 
grace. Sometimes very good and godly people are 
allowed to walk the path of pain throughout a long  
journey of life.

We believe, however, that God can and does 
heal. We would not m inim ize for a moment the 
wonderful miracles God can and does perform  
upon the bodies of people. I wonder, however, if 
we do not occasionally overlook the great health  
factors of holiness which have their silent ministry 
in preventing rather than healing our sicknesses.

Holiness is good for the health, and though we 
do not consider the physical factors as equal to 
the spiritual values, yet they are not to be ignored. 
We should never overlook the fact that holiness 
of heart and life has a physical dimension. H oliness

is inim ical to many of the most unhealthy involve­
ments to which humans are subject. W hen the 
heart and life are made holy, certain dangerous and 
unhealthful situations are corrected.

G uilt is unhealthful. It is the original cause of 
many human afflictions. N o person can live in a 
state of guilt w ithout his body being affected by 
it. T his is particularly true if he tries to conceal 
his guilt from others, from God, or from his own 
conscience. Covered sin will decay the inner emo­
tional health and in turn disturb the function of 
the bodily glands and tissues. Sometimes the emo­
tionally induced illnesses are very real, very painful, 
and even quite fatal. G uilt is a deadly thing and 
the experts in our fields of medicine and psychia­
try are finding that it is basic in many afflictions. 
They know the problem but they have no cure.

Fortunately we have found the cure! Holiness 
is the answer! I have observed many people whose 
health began to improve immediately after they 
had solved the guilt problem. Doctrinally of course 
we believe the guilt problem has its basic encounter
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“Freely ye have received, free­ly give.” We have received the redeeming gospel of Christ in  its fullness. Millions never have heard of Him. Let us “freely give” to the 1964 Easter Offering, bearing our full share in meeting more ade­quately our worldwide evan­gelistic responsibility.

with divine grace at the time of conversion and 
here the most phenomenal physical changes come, 
but the full victory is involved in the holiness made 
possible by divine grace.

R esentm ent is both unholy and unhealthful. So 
long as it is tolerated or accepted in the pattern 
of a life, that life is exposed to all manner of 
emotional, physical, and neurotic miseries. T h ou ­
sands of people are invalids for years on end while 
helpless doctors can do nothing about it. They  
prescribe placebos and stimulants, transquilizers and 
vitamins in a vain effort to bring the person out 
of his physical misery, knowing all the time that 
the patient is sick because of the em otional involve­
ments or resentment.

Resentment is selfish; it is immature; it is un­
holy and unlike God. It is inim ical to holiness of 
heart and life. There is no place in the sanctified 
heart and life for this corrupt condition. Many 
people who are suffering today could be well in 
a short time if their hearts were made genuinely  
holy and their lives became conformed to the w ill 
and plan of God. N o person can afford to hate 
another, regardless of the injury which has occurred.

God knew what was good for our souls and bodies 
when He commanded us to love our enemies, pray 
for them who despitefully use us and persecute us. 
Hate and resentment are deadly when they sink 
their fangs into our souls and bodies. M illions of 
dollars are spent annually by people who are try­
ing to find a medical cure for a soul infection.

Double-mindedness is a poison thing. By this 
we mean that situation of seeking on the one hand 
to glorify God and on the other hand to glorify 
ourselves. It is the situation where a person loves 
God and still loves self. H is eye is not single and 
his direction is not sharply defined. W hen he 
would do good, evil is present w ith him and he 
lives in a constant struggle. H is life disintegrates 
in the confusion of being pulled back and forth.

T h e person whose heart is made holy, and who 
genuinely seeks “first the kingdom of God, and 
his righteousness,” w ill have the advantage of co­

ordination and integration of purpose. H e knows 
where he is going, for he is going all in  one d i­
rection. W hat jealousy, insecurity, pettiness, and  
exhaustion come to the struggling life! T h e em o­
tions are constantly unsettled by these carnally in­
duced tensions. T h e body which is affected by 
those em otions is likewise subjected to the related 
afflictions and no doctor has a cure for it. Only 
the Great Physician has the remedy.

Fear and aloneness are debilitating things. N ot 
the aloneness which comes from physical separa­
tion but that which comes from feeling misunder­
stood, alone in a crowd, desolate in life, and afraid 
of the dark which seems to hang like a curtain be­
fore one.

