Charles Rupperf selectecT 
as new Chief Justice

Charlie Ruppert has 
been appointed as NNC’s new 
chief justice. He is a philoso­
phy major and is working to 
be a senior pastor. He heads 
the computer team for the 
Wesley Center of Applied 
Theology, in te rn s for 
Techtronics, leads College 
Church’s Bible quiz team, and 
serves as a T.A. in Williams 
Hall. Ruppert said his main 
goal as chief justice is to pre­
pare students to assume the 
associate justice roles which 
will be opening up after the 
graduation of four seniors 
next year.

R uppert had a 
wealth of experience before 
coming to college.

Tim Wiegman has always been walling to 
voice his opinion, a personality trait of his I’ve al­
ways been grateful for. His regular letters to The 
Crusader have been, until now, based upon 
constructive aiticism. He seldom failed to disagree 
wath what I submitted to the Opinions section, 
but he was always very courteous about it.

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Crusader remains respectable
This article is in response 

to the letter written by Tim 
Wiegman published in last week’s 
issue of The Crusader. Wiegman 
made the all too blunt point that 
The Crusader^ds trash and as he 
put it, we "need to clean up the 
newspaper for crying out loud!"

Although we 
take in to consideration every let­
ter that we receive, the opinions 
policy isn’t dictated by any one 
person. If it was, then every edi­
torial in The Crusader would be 
fairly similar and very boring. It’s 
our job to make people think about 
things differently and maybe see 
things in a different Ught.

’The way I see it, if I don’t 
make at least one person mad ev­
ery week. I’m not doing my job. 
Everybody shouldn’t agree with a 
review or a letter. If they did, it 
wouldn't be an opinion and it 
shouldn’t be in the opinions sec­
tion. As long as we keep receiv­
ing both positive and negative 
comments, we’re doing some­
thing right.

Wiegman stated that The 
Crusaderhdis more or less morally 
crumbled over the years. He stated 
that The C/itsarT'erbegan review­
ing "R” rated movies last year. This 
is the part of the article where I 
tell the readers to check their facts 
and do a little research before they 
sit in front of a monitor and start 
typing away. Unlike Wiegman, I 
decided to check the facts.

The Crusader is not only 
being read by most of 

the students, but by 
outside parties as well.

Back to the main idea. 
What my research showed was 
that we have been reviewing “R" 
rated movies since The Crusader 
started doing reviews. Wiegman 
said that The Crusadefs, no longer 
the quality news journal that it 
used to 
be..." I was 
curious as 
to when 
this "qual­
ity" era 
was. I went 
into the 
back issues — —  
to see if things had, in fact, 
changed.

Wiegman may have been 
referring to the time when he was 
an employee for the newspaper. 
During Wiegman’s first term wofit- 
ing for the newspaper, 11 movies 
were reviewed, three of those 
eleven were rated “R.” That means 
that about 27% of the movies re­
viewed with Wiegman were "R." 
Two of those three movies were 
rated with an "A" and the last one 
was given a “B+.” Was this the 
quality Wiegman was referring to?

Curious, I checked the 
newspapers of this term to see if 
we were that evil, to publish three 
“R" movies in one term. This term 
we have published seven movie 
reviews. Of those seven, only one 
has been rated "R." That brings 
the percentage down from 
Wiegman’s 27% to the new and 
improved (and less trashy) 14%.

I looked back even further 
to see if things had always been 
this way. I checked a 1994 issue 
of The Crusader. Sure enough, I 
found an “R” rated movie was re­
viewed. I checked 1993, and I 
found the movie When a Man 
Loves a Woman was reviewed. 
This movie happens to be rated 
"R" as well. That was the oldest 
_  movie review I could find. 

This was before Wiegman 
was a student here, so I fig­
ured 1993 was a safe place 
to stop.

Just to be safe though, I 
looked as far back as 1991.1 
couldn’t find anymore movie 
reviews, but oddly enough, I 

_  did find a review that was 
written on Bogies, the dance 

club which is forbidden to NNC 
students. Maybe this was the 
quality that Wiegman was refer­
ring to. I’m not exactly sure.

If you want to compare 
this year’s paper with last year’s, 
you will see that we have cut the 
number of "R” rated movies re­
viewed and the number of secu­
lar CD’s reviewed.

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Nuclear tests in Pakistan bring condemnation
The recent test last Saturday brings on fears that tensions could escalate into a nuclear conflict

Islamabad, Pakistan -- Pak istan  de tonated  
yet another nuclear device last Saturday in 
th e  rem ote so u th w est desp ite  th e  in te rn a ­
tional calls to  halt fu rther te s ts  and fu r­
ther escalate the nuclear arms race in South 
Asia.