God planned that the H oly Spirit should be our 
indwelling Comforter. H e is our Com panion along 
the way and our Sharer of life. H e takes away the 
terrors of the unknown morrows and the sting of 
death. David knew this consolation when he said, 
“Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shad­
ow of death, I w ill fear no evil: for thou art w ith  
m e” (Psalms 23:4).

There is a surprising physical value in  the 
possession of the indwelling Comforter. Many 
people find they can sleep more peacefully, eat 
more heartily, and live more wholesomely. W ith­
out a doubt there w ill be illness as long as we 
have these bodies; but if we can learn so to live 
as to m inim ize those pains by correcting our 
spiritual and em otional lives, we w ill find it most 
rewarding.

N o person should seek holiness of heart and life  
merely for the physical values received, nor con­
sider religion as a form of cheap health insurance. 
However we cannot ignore the relationship be­
tween holiness and health. Doctors can prescribe 
no pills for the cure of sin and there are no im ­
munizations against the ravages of guilt. Holiness 
and health are not one and the same, but they 
are definitely related.

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Absenteeism and the Church

ONE of the greatest problems in modern life is 
that of absenteeism. In childhood, school officers 
work to keep the attendance up, and careless parents 
are fined. In industry, contracts are lost because the 
directors are unable to insure delivery on a fixed 
date. In religion, leaders are grieved sorely and 
must make great efforts to gain attendance at 
services, although the usual m eeting lasts only a 
little over an hour, and only once or twice a week.

Shorter working days ought to give people ample 
time for necessary interests, but it just does not 
happen. Church accommodation for regular serv­
ices is often so large that many ministers are 
ashamed of their meetings, and a small hall is big 
enough for the midweek gatherings and even the 
Sunday night service.

T he early Christians were instructed on the 
danger of forsaking the assembling of themselves 
together, but evidently the warning is not heeded 
today.

One explanation of the sorrowful state of many 
of the evangelistic groups is that religion is now 
on the air, on TV, on tapes, and on records—stream­
lined of course, but still somewhat soothing to the 
disturbed conscience. T he Holy Spirit is faithful, 
and the Scriptures enlightening, but the opposition  
to devotion to the faith is increasingly strong, and 
certainly very effective.

Synthetic or canned Christianity cannot be other 
than general because there is neither time nor de- 
,ire to deal with particular things, sins, loyalties, 
ind other interests. T im e for proper discussion is 
;iven to all-important worldly programs, but little 
ime (or none) is allowed for consideration of 
hings of God and the soul. So much general re- 
igion is the cause of present-day ecumenism, and 
he gross compromising of truth is heartbreaking
3 the true disciples of Jesus Christ.

There are so many splendid things for medita- 
0 11, and so much help needed, that on the foreign 
lission fields the meetings last for from two to 
x hours, not just on special occasions, but several 
mes each wreek. In Christendom, the only gath- 
ings which last for hours in the churches are 
ose for entertainment and pleasure. Seemingly, 
1 that is needed for the soul can be attended to 
lite speedily these days, and thus taken out of 
e way to make room for som ething more inter- 
ing.
For soul health, fellowship in prayer and the 
ord is absolutely necessary, and the long­

distance brand on radio is no better than is “quack” 
medicine for body health. Whether understood or 
not, there is no substitute for regular fellowship 
for spiritual purposes, and all who fail to grasp 
this fact will suffer great loss in time and eternity.

Even fellowship in evangelism cannot take the 
place of proper spiritual fellowship, and surely the 
meager permanent results of mass or other evan­
gelism prove this. Those who resort to evangelism  
for the advancement of the church program, al­
though in line with scripture and church history, 
are likely to mourn over results unless the matter 
of fellowship in prayer and the Word is given its 
place in church activity.

W hat most churches need today is not a revival 
to increase statistics, though that is important, but 
a revival to enrich the fellowship of God's people; 
then their enthusiasm and fervent desires will pro­
duce an evangelism which will not only add to 
the statistics but will strengthen the evangelistic 
urge.