Earlier reports claimed tha t Pakistan 
had detonated  two nuclear devices last Sat­
urday. The la te s t nuclear detonation  fol­
lows Pakistan’s te s ts  of five nuclear devices 
this past Thursday as a response  to their 
rival, Ind ia’s, nuclear te s ts  earlier in May.

Foreign M inister Gohar Ayub Khan 
s ta ted  th e  te s t  w as carried  out in th e  re ­
m ote h ills of th e  so u thw estern  province of 
B aluch istan  near th e  Thursday te s t site, 
about 700 m iles sou thw est of Islam abad.

W hen Khan was asked if th ey ’d te st 
more nuclear devices last Saturday, h is re ­
ply w as, “Yes, by the  g race  of G od.”

T here  w ere  c o n f lic tin g  re p o r ts , 
however, as to the  s tren g th  of th e  nuclear

b last. Sources at P ak is tan ’s Kahuta Re­
search Laboratories described  the  te s ts  as 
fairly small.

Still other reports came in su g g es t­
ing th a t it was more pow erful than  the one 
on Thursday.

P ak is ta n i Prim e M in iste r Nawaz 
Sharif is to travel later Saturday to Lahore, 
the  capital of P ak is tan ’s Punjab province, 
w here he plans to hold a new s conference. 
The last tim e Sharif m ade an appearance 
publicly was on national television Thurs­
day to announce that nuclear tests  had been 
conducted.

Further te s ts  were said to not be 
ruled out and could occur.

Saturday’s te st brings the total deto­
nations to six for Pakistan. India also had 
conducted six te sts  since 1974. P ak istan’s 
m ost recen t te s t raises fears th a t tensions 
in the  region could possibly spiral into a 
nuclear conflict.

There w as no doubt th a t te s ts  such 
as these  would bring condem nation.

Britain condem ned Saturday’s te s t 
saying Pakistan is acting  irresponsibly and

in defiance of in tern a tio n a l opinion. B rit­
ish Foreign Secretary  Robin Cook said  the  
te s t does "noth ing  to enhance P a k is ta n ’s 
security  environm ent. [It] further escalates 
tensions and h e igh tens  concern  abou t an 
arm s race in South Asia."

Britain also claim ed Friday th a t it 
would w ithdraw  its am bassador to Pakistan 
and will likely im pose sanctions.

A Japan  new s agency reported  that 
Japan  may recall its  am bassador, as well, 
to Pakistan in response to the coun try ’s la t­
est nuclear te st.

On Friday, the  Security  Council d e ­
clared in a s ta tem en t th a t it deplored  the 
te s ts  and urged Pakistan  and India to keep 
from any fu rther te s tin g  and  sign nuclear 
arms control trea ties -- unconditionally and 
immediately.

The U nited S ta tes hopes to follow 
the declarations w ith  a m eeting  of th e  for­
eign m inisters of th e  five perm anen t m em ­
bers -- the  United S tates, Russia, C hina, 
B ritain and France -- to d iscuss fu rther 
s tep s  to halt th e  nuclear arm s race  th a t is 
tak ing  place in South Asia.

Spencer, SD -  President Clinton has issued a disas­
ter declaration for Spencer and surrounding McCook 
County in the aftermath of a devastating tornado 
that killed six people, injured 150 and crushed the 
community.

Vice President, A1 Gore, is expected to 
travel to South Dakota some time today to tour the 
area and inspect the damage after a previously 
scheduled stop in Minneapolis this afternoon.

The violent storm system that triggered the 
tornado Saturday night also made its way through 
the upper midwest where it killed three in Wiscon­
sin and left at least 900,000 people without power 
in those two states and Minnesota.

On Sunday, storms that remained from the 
same system plunged its way through the North­
east, destroying homes, knocking down power lines 
and killing two people in Massachusetts and one 
each in Ohio, Pennsylvania and New York State.

"There is nothing here, ’’ South Dakota Gov. 
William Janklow said from Spencer, a community 
of 300. "Every tree is destroyed. Every telephone 
pole is destroyed. Every light pole is destroyed. 
Ninety-two percent of the houses in this town are 
gone, literally destroyed."

The tornado’s path of destruction could be 
followed for 21 miles. The twister rated between 
an F3 and F4 on the Fujita scale of measuring torna­
does. It’s estimated that the wind speed may have 
been up to more than 200 mph.

Only a dozen homes were spared by the 
massive tornado. The post office, fire station, li­
brary, bank, all four churches and the grain elevator 
were destroyed.