Fellowship with the Lord himself is not pos­
sible apart from private exercise in prayer and 
the Word; and when this is neglected at all, then 
the fellowship with those who love the Lord is 
unattractive, especially in prayer and the Word. 
Then, if the doors are to be kept open, some lower 
motive for m eeting together must be found, and 
a serious condition is only partly healed, with de­
fection or declension soon following.

Everywhere the true spiritual work of the church 
is carried on by a few, with the majority absent 
from the fellowship of the prayer and Bible study 
services. Tw o big a proportion of the members need 
to be helped rather than helping, and so evangelism  
is lacking in power, something which criticism does 
not supply.

Christians produced and sustained by canned 
religion will certainly be absent often from the 
regtdar or special services, and will need the at­
tention of those who rejoice in fellowship in prayer 
and in the Word in the very services which are 
void of appeal to those others.

Reader, to what group do you belong? Are you 
deliberate about allowing nothing to keep you 
from private and group fellowship in prayer and 
the Word? Do you get so much  at the services that 
you feel like inviting others to attend, or are you 
endeavoring to grasp from T V  and other mediums 
what you consciously need for your personal hap­
piness? T here’s danger around and ahead, but the 
wise w ill heed the warningsl

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Uncontainable Blessing
There is such mentioned in the Bible: "a bless­

ing, that there shall not be room enough to receive 
it.” It is blessing so great that, to give it, God opens 
the ‘‘windows of heaven” in order to pour it out.

How big the windows of heaven are I do not 
know. But they must be large. For each time they 
are mentioned in the Bible it is in terms of great 
si/e. T he sneering nobleman in Samaria who 
scorned Elisha’s prediction of abundance of food 
for the starving said, “If the Lord would make win­
dows in heaven, might this thing be?” God did, 
and there was more food and greater riches than the 
famine-stricken city had seen for mam a year 
(If Kings 7). And it was through “the windows of 

heaven” that the vast rains poured which brought 
llood to the whole inhabited earth in the days of 
Noah (Genesis 7:11).

In part, this blessing is an abundance of “things,” 
of material well-being. But not all. For “things,” 
material well-being, are not always a blessing. Some­
times they are a curse, an anesthetic which puts the 
souls of men to sleep.
ABOVE AND BEYOND the physical, the uncon­
tainable blessing is spiritual. It is “joy unspeakable 
and full of glory.” It is “the peace of God. which 
passeth all understanding.” It is the thrill of being 
“more than conquerors through him that loved us.” 
It is the assurance of hearing, someday, “W ell done, 
thou good and faithful servant.”

W ho can find words to describe the blessing of 
the Lord? It is as indescribable as the vision of a 
beautiful sunset or the hearing of a perfect sonata. 
It is the mingled awe and adoration, the tingle of 
excitement, the upsurge of pure happiness that 
comes to the soul in moments of spiritual worship. 
It is the perfecL enjoyment of “the beauty of 
holiness.”

And it cannot be contained. No one can set 
boundaries to it or prescribe its limits. It overflows, 
and leaks out, and radiates through beaming eye 
and radiant smile. It has the aroma of heaven about 
it, like the odor of Mary’s ointm ent that filled the 
whole house. It’s just too big to hold in.
HAVE YOU H AD any uncontainable blessing re­
cently?

No?
Well, the answer may not be hard to find. You 

won’t necessarily have to look for it in your en­

vironment. It may not be found in the 
the tilings you have been doing. It may 
be in the epochs of your spiritual biograj 
conversion, your entire sanctification.

It may be just as near at hand as the stu 
checkbook, or the account of your disbur 
your money.

For you, see, the uncontainable blessim  
ised to those who prove God by bringii 
tithes into the storehouse, who do not ro 
tithes and offerings (Malachi 3:8-10).

Have you been thinking of tithing in 
economics? “Ten percent of X number 
no more, no less.” “Money the church h 
to pay its bills.” "Offerings to missions 
Word out a little sooner.” “If I tithe, 
make me to prosper and I'll get it all 
more.”

Why not think of tithing in terms o 
dvnamics? It belongs in this area, you kr 
ing is an expression of our whole stew: 
God, a “sacrament of consecration.” Ant 
of Clod's Word is at stake. For G od’s 
that the honest, loving, unselfish, and di 
tivatcd practice of tithing will bring 
that there shall not be room enough to :

“Ye are 
bought w ith a price: therefore glorify God in your 
body, and in your spirit, which are G od’s” (I Co­
rinthians 6:20). “Forasmuch as ye know that ye 
were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver 
and gold, from your vain conversation received by 
tradition from your fathers; but with the precious 
blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and 
without spot” (I Peter 1:18-19).