The town’s 120-foot-tall water tower was 
ripped right up from its metal legs and overturned 
as well. Cars were hung suspended 5 feet off the

ground in the tower’s mangled legs.
The twister made touchdown on the west 

side of tovra, but on the east side, lights were still 
standing at a ball field. Outside town, however, 
fence posts were ripped out of the ground and wire 
fencing was spun up in a spiral.

Finding safety in time was hard because 
the warning sirens didn’t sound because the storm 
had knocked out electricity, but the governor said it 
still didn’t make much of a difference.

Highway Patrol Superintendent Gene 
Abdallah said that 20 state troopers were working 
12-hour shifts to enforce blockades and prevent loot­
ing.

The storms were triggered when a cool, 
dry air mass from Canada collided with hot, moist 
air over the northern plains, midwest and Great 
Lakes.

Winds gusted to 107 mph in central Wis­
consin, to 92 mph near Grand Rapids, Michigan 
and to 70 to 80 mph around Minneapolis-St. Paul, 
Minnesota.

In a state-by-state look at the storms ef­
fects, Kentucky was hit by thunderstorms that 
knocked out power for about 13,000 people in 
Fayette County.

In Massachusetts, two men were killed in 
Winchendon last Sunday when a tree fell on a mo­
bile home. Schools were closed on Monday and 
more than 5,000 customers were still without elec­
tricity by the afternoon. A state of emergency was 
declared Monday by local officials in Worcester, 
Shrewsbury and Charlton.

In Michigan, severe thunderstorms packed 
winds of up to more than 90 mph, which possibly 
triggered tornadoes in northern Michigan knocking 
out power to about 850,000 homes and businesses.

Many other states including New Hamshire, 
New York, Pennsylvania, Vermont and Wisconsin 
were hit by this storm. Probably none had it as 
bad as it got for South Dakota, though.

It has been open 
for some time now, but the more 
people I talk to, 
the more I find no

H iedelberg is a 
restaurant with a 
German theme. It 
is located on 12th 
Ave. just north of 
S t i n k e r ’ s 
conveniance store where the old 
Jimmy’s cafe was once located.

Before you read the critical 
i'fi^tatirefnt; know that" 

I lived in Germany for six years and 
have gone back on a couple of trips 
since that time. So after having the 
real thing from the homeland, I held 
Der Heidelberg up to higher stan­
dards than the average person 
would. We also happen to have the 
best German restaurant this side of 
the Atlantic in Black Hawk, Colo­
rado (Black Forest Inn).

When we entered the res­
taurant, the first thing that caught 
my eye was all of the posters of Ger­
many. It took me back to places we 
visited in our time overseas. The 
room looked to hold about 60 to 70 
people. I have a feeling that there 
will always be ample space.

The decor, for the most 
part, was as close as you can come 
to Germany. There are articfial 
plants and German theme pictures 
on the walls. All that was needed 
was more neon signs of German 
beers and less Budweiser ads. 
When we were there on Monday, 
seating was not a problem, which

explains why most people I talked 
to didn’t even know the restaurant 
was there, and that is a shame.

We were seated by a very 
friendly h o s t/w a ite r in booths 
which had pictures of Route 66 on 
them. Route" 66 happens to be a 
transcontinental road across the 
U.S., and I have no idea why those 
booths are in a German restaurant.

The prices 
were very fair 
for the meal 
size that was 
o f f e r e d .  
Prices of ap- 
p e t i z e r s 
ranged from 
four to five 
dollars. The 
lunch sp e ­
cials were, for 
the most part, 
abou t five 
do llars and 
d i n n e r s  
ranged from 

nine to sixteen dollars. Dinners 
come with choice of three soups, 
sau erc rau t, dum plings and 
veggies. Choices are more than 
ample. There must have been at lest 
30 choices ranging from several 
schnitzels to duck and other beef 
choices.

I had the jaeger schnitzel 
meal which happens to be my fa­
vorite German meal. It is a cut of 
veal served with a mushroom sauce 
over the top. The sauce was lighter 
and not as thick as I remember hav­
ing in the little village of my child­
hood, but still very tasty.

My companion had the pa­
prika chicken. I was told that the 
chicken was very good. I thought 
the jaeger schnitzel was great.

The food was up to par with 
the homeland, and the service was 
exquisite. The waiter was there 
when we needed him, but at the 
same time, was not breathing down 
our throats.

The restaurant is great for 
the Friday night date. Nice enough 
to have a nice evening, but not so 
nice that it will destroy the budget 
for the rest of the term.