Here is a price w ithout parallel—the death and 
risen life of G od’s own Son. W hen Jesus asked the 
unanswerable question, “W hat shall it profit a 
man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose 
his own soul?” H e pointed us toward the price tag 
God puts upon us. It is more than the entire world 
in all its possible values—economic, cultural, recre­
ational, vocational, or any other.

T h e value of the hum an soul is never really 
measured until we come to Calvary.

Any price less than this is robbery. Any price 
less than this leaves the person who settles for it 
only the eternal realization that he has cheated 
himself. H e has sold out too soon. He has literally 
been “taken in.” Halford Luccock somewhere pic­
tured the M achine as saying to modern man: “I 
give you a magical fairyland of mechanical prog­
ress, but a fairyland peopled with ogres and demons.

I t 
is n o t u n til tragedy strikes th a t we arc 
ab le  to  feel th e  deepest pulse th a t m ade 
th is sm all g roup  such a good exam ple 
of w hat th e  real sp ir it o f a hom e should  
be.

F in d ing  solace and  com fort in  th e ir 
sorrow  a t th e  feet of Jesus, M arth a  and 
M ary have th e ir  sp iritu a l insights d eep ­
ened, an d  new  dim ensions added  to 
th e ir lives.

I t  is good already to  be on friend ly  
term s w ith  th e  Lord, so th a t w hen we 
need h e lp  we d o n ’t have to  push  the 
pan ic b u tto n  an d  fall in to  despair. O u r 
L ord  is a “presen t h e lp ” in  tim es of 
troub le . H e care th  fo r H is own.

Dr. Roy Angell tells of a lady in 
F lorida, p ray ing  fran tically  as th e  h u r r i­
cane destroyed h e r house. In  confusion 
and  anger she asked th e  m in is te r why 
h e r p ray er was n o t answered. Asked if 
she w ere a C hristian , she rep lied : "N o, 
b u t I  prayed  as honest an d  earnest a 
p rayer as anyone cou ld .” Dr. Angell 
gave th is  answer: “Lady, I guess the 
Lord  was so busy taking  care of regu lar 
custom ers, H e ju s t d id n ’t get a ro u n d  to you.”

T h e  d ea th  of Lazarus becam e a tran s ­
form ing  fam ily experience.

How  n ea r th e  
L ord  of th e  B ethany  hom e can be to  us 
in  tim es like thesel I t  is so good to have 
an anchor, sure and  steadfast, an d  th a t 
holds.

T h e  U niversity  of Sorrow g raduates 
ra re  scholars. I t  o ften  takes th e  fires of 
affliction  to  purge away th e  dross and  
b rin g  o u t th e  gold. T h e  w innow ing 
experience beats away th e  w orthless 
chaff an d  leaves only  th e  golden grain .

nswer comer
Conducted by W. T. PURKISER, Editor
Would you kindly give me your interpretation of I Corinthians 12:10, 30; and 1 Corinthians 14, the whole chapter? This is referring to speaking with tongues.

I 'm  glad you ask for the w hole ra th e r 
th an  ju st to take a verse o r two o u t of 
context. Most difficu lties in Bible in ­
te rp re ta tio n  come from  m aking sweeping 
generalizations o u t of verses lifted  from 
th e ir setting. Recognizing the  wide v a­
riety  of opin ions on this subject, I give 
you w hat seems to me to be the  best 
exp lanation .

In  I C orin th ian s 12, P aul deals theo ­
logically w ith  the gifts of the  Spirit. He 
calls them  charismata, gifts of grace, and 
ind icates th a t they are  the  w ork of the 
Holy Spirit. A m ong them  he includes, 
in verse 10, gene glosson  and  herm eneia  
g losson. Glossa an d  dialektos are  the 
o rd in ary  C reek term s for language and 
are used in terchangeably  in Acts 2:1-11. 
Cenos m eans “a k ind, a class, a so rt.” 
H ertnencuo  m eans to exp lain , in te rp re t, 
translate , or give the sense of words in a 
d ifferen t language. In  an  o rd er of p re f­
erence (v. 31) , P au l lists "k inds of la n ­
guages" an d  the in te rp re ta tio n  of la n ­
guages last. In  a sim ilar list of th e  gifts 
of the  S p irit in R om ans 12:6-8, he m en ­
tions them  not a t all.

T h re e  princip les are stated  governing 
the  gifts o f the  Spirit. T hey  are given 
for p ro fit o r value (v. 7) ; d ifferent 
gifts are  given to d ifferen t persons 
(verses 8-11, 14-23, 28-30); an d  the gifts 

of the S pirit serve to unify  the C hurch  
o r  body of C hrist (verses 25-27).

In  I C orin th ian s 14, Pau l deals ad ­
m in istra tively  w ith  one of the  problem s 
of a sick church . T h e  church  at C orin th  
was re n t w ith  division, an d  w hatever 
m ay have been the a tta in m en ts  of some, 
th e  p revailing  a ttitu d e  was carnal and 
im m atu re  (3:1-3). Im m orality  n o t only 
existed b u t was to lerated  (5:1-2). T h e  
m em bers were a t each o th e r’s th roats  in

law suits (0:7-8) . T h e  sacram ent of the 
L o rd ’s S upper h ad  become a tim e of 
revelry instead of sanctity (chapter 11) . 
Some even den ied  the doctrine of the 
R esurrection  (chap ter 15).

T h e  key to the  transition  from  ch ap ­
te r 12 to ch ap te r 14 is I C orin th ians 13: 
1-3, the  a ttem pted  exercise of gifts w ith ­
o u t grace. I t  is possible to speak with 
tongues of m en an d  angels, an d  have 
no t love—as is well seen in the  hostile 
and  b itte r letters people w rite to d a y -  
even on religious subjects.

T h e  really  significant fact is th a t the 
te rm  charismata, gifts of grace, which 
appears five times in  ch ap te r 12, is not 
used a t all in chap ter 14. A nd  the 
Holy Spirit, of w hom  Paul speaks ten 
times in ch ap te r 12, is n o t m entioned 
in ch ap te r 14 even once. In  I C o rin th i­
ans 14:1, 12, '‘gifts” in italics shows that 
the  w ord is no t in the  Greek; an d  the 
small le tte r s in “ sp ir it” in verses 2, 14, 
15, and  1G shows w hat the orig inal 
p lain ly  indicates, th a t it is the hum an 
sp irit, n o t the  Holy Spirit, here m eant.

You see, P au l in  ch ap te r 14 gives full 
cred it for everything com m endable. Yet 
he is lim iting  an d  restric ting  the  p rac ­
tice of the C orin th ians, a th in g  I find  it 
im possible to believe he w ould do  if he 
were speaking en tire ly  of an au th en tic  
gift of the  Spirit.

I t  seems to m e just as perverse to set 
u p  I C orin th ians 14 as a pa tte rn  for the 
norm al C hristian  C hurch as it  is to set 
u p  R om ans 7 as the  ideal for norm al 
C hristian  life. In  each case, w hat is said 
m ust be understood  in its larger con­
text. W e find  the  norm s of C hristian  
life an d  w orship in R om ans 8 and  I Co­
rin th ian s  13.

Why do our Sunday school workers wait until the last minute to give parts to students for the special programs at Christmas and Easter, etc.? Others start to train their young people early.
J u s t lack of advance p lan n in g  and 

fo re thought. T h e  m aterials are  available 
m any weeks in advance, and  could be 
given o u t in am ple tim e for thorough  
p rep ara tio n . W ith  y ou r concern for the

w elfare of the Sunday school, you will 
p robably  be elected to the chu rch  school 
board, and  can work to correct the s itu a ­
tion.

Can a person keep victory in his heart and at the same time continue to make unnecessary bills, while neglecting to pay overdue bills?
I can’t possibly see how. A nyone may 

get in to  a financial s tra it a t times; b u t 
when he does, com m on honesty requires 
h im  to practice the m ost careful econ­
omy and take carc of his past obliga­

tions as quickly as he can. If one can 't 
pay a bill when due, he should be sure 
to contact his cred ito r an d  exp lain  why, 
giving some ind ication  as to when he 
will take care of the  debt.
